The past two weeks have witnessed
some of the greatest surprijses in foot-
ball circles for years. They have
seen three of the strongest factors in
the western championship race, Wis-
consin, Chicago and Michigan, elimi-
nated from the struggle. From what
looked like a hopeless muddle of cham-
pionship claims there has arisen one
team which thus far this season has
shown itself plainly superior to its op-
ponents. Although Minnesota is rais-
ing strong objections to Iowa’'s asser-
tion of superiority, the fact remains
that the Hawkeyes deserve the honors
at this stage of the game.

Northrup field saw the second suc-
cesive victory for the maroon and gold
over members of the “Big Nine.”
Illinois failed to make the showing
against the Gophers that the Badgers
did the week previous. Weight again
bobbed up as the deciding factor of
the contest and as before decided in
favor of Minnesota. The Illini were
unable to withstand the mass plays of
the heavy Gophers and went to defeat
by a score of 23 to 0.

Iowa won again on Saturday, Michi-
gan being its victim. The Wolverines
were outplayed at all stages of the
gameand were lucky in getting aplace-
kick which prevented a total white-
wash. Iowa has not had her goal line
crossed for a touchdown but once in
two years which certainly is a record
to be proud of. Saturday’s contest
virtually decided the western cham-
pionship. It will only be through a
wonderful run of luck that will permit
any other team to secure a straight
claim on the pennant.

After four years of discouraging de-
feats Northwestern turned the tables
on her old-time rival, defeating Chica-
go by a single touchdown. This
makes the fourth defeat the Maroons
have met with this season while it
marks practically the first victory the
Purple have gained over a big team
this season. This victory has awak-
ened championship aspirations in the
hearts of her supporters and they are
already making claims on its pennant.
It will need decisive victories over
both Minnesota and Iowa to sub-
stantiate these claims however.

Notre Dame Easy.

Although Wisconsin scarcely looked
for Notre Dame to put up much of a
game against them, the almost en-
tire lack of opposition met with came
as a surprise to them. The Badgers
were never kept from making the
necessary distance while Notre Dame
on the contrary made her first downs
at no time in the game, gaining but
two and a half yards during the game.
The visitors, although light, were
game to the end and seemed to play
the best ball they were capable of
throughout the contest. But this is

not saying much. The ignorance of |
the first principles of football which I
they displayed was amazing. Had the |
last half lasted as long as originally
agreed upon it is quite possible that
Wisconsin would have equalled the
score of 76-0 made by Chicago against
Northwestern last year and which
broke the record for a large score
among the teams of the first class.

Wisconsin’s work on the contrary
was sharp and snappy and considering
the light practice of the previous week
was very encouraging to the coaches.
Cochems, formerly left end, played his
part game in the back field and made
his mark as a worthy successor of his
brother in that position. His ground-
zaining on the whole was the best of
the day and with a little more ac-
guaintance with the position he is sure
to prove one of the best of the Badg-
er backs. Tratt, Driver, Schreiber and
Larson played their customary games
while other members of the team did
good work. Owing to the little oppo-
sition that was encountered in any of
the plays, it is scarcely possible to
criticise the team work of the men, as
individual strength was sufficient to
make the required gains.

Captain Farley of the Notre Dame
team sustained quite a serious in-
jury during the game. He had sus-"
tained a painful injury about the
head during the Indiana game the
week before and entered the game Sat-
urday against the doctor’s
orders. In the second hail he was
again injured and was carried from
the field, remaining in an unconscious
state all of Saturday night while Sun-
day he was able to take but little
nourishment. He was able to leave
with the team this morning however.

A fine donation to this library has
just been made by Mr. O. Chanute of
Chicago, Past-president of the Ameri-
can Society of Civil Engineers. He
has donated about one hundred vol-
umes, containing bound proceedings of
the Institution of Civil Engineers

(L.ondon), American Institute of Min- |

ing Engineers, a number of important
engineering works, besides many un-
bound volumes of the American Society
of Civil Engineers, of the Engineering
News, of the Engineering Magazine,
and other society proceedings. To this
nucleus will at once be added over one
hundred volumes of the most recent
publications in engineering, and all
these will be installed upon open
shelves where the students can consult
them at their pleasure. Both the du-
plicate technical library and the engi-
neering periodicals are maintained by
the fund formed by a fee of $1.50 a
yvear for every student in the College
of Engineering. For this small sum
all the students in this college have
immediate access to all the current
engineering literature as well as to the
most important works of reference,
without having to go to the General
Library.

Football Energy.

Recent experiments concerning the
amount of food consumed by football
players and oarsmen have disclosed
some very interesting facts. It is the
common belief that oarsmen in train-
ing for a race use up more energy than
do football players. Because, they say,
“while a boat race is not as long as
a football game, yet it is more severe
while it lasts and the nervous tension
is more intense.”

Yet, experts in observing the quan-
tity of food consumed in both cases,
have come to a different conclusion.
Seven different colleges, including Yale
and Harvard, were studied and their
food carefully weighed and considered,
and it was found that the average foot-
ball players consumed from 30 to 50
per cent. more food a day than did the
oarsmen.

These experiments show clearly that
the daily football practice is very
much of a strain on the players and
that it is difficult to realize how much
energy each player wastes in practice.
The weights taken before and after
practice generally show a loss of three
to five pounds per man.

Hence, in this light, the creditable
scholarships which our football play-
ers maintain, even during the strict
training of the football season, is very
commendable to our team, and speaks
well for the standard of athletics here.
