STREETS.
STREET NUMBERS.

Every space of twenty-two lineal feet frontage of lots or
parts of lots on any street in the city of Madison should be
numbered with a separate number and known thereby as
follows: The numbers on all streets running northeast and
southwest commence at Monona or Wisconsin avenues;and
all streets running northwest and southeast commence at
Washington avenue, in case said streets intersect said
avenues, and such numbers run continuously from those
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avenues, one hundred numbers being assigned to the
length of the block, so that the first number on the
first block should be number one, the second block one
hundred, and so on; the odd numter should be on the south-
erly and easterly sides of the street, and the even num-
bers on the opposite side. All streets intersecting Wash-
ington avenue are known as North Street in that
part which lies northerly of said avenue: and S uth
Street in that part which lies southerly of said avenue; and
all streets which intersect Wisconsin and Monona avenues
are known.as West Street, in that part lving west-
erly of said avenues, and Hast Street, in that part
lying easterly of said avenues. Blocks upon streets run-
ning in directions which do not intersect said avenues
should bear like numbers with the blocks upon streets
which do intersect. at like distances from those avenues, so
far as practicable. It is the duty of each owner and occu-
pant of any building or tenement fronting upon any street
in the city of Madison to securely attach or apply to the
front of such building or tenement, in a conspicuous posi-
tion, and not higher than the first or ground story of said
building, so that the same can be plainly seen from the
street, the proper number of such building or tenement,
as inscribed upon the map prepared by the city engineer,
and on file in the offlce of the city clerk. in figures not less
than two inches and one-half in height.
