MANITOWOC COUNTY

Furnished by Merchants and Manufacturers Association, Manitowoc, Wis.
Rarely in our travels in this country does one find a county which, like Manito-
woc, combines three prosperous industrial cities and rich and beautiful farming
lands.

What is now Manitowoc County, was owned by the Indians until it was taken
possession of by the French in the Seventeenth Century. It passed to Great
Britain in 1763 as a result of the Seven Year War. At the close of the
Revolutionary War in 1783 it became the possession of the United States. In
1789 it was made part of the Northwest Territory and finally on April 20, 1836,
it was included in the Wisconsin Territory.

Most of Manitowoc County was a part of Brown County until December 7, 1836.
A county organization was established by the State Legislature in 1838 and the first
county election was held on March 4, 1839. A Board of Commissioners governed
the county until 1849 when the governing body became the County Board of
Supervisors.

The first county seat was Manitowoc Rapids. In 1853 it was moved to the City of
Manitowoc.

Manitowoc you will note is an Indian name and means, “The Home of the
Great Spirit”. A century ago this County was the Indians, “Garden of Eden” a
veritable paradise, with the majestic Manitowoc river flowing through its wood-
lands, filled with game. With the passing of the Indians came progress; forests
were cleared, piers, docks, roads, and railroads were built and Manitowoc County
took its proper place as an agricultural, industrial, shipping and trading center.

The location of Manitowoc County on the shores of Lake Michigan gives it a
distinct advantage in climatic conditions over inland counties. Its proximity to
Milwaukee and Chicago and the excellent rail, water, and highway facilities affords
excellent marketing conditions for all types of products, both industrial and agri-
cultural.

The population of Manitowoc County is 58,674 (1930 census). The following
tabulation of statistics will show the reader why Manitowoc County is one of
the Agricultural, Dairying, Manufacturing and Trading Centers of the Midwest.

Manitowoc County is a great dairy County leading all counties in the Production
of Evaporated Milk with 153,087,00 lbs. produced in 1932. This was nearly one-
fourth of the entire State’s production.

Manitowoc County ranks fourth among the 71 Wisconsin Counties in the pro-
duction of American Cheese. 13,225,00 lbs. was produced in 1932. The County is
also the ninth leading milk producing County in the State.

In 1934 Manitowoc County again regained its prominence as the Barley producing
Center of the nation. In that year a total of 41,875 acres were devoted to barley.
This acreage produced a crop of 1,614,751 bushels which was twice as much as
was produced by any other Wisconsin County.

In the same year Manitowoc County was second in the production of oats, pro-
ducing 2,054,201 bushels on 49,021 acres.

Manitowoc County also leads in the State in the production of Peas with 81,148
bushels produced on 5,053 acres.

The Manitowoc Portland Cement Company at Manito-
woc was the first cement plant in Wisconsin and is
still the only one in spite of the fact that Wisconsin
is one of the largest users of portland cement.

A unique feature of this plant is the method of handl-
ing the raw material, clay. This is pumped through a
pipe line from a clay pit one mile away. For this
method, the clay must first be mixed with water. Then
powerful pumps force it the entire distance
to the plant. Here it is combined with lime
stone and gypsum shipped in on large lake
freighters from Michigan. To allow these
ships to reach the unloading docks, the
Manitowoc River had to be dredged out to
a depth of 21 feet, from the plant to Lake
Michigan. Storage space at the docks pro-
vides space for sufficient limestone, coal
and gypsum to run the plant during that
period of the year when lake shipping is
interrupted by winter weather.

The entire mill was equipped with the
most modern machinery available and the
quality of the product manufactured is
unexcelled.

In addition to gray portland cement, the Manitowoc
