¢cious vice for centuries and their
wight to do so has not been ques-
$ioned as yet. Women, however,
owing to their more sedentary hives,
yield more easily and with more
abandon to smoking and can hardly

 endure separation from their drug-
ged cylinders for any great length
of time,
~ Forms Comparison

“The nervous constitution .of
Wwoman can be compared fo that of
an adolescent boy and the effects of
fobacco upon her are similar to
these in immature youth. No na-
fion can maintain the vigor that has
characterized the- American people

its women become tobacco
fiends.”

Mrs. Hopkins believes that a
woman that smokes has reached the
lowest step of the ladder of degra-
dation, for the average American
father does not want his little one
to be fondled and mothered by a
woman whose blood is infested with
the curse of tobacco.

Small Number Smoking

When asked if she thought that

the girl of foday smoked she an-
swered  emphatically, “No, the
American girl does not smoke as
.yet. Smoking by women can be
said to be limited to the lowest of
classes, secondly to those of “high
society,” who have money but have
not loyalty to family traditions.
Fortunately the number of ‘these
girls is small—but the number ean
and should be further reduced.”

Mrs. Hopkins cannot believe that
there can exist a girl in this coun-
fry such as Antoinette claims her-
self to be. There may be girls

That note for $90,000 did not come as a gift but as
a loan with pledges as seeurity. very month the
interest on the fund means dollars to the project. The
$90,000 must be raised in the near future by pledges
