The second serious accident of the
college year struck into our midst and
carried off’ Brother Meyer, a freshman
of our chapter. Actuated by a boyish
desire to be one of the first swimmers
of the season, Meyer and one other of
the brothers decided to dive from the
pier in the rear of the house. The
water is a foot shallower this year
than last and only one length of the
pier had been putin place. Meyer,
who was a powerful young man of
eighteen years, ran from the shore to
the edge of the pier and dived into
two feet of water, striking a rock.
He was carried to the house and the
best medical aid of the city sum-
moned. Although in a partially par-
alyzed condition he was conscious all
the time and talked freely about the
accident, manifesting no great amount
of suffering. About three o’clock in
the morning it hecame apparent that
a ecrisis was approaching. The end
came at five o’clock, the immediate
cause being the water which had heen
taken into his lungs and paralysis
caused by injury to his spinal column.

His parents, Mr. and Mrs. Adolph
Meyer, and Brother Chas. A. A. Me-
Gee, his brother-in-law, were present
at the bedside, the parents having
been summoned from Milwaukee im-
mediately after the accident. Chas.
McGee was in Madison at the time of
the accident. The funeral was heid
at his home in Milwaukee. All the
members of the active chapter at-
tended.

Brother Meyer was a young man of
uplifted ideals and a zealous worker
in the fraternity and active in all

things. He was an only son.
