Dr. F. W. Lo;nz Held oh
Charge of Filibustering;
Blaine Aids

Gov. John J. Blaine late last
night declared that although he
had heard no reply from the Mex-
ican government to the release he
had asked of Dr. F. W, Lorenz,
who is in prison in Progreso, Mex-
ico, on charges of filibustering. He
expected that the doctor wouid be
zeleased by morning.

“It is a very peculiar incident,
caused by a misunderstanding- on
the part of the Mexican govern:
ment,” commented Governor Blaine
last night. “T feel quite certain
that the machinery we have set in
motion- will secure Dr. Lorenz’s re-
lease.”

Is on Faculty
The doctor, a member of the uni-
versity faculty, is director of the
Wisconsin Psychiatric institute and
president of the state board of con-
trol. He had been confined recently
to his home on account of illness
and had taken the trip south for
his health.
Dr. A. S. Loevenhart, professor
of pharmacology, received a tele-
gram yesterday afternoon from Dr.
Lorenz which reported that the
steamer on which he was traveling
was wrecked, and that although all
persons were saved, they were
thrown into jail on the charge of
~ filibustering. This charge, of car-
rying guns into a territory, was
denied by the doctor in his tele-
gram which follows:

'HRDLICKA GIVES
BRIEF OUTLINE
OF EVOLUTION

Tells of “Gibraltar Skull” and
Other Traces in Man’s
Skeletons

That the present state of man
came about by natuvral evolution,
as is proved by the material evi-
dence unearthed in the form of nu-
merous skeletons and other re-
mains of men, was tiue assertion
made yesterday by Dr. Ales Hrd-
licka, curator of the United States
museum of anthropology, in the
second of a series of lectures on
Man’s Evolution.

“The Gibraltar Skull unearthed
in 1848 while laborers were blast-
ing in the rock of ‘Gibraltar, is the
skull of the first female of which
we have any record and is the first
important discovery of the rpre-
historic remains of man,” said Dr.
Hrdlicka.

Evolutionists Stumped

Most of the discoveries of the
skeletons of ancient man - were
made in-France, but to a large ex-
tent also in Croatia, Belgium, Ger-
many and England, according to
Dr. Hrdlicka. Today the skeletal
remains of man number more than
200 and date back so+far that as
vet evolutionists have been unable
to place them,

“The first skull that showed a
brain was discovered in 1891 and
resembled that of an ape to some
extent, except that this skull was
more advanced,” continued Dr. Hrd-
-licka, “while the oldest remains of
ancient man were found near Hei-
dleburg, Germany, in a stone
quarry.

Showed Slides
“The discovery of two skeletons
which were found in such a posi-
tion to show that these were buried
intentionally, are the only thing
that explaiz: man’s inkling of fu-
ture life 100,000 years ago.”
By means of a series of slides
the speaker traced the evolution of
man from the beginuing.

Students Co-operate?

We may be pmfoun'dly thankful t{hat the time
has passed away when it is necessary to discuss the
advisability of cooperation' between European and
American students. We turn to a consideration of
methods, and consequently must agree upon the im-

which we would strive.

During a recent survey of student problems in
Europe, cursory in some respects, careful in others,
it has become evident that certain cooperative enter-
prises are invaluable to individual student groups,
and that they are a means of clearing up misunder-
standings between nations, Some Europeans, on the
one hand, do not understand Ameriea’s ‘apparent
aloofness in remaining out of the League of Na-
tions; they condemn America’s immigration laws;
they have the idea that American students live in
luxury, and that they can secure a college degree
with little or neo financial difficulty. On the other
hand, many American students misjudge Europeans
because they have no knowledge of the minorities dif-
ficulties; they are forgetful of the trials through
which the youth of Europe have passed during the
last ten years; they condemn without thinking, the
skepticism which has 7resulted from these expe-
riences; ang they forget that many European na-
tions have a heritage of prejudice and national jeal-
ousies of which others know nothing.

Unfortunately, the press does very little to clear
up misconceptions. On the contrary, it only too often
is the source and channel of insidious propaganda.

false propaganda, the students find
challenge which points to a goal of
heod.

We must have an exchange of information about
each other, Probably the most effective method is
personal correspondence between students of dif-
ferent nations. Aecguaintances thus started often
grow into friendships. The exchange of student and
general contemporary periodicals is a means of giv-
ing reliable information about national thought and
action. Not only would false impressions be correct-
ed by this exchange of information, but there would
also be more value than most realize in the contribu-
tions each national group has to make to fthe other.
European students can  teach Americans a much
needed lesson in simplicity of life; while Americans
believe they ¢an rvender an invaluable - service to
their fellow students on the continent by teaching
them to play and how to play.

Probably mest significant and far-reaching of

the enterprises of international cooperation among
students is the work econnécteg with the European

Student Relief of the World Student Christian Fed-
eration. To mention just one of its enterprises, I
should speak of the Elmau Conference. In one re-
spect it was quite different from meost international
assemblies—it was not called for the purpese of the
discussion or arbitration of points of disagreement
amorg nations. On the other hand, it was one of a
series of annual conferences in which representatives
of different nations and races come together for a
common purpose, that of helping each other to help
themselves, Ceonsequently they regarded interna-
tional friction as an obstacle to progress and made a
sineere attempt to ‘eliminate it.  Race diffieulties,
minorities problems, language. handicaps, national
jealousies and enmities were all -there; but they were
brought into the open, analyzed, diagnosed, pre-
scribed for, and dismissed without wrangling.
American students travelling in Europe find a
ecourteous reception and a generous hospitality when
they meet students. These «contacts also restore
shaken confidence and renew hope. All students who
trave! should make it a point to meet other students.
For example, if those visiting Austria during the
summer months would patronize the Studentenheim
in Vienna and the mountain resort hotel at Sonntags-

Many Fines Are Collected By
Clerks For Violations
of Rules

“Any writing inside,” a postal
elerk is heard to ask, as the stu-
dent presents his laundry case to
be weighed.

“Just a note to let the folks
know I arrived all 0. K.,” responds
the proud junior,

The answer comes, “You must
take it out or it will cost you .32
cents a pound postage.”

In two weeks over $150 was col-
lected at the postoffice from fines
on students who sent first and sec-
ond class mail in their laundry
cases. The examinatien of laundry
boxes for cases of violation of the
postal rules takes a great deal of
time and the officials hope the stu-
dents will soon stop the habit.

Students mail over 1,800 laundry
cases at the un-iversity postoffice
every week, sending them to all
parts of the country. Monday,
Friday and Saturday are the busi-
est days for mailing home these
packages so that sometimes 12
persons wait in line from five to
ten minutes in order to buy the
necessary amount of postage,

Special delivery stamps are powm
ular sellers at the postoffice on
Saturday. Over 400 of these are
sold at the nniversity sub-station
every week.
