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THE UNIVERSITY OF WISCONSIN SYSTEM

fall of 1993. The System was created in October 1971 by a daw placing the state’s 
public university campuses under a single Board of Regents. e System is 
composed of 13 universities, 13 two-year UW Centers, and the UW Extension which 
provides outreach services from offices in every county. Although only 22 years old, 
the UW System was one of the first statewide higher educational systems in the nation 
and has pioneered in developing coordinated and high quality programs and services 
on a statewide basis.

Judy Kruckman was appointed Commissioner of the WWIAC on June 1, 1985, after 
serving as Acting Commissioner since October 1, 1984. 

Kruckman had served as a faculty member at UW-Eau Claire since August 1966 
and was appointed Women’s Athletic Director in 1974. She had also coached tennis 
and swimming during her tenure at UW-Eau Claire. 

She was one of the original representatives in the conference when it was formed 
in 1971 and served as its president from 1974-1976. She was beginning another term of 
presidency when she was appointed Acting Commissioner for the 1984-85 academic 

year. Judy was inducted into the UW-Eau Claire Athletic Hall of Fame in 1988 and the 
AIA District 14 Hall of Fame on May 3, 1992. She was selected as the National 

Association of ollcgiate Women Athletic Administrators (NACWAA) District 6 
Administrator of the Year in 1991 and received the Women’s Sports Advocates of 
Wisconsin, Inc. Lifetime Achievement Award in 1993. 

The Commissioner is a native of Burlington, Wisconsin, and graduated from 
UW-Eau Claire in 1964 with a history Taajor and physical education minor. Her Masters 
Degree in P.E. was earned in 1966 at UW-Madison.

Dennis Semrau joined the WWIAC staff in January of 1991 to assist the 
Commissioner with the dissemination of sports information.

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HISTORY OF THE WWIAC 

1958- The Wisconsin Athletic and Recreation Federation of College Women was 
formed for the purpose of coordinating athletic activity among Wisconsin 
institutions of higher education. This organization followed the national 

model ee a which fovemance was primarily the responsibility of 
student leaders. The WARFCW included representatives from:

The WARFCW held sports days in archery, badminton, basketball, golf, 
gymnastics, tennis and volleyball.

Motion to limit number of sports days per sport to one was passed. This 
constituted a state meet in each particular sport. Member institutions would 
be allowed to travel to other member schools for dual meets.

POST SEASON NOTES 

La Crosse placed 20th to lead three WWIAC teams at the 12th annual NCAA 
Division III Shampionsitipg March 11-13 hosted by Emory University in Atlanta, GA. 
Kenyon College (OH) scored 683 points to win its 10th straight champlonstp which 
ties a record for most consecutive titles in any women’s sports La Crosse finished with 
42 points. Stevens Point was 31st with 18 points, while River Falls did not score. 

Keri Buran and Amy Carlson of La Crosse were the oaly WWIAC competitors to 
earn all-American honors. Buran earned an all-American award after finishing sixth in 
the 3-meter diving with 380.55 points. She also earned honorable mention 
all-American honors with a ninth-place finish in the l-meter diving with a score of 
332.25 points. Carlson earned all-American honors with an eighth-place finish in the 
1-meter diving with 339.85 points and honorable mention all-American recognition in 
the 3-meter event after finishing ninth with 371.65. 

Eau Claire scored 249 points to finish fifth at the 13th annual NAIA national 
championships March 10-13 at the Palo Alto College Natatorium at San Antonio, TX. 
It was the seventh top-five finish for the Blugolds. 

Divers Kari Albers (third in 3-meter, fourth in Lente) and Sara Mulatz (third in 
1-meter, fifth in 3-meter) earned all-American honors for the Blugolds. Eau Claire’s 200 
freestyle, 200 medley, 400 medley and 400 freestyle relay teams all finished sixth to 
earn all-American recognition. 

UW-Eau Claire swimming coach Thomas B. "Tom" Prior was inducted into the 
NAIA Hall of Fame at the NAIA a and Diving Championship banquet, 
Wednesday, March 10, in San Antonio, Texas. In 15 seasons as the women’s coach 
he has captured 15 consecutive WWIAC championships. In NAIA competition, the 
Blugold women have never finished lower than fifth since joining the NAIA in 1983 and 
have won three national titles.
