One highlight of the ALA Convention in New York last July was the
preview of an exciting new film, THE PLEASURE IS MUTUAL: How to
Conduct Effective Picture Book Programs. This 25-minute, 16mm color film
was produced by The Westchester Library System, New York, by means of a
grant under the federal Library Services and Construction Act.

On the cover is one of many enchanting scenes from the film. The story-
teller is Anne Izard, Children’s Services Consultant in the Westchester
libraries, and her captivated audience is composed of children at the
Crestwood Branch of the Yonkers Public Library. Miss Izard developed
the idea for the film and was involved in its production, which is under
the aegis of Joanna Foster and William D. Stoneback.

Another signature of Book Week is a happy explosion of book fairs.
In 1966 the CBC is co-sponsoring, with local newspapers, and civic and
professional groups, city-wide fairs in Boston (Oct. 30-Nov. 5), Cleve-
land (Nov. 6-13), Columbus (Nov. 6-10), New Haven (Oct. 30-Nov. 5)
and Richmond (Oct. 30-Nov. 5). And, of course, there are numerous
other large and small fairs throughout the nation which help to bring
children together with good books.

TELEVISION, RADIO, AND BOOKS

The National Broadcasting Company was awarded a 1966 Prix [eunesse
for its production of “The World of Stuart Little” on "NBC Children’s
Theatre.” NBC was the sole American winner in this international com-
petition sponsored by the Free State of Bavaria, the City of Munich and
the Bavarian Broadcasting Corporation.

Two new TV series pivoted around children’s books have youngsters
participating in story-telling or discussions on the air. One is “Read Me
A Story” Chicago station WMAQ-TV’s Sunday morning show (§:30-9:00
CDT). Raymond A. Lubway, teacher, actor and director, is host . . . In
New York, WNBC-TV, Channel 4 will have a Saturday afternoon pro-
gram (commencing Oct. 15, 1:30-2:00 P.M. NYT) called “Children Ex-



plore Books,” that might be called a juvenile “Open End.” John Lang-
staff, author and teacher, is the resident David Susskind. Mrs. Lavinia
Russ, Publishers’ Weekly's Children’s Book Editor, is the show’s con-
sultant and book selector, and also appears on the program.

“Animal Secrets” is a new NBC education children’s series produced
with the cooperation of the National Education Association, the National
Science Teachers Association and the ALA, by the Graphic Curriculum,
Inc., in association with NBC news. The premiere will be Saturday, Octo-
ber 15, 1:00-1:30 P.M., NYT. And there’s a new twist: the program films
will be available for purchase by schools and libraries as soon as they
have been aired. For more information, write to The Graphic Curriculum,
Inc., 41 E. 42nd St., New York, N.Y. 10017.

Films of the NBC-TV program ‘'Exploring,” which was produced in
cooperation with the National Council for the Social Studies and the
ALA, are available for classroom use, either for purchase or preview. A

The Children’s Book Council reports, with regret, that the radio pro-
gram “Carnival of Books,” produced by WMAQ-NBC in Chicago, in co-
operation with ALA, has gone off the air. For twenty years Ruth Harshaw
wrote and conducted this excellent children’s book and author series
which received a George Foster Peabody Award.

The Council salutes Mrs. Harshaw for her valuable contribution in
bringing good children’s books to the attention of young people and
stimulating their interest in reading.

IN AND AROUND THE CHILDREN’S
BOOK WORLD

Mrs. Augusta Baker, Coordinator of Children’s Services at the New
York Public Library, and Dr. Julius B. Richmond, National Director of
Project Head Start will share the 1966 Parents’ Magazine Medal for Out-
standing Service to Children. The award will be made at the beginning
of Book Week on October 31, and a special announcement will appear
in the December issue of Parents’ Magazine.

The Grolier Award for stimulating the reading of children and young
people was given to Mildred L. Batchelder, the former Executive Secretary
of the Children’s Services and Young Adult Services Divisions of ALA.
At the ALA Conference in July, the Children’s Book Council also honored
Miss Batchelder with a citation “in grateful recognition of her untiring
efforts toward better and wider service to children through their books. . . .”

1967 marks the 100th anniversary of Laura Ingalls Wilder, and there
are several ways Calendar readers can take part in the celebration. You can

The second annual Dutton Junior Animal Book Award has been
given to WILD GEESE CALLING by Robert Murphy (August, 1966).

From Duell, Sloan and Pearce comes news of two plaudits: LAND RUSH



by Carl G. Hodges has won the Western Heritage Cowboy Hall of
Fame Award as the best Western juvenile book of 1965; and THE
STUBBORN ONE by Rutherford Montgomery has been tapped with the
Western Writers of America Spur Award for the best Western juvenile
book of 1965.

Nat Hentoff’'s Jazz CounNTRY (Harper) has won the Nancy Bloch
Award of the Downtown Community School “for the book judged to be
the best children’s book in the field of inter-group relations.”

This year’s winner of the Edith Busby Award—Dodd, Mead Librarian
and Teacher Prize Competition, is MEAGHER OF THE SWORD by Christian
D. Stevens.

John and Patricia Beatty have received the Commonwealth Club of
California’s silver medal for the best children’s book written by Cali-
fornia authors for CAMPION TOWERS.

A completely contemporary way to celebrate Columbus Day is to follow
THE VoyacE ofF THE NINA IT by Marx (World), UE, a recount of the
adventures of a 9-man crew that set sail from Spain in 1962 on an
authentic replica of Columbus’s ship, and retraced the great explorer’s
journey. Two new titles, also fitting, are LET'sS FIND OuT ABoUT CHRIS-
TOPHER CorumBuUs by M. & C. Shapp (Watts), LE, and THE QUEST
oF CorLumBUs by Meredith & Smith (Little, Brown), J.

World Poetry Day is a good time to curl up with I'm WAITING by
Livingston and Blegvad (Harcourt), and OH, WHAT NONSENSE! by
Cole (Viking), both LE; HAND IN HAND WE'LL Go, sclected poetry by
Burns, woodcuts by Hogrogian (Crowell), THE GoLpeN Hive by Behn
(Harcourt), and ANN AT HicGHwoop HALL by Graves (Doubleday), all
UE; THE CHARGE OF THE LIGHT BRIGADE by Tennyson, ill. by the
Provensons (Golden), UE & J; and IN A SPRING GARDEN ed. by Lewis

Week you can brush up on facts about the largest mammal with WHALE'S
