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THE UNIVERSITY OF WISCONSIN SYSTEM 

The University of Wisconsin System marked its twenty-second anniversary in the fall of 1993. 
The UW System was created in October 1971 by a law placing the state’s public university 
campuses under a single Board of Regents. The UW System is composed of 13 universities, 13 
two-year UW Centers, and the UW Extension which provides outreach services from offices in 
every county. Although only 22 years old, the UW System was one of the first statewide higher 
educational systems in the nation and has pioneered in developing coordinated and high quality 
programs and services on a statewide basis. System administrative offices are in Madison.

Judy Kruckman was appointed Commissioner of the WWIAC on June 1, 1985, after serving as 
Acting Commissioner since October 1, 1984. 

Kruckman had served as a faculty member at UW-Eau Claire since August 1966 and was 

appointed Women’s Athletic Director in 1974. She had also coached tennis and swimming during 
her tenure at UW-Eau Claire. 

She was one of the original representatives in the conference when it was formed in 1971 and 
served as its president from 1974-1976. She was beginning another term of presidency when she 
was appointed Acting Commissioner for the 1984-85 academic year. Judy was inducted into the 

UW-Eau Claire Athletic Hall of Fame in 1988 and the NAIA District 14 Hall of Fame on May 3, 
1992. She was sclected as the National Association of Collegiate Women Athletic Administrators 

(NACWAA) District 6 Administrator of the Year in 1991 and received the Women’s Sports 

Advocates of Wisconsin, Inc. Lifetime Achievement Award in 1993. 

The Commissioner is a native of Burlington, Wisconsin, and graduated from UW-Eau Claire in 
1964 with a history major and physical education minor. Her Masters Degree in P.E. was earned in 
1966 at UW-Madison. 

DENNIS SEMRAU, SPORTS INFORMATION DIRECTOR 

Dennis Semrau joined the WWIAC staff in January of 1991 to assist the Commissioner with the 
dissemination of sports information. 

Semrau, a native of Madison, Wis., carned a B.A. degree in journalism from the UW-Madison 

in 1986 and a Masters degree from the UW-Madison in Educational Administration/Sports 

Administration in 1988. 

He has served as an assistant sports information director at the UW-Madison and public 
relations director for the Badger State Games. In addition to his duties with the WWIAC, he is also 

a sportswriter for The Capital Times in Madison covering high school and college athletics.

HISTORY OF THE WWIAC 

1958 - The Wisconsin Athletic and Recreation Federation of College Women was formed for 
the purpose of coordinating athletic activity among Wisconsin institutions of higher 

education. This organization followed the national model (ARFCW) in which 

governance was primarily the responsibility of student leaders. The WARFCW 
included representatives from: 

Eau Claire State College Platteville State College 

La Crosse State College Ripon College 

University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee __ River Falls State College 
Oshkosh State College University of Wisconsin- Madison 

" The WARFCW held sports days in archery, badminton, basketball, golf, gymnastics, 
tennis and volleyball. 

1966 - A motion to form a women’s athletic conference was presented, but defeated. 

1969 - Annual convention held at Carthage College, Kenosha. 

Motion to limit number of sports days per sport to one was passed. This constituted a 

state meet in each particular sport. Member institutions would be allowed to travel to 

other member schools for dual meets. 

1970 - Spring meeting held in Stevens Point. 
Directive issued by President van Steenderen that Wilson and Mullen seek information 
about the Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Organization for Women and the 
Wisconsin State University Conference (WSUC). Changes and additions were made 
to existing constitution. 

Fall 1970 WARFCW member school advisors officially agree to develop an athletic 
conference for women. 

Committee appointed to draft the constitution for the Wisconsin Women’s 
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (WWIAC) included:

1/31- 1971 Representatives vote unanimously for the WWIAC. 

3/26-27 WWIAC first governing body meeting on the Stevens Point State University 
1971 - campus. Mary Jo Mullen was appointed Chair; Dr. Patricia Collins was 

appointed Chair-Elect; Kit Saunders was appointed Secretary-Treasurer. The 12 
member institutions and their representatives were:

Fall 1971 University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee joined WWIAC to increase number of member 
to 13. 

1972 - WWIAC became affiliated member of the Midwest Association for Intercollegiate 

Athletics for Women (MAIAW). 

University of Wisconsin merged with the Wisconsin State University System. 

Fall 1973 Carroll College joined WWIAC to increase number of member schools to 14. 

Fall 1974 University of Wisconsin-Green Bay became 15th member school of the WWIAC. 

Fall 1975 Marquette University became 16th member school of the WWIAC. 

1975-76 - University of Wisconsin System allocated part-time position for coordination of 
WWIAC. 
Gail Grimm appointed Executive Secretary. 

1976-77 - Executive Secretary position expanded to full-time position on interim basis. 

Dr. Emogene A. Nelson named Executive Secretary. 

1977-78 - Council of Chancellors appointed a Council of Six (plus one to be named by private 

colleges) to serve liaison functions with WWIAC, WSUC and WCC. 

Executive Secretary title changed to Commissioner, WWIAC. 

1978-79 - Council of Six, in concert with the WWIAC, conducts national 

Search-and- Screen effort. 
Dr. Janice M. Stocker hired as Commissioner beginning August 1, 1979. 

1979-80 - Liaison was established with the independent schools of Wisconsin. 

Consolidation of Board of Officials. 

New Board: Wisconsin (NAGWS) Board of Officials located at UW-Whitewater 

under the direction of Mary Ann Riccio. 

1980-81 - New Commission: Wisconsin AIAW Commission to establish policies and pro- 
cedures for State (Qualifying) Tournaments—Lee Stephenson, Chair. 

WWIAC office to assign basketball officials for conference games. 

1981-82 - AIAW/MAIAW defunct. 
Member institutions identify with NCAA and NAIA national governing bodies. 

First Scholar-Athlete Banquet held in Madison. 

1982-83 - Restructure of WWIAC. No divisional structure for Championships. 

1983-84- Membership voted on a non-scholarship conference. 
Faculty Representatives were added to the structure. 
Marquette and Milwaukee no longer conference members. 
Added paid Supervisors of Officials for basketball and volleyball. 
Dr. Janice M. Stocker resigns as Commissioner effective August 31, 1984. 
Judy Kruckman appointed Acting Commissioner and began duties October 1, 1984. 
Position of treasurer eliminated; state account established.

1984-85 - Conference office assigns all basketball officials for 1985-86 season. 
Faculty athletic representatives give approval to major Constitution revisions which 
incorporate the most stringent national rule. 
Ethics Committee was climinated. 
Begin conference round-robin basketball schedules (home-away) for season play. 

Conference standings determine WWIAC champion. 
Judy Kruckman named Commissioner after national search-and-screen process. 

1985-86 - Oshkosh wins NAIA gymnastics title. 
The WWIAC honors 382 women athletes who were recognized in the first year of the 
Scholastic Honor Roll (3.0 grade-point-average for the 

academic year). 

1986-87- Eau Claire wins NAIA swimming and diving title. 
Stevens Point wins NCAA Division III basketball title. 
WWIAC All-Sports award created. 
Green Bay no longer a conference member. 

1987-88 - National championships won by Oshkosh in cross country (tie), La Crosse in 
gymnastics and Eau Claire in swimming and diving. 
Commissioner to schedule conference basketball games for the 1989-90 season. 
La Crosse wins first WWIAC All-Sports competition award. 
NAIA and NCAA pass tougher academic standards for athletic eligibility. 

1988-89 - Conference initiates studies of Equity and Sport Module legislation. 
Oshkosh wins NCAA Division III cross country title. 

1989-90 - Oshkosh wins NCAA Division III outdoor track and field title. 
Faculty representatives, athletic directors and championship athletes celebrate National 
Girls and Women In Sports Day with Board of Regents and Chancellors. 
Equity Studies completed by each institution. 

1990-91 - Oshkosh defends its NCAA Division III outdoor track and field title.

Each academic year, the Wisconsin Women’s Intercollegiate Athletic Conference recognizes the 
outstanding commitment of academic pursuits and accomplishments of the WWIAC’s 
student-athletes. The grade-point-averages (GPA) of all student-athletes who competed during the 

past year are compiled and submitted to the conference office. The school with the highest overall 

GPA is awarded the All-Academic trophy. The award is announced in August for the preceeding 
academic year. 

Superior won the award for the 1992-93 academic year. Superior sponsored four intercollegiate 
sports for women during the year. Of the 44 women who competed in at least one athletic contest, 
25 earned at least a 3.0 GPA. The overall cumulative GPA for Superior was a conference-high 
3.151. ; 

La Crosse, which has won the award three times, placed second with a 3.068 GPA. It was the 

fifth year in a row that the Eagles’ program posted a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better. 

Rounding out the rest of the WWIAC: River Falls finished third with a 3.052 GPA, while 

Oshkosh was fourth at 3.04. Stevens Point was fifth at 3.011, while Eau Claire was sixth at 

3.007. Platteville posted a 3.00. Stout had a 2.985 and Whitewater a 2.91. The overall GPA for 
the entire WWIAC was a sparkling 3.02.

La Crosse placed sixth at the NCAA Division III national championship meet Nov. 20 at 
Grinnell College in Grinnell, Iowa. State University of New York-Cortland sucessfully defended its 
title, finishing first with 61 points. The Eagles, who were seventh a year ago, finished with 210 
points. Stevens Point was 13th with 329 points. Oshkosh finished 18th with 420 points. 

Senior Susanne Martineu of La Crosse was the WWIAC’s top finisher, placing 33rd in 18 
minutes, 41.5 seconds. Sophomore Krista Rediske of La Crosse was 35th in 18:42.3. Other top 
50 finishers from the WWIAC included: sophomore Wendi Zak of Stevens Point, 41st in 18:45.1; 
and junior Kim Kwosek of La Crosse, 47th in 18:48.5. Oshkosh’s top finisher was sophomore 
Brenda Biskobing, who was 82nd in 19:09.3. Sophomore Steffanie Luther of Eau Claire, who 
was an individual qualifier, was 103rd in 19:25.5. 

La Crosse snapped Oshkosh’s streak of seven consecutive regional titles finishing first in the 

regional meet at Oshkosh with 57 points, while the Titans were second with 99 points. Stevens 
Point also carned a berth at the national meet, finishing with 139 points. 

Susanne Martineau of La Crosse was the WWIAC’s top runner with a second-place finish in 
the 5,000-meter race in 18:44 seconds.

POST SEASON NOTES 

For the second year in a row, the WWIAC qualified three teams — Whitewater, Oshkosh and 

Eau Claire — for the NCAA Division III postseason volleyball championship tournament. 

Eau Claire advanced to the second round of the NCAA Division III volleyball tournament 
before falling to two-time defending champion Washington University at Illinois Benedictine College 
in Lisle, Ill. The Blugolds had advanced to the second round after beating Oshkosh in five games 
in a first-round match at Oshkosh. Eau Claire came roaring back from a two-game deficit to 
eliminate the Titans in five games. 

‘WWIAC league champion Whitewater carned the league’s automatic berth in the NCAA 
tournament. But St. Norbert College sacked the Warhawks, ending their season with 3-2 win at 

Whitewater. 

Whitewater volleyball standouts Denise Cobb and Mary Jaskolski were named to the NCAA 

Division III all-America team which was selected by the American Volleyball Coaches Association. 

Oshkosh setter Jamie Ford carned AVCA second team all-America honors. Ford had earned first 
team honors in 1991 and missed the 1992 season with an injury. 

Oshkosh setter Jamie Ford and middle hitter Kim Murrin were named to the NCAA 
Division III All-Central Region first team by the American Volleyball Coaches Association. The 
duo were instrumental in helping Oshkosh record a 33-10 record and receiving its third NCAA 
Division III tournament bid in four years. 

Four other WWIAC athletes were named to the team. Eau Claire’s Michelle Arganbright

POST SEASON NOTES 

For the third year in a row, three WWIAC schools earned bids to the NCAA Division III 

tournament. Oshkosh earned the WWIAC’s automatic bid as league champion, while Stout and 

Eau Claire carned at-large bids to the 40-team field. 

Both Oshkosh and Eau Claire advanced to the final 16. The Titans, the No. 1 seed in the 

Great Lakes Region, downed Alma (Mich.) 63-59 in regional play. Eau Claire silenced Stout 

87-76. Oshkosh then knocked off Bethel College and Eau Claire eliminated the College of St. 
Benedict (Minn.), setting up an all-WWIAC Great Lakes Sectional final. Eau Claire sank Oshkosh 

69-57 to advance to the national semifinals. 

But Eau Claire’s title aspirations were dashed when Washington University of St. Louis sank 
the Blugolds 86-82 in overtime in the semifinals. Eau Claire bounced back to crush Wheaton of 
Massachusetts 107-71 in the consolation game. Chris Boos carned all-tournament honors for 
Eau Claire, finishing with 38 points, 24 rebounds, three steals and two assists in two games. 

The WWIAC placed four players on the the 1994 Division III Kodak All-America all-region 
team — Natalie DeMichei and Amy Wing of Oshkosh, Lisa Grudzinski of Stevens Point and 
Cindy Hovet of Stout. Oshkosh coach Kathi Bennett was named the WBCA 1994 Converse 
Division III District 6 Coach of the Year. 

In the final NCAA Division III statistical rankings, River Falls was sixth in free shooting 
percentage (72.7 percent). Oshkosh placed eighth in scoring defense (52.5 points per game). 
Eau Claire was cighth in scoring offense (81.6 ppg). Stout was 10th in 3-point field goals per 
game (5.2) and 10th in scoring offense (80.7 ppg). 

Individually, Rita Hurtgen of River Falls was 12th in field goal shooting percentage (57.7) 
and 31st in scoring (20.4 points per game). Cindy Hovet of Stout was fifth in 3-point field goals 
made per game (3.2). Whitewater’s Jody Landish was seventh in free throw shooting percentage 

(85.8).

POST SEASON NOTES 

Eau Claire led all WWIAC schools with a 12th-place finish at the NCAA Division III 
Swimming and Diving Championships March 10-13 at Williams College in Williamstown, Mass. 
Kenyon College (Ohio) won its 11th consecutive team championship with 595.5 points. Competing 
in their first NCAA Division III swimming championship meet, the Blugolds finished with 102 
points. Also competing for the WWIAC at the meet were 
La Crosse, which tied for 26th with 24 points, and Stevens Point, which tied for 44th with three 
points. 

The top cight finishers at the meet earned all-American honors, while the No. 9 through No. 16 
finishers earned honorable mention honors. 

Four Eau Claire swimmers and one diver earned all-America status. Sophomore diver Sara 

Mulatz was named an all-American for the Blugolds after finishing second in the 1-meter diving and 
fifth in the 3-meter diving. Eau Claire’s 200 freestyle relay was seventh and its 400 freestyle relay 
was cighth. Sara Shimanski, Suzette Cornish, Maureen Kearney, Kristin Forte swam both of 

the relays for Eau Claire. 

Eau Claire kept its streak of dominance at the WWIAC Swimming and Diving Championships 
intact, winning its 15th consecutive league championship with a commanding 711-511 victory over 
second-place La Crosse. La Crosse is the last team other than Eau Claire to earn the league 
swimming and diving championship when the Eagles earned back-to-back titles in 1978 and 1979.

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POST SEASON NOTES 

Oshkosh claimed its first indoor track and field national title when the host Titans finished first 
at the 11th annual NCAA Division III national championships March 11 and 12 at the Kolf Sports 

Center. Oshkosh finished with 41 points, while La Crosse was fifth with 19 points. Rounding out 
the rest of the WWIAC: Stevens Point was cighth with 12 points; Whitewater tied for ninth with 
10 points; and Eau Claire was 18th with 6 1/3 points. 

Melissa Mueller of Oshkosh won the national title in the high jump and tied for the national 
championship in the 55-meter hurdles. Mueller also earned all-American honors in the long jump 
with a sixth-place finish. Jessie Bushman of Stevens Point won the 800-meter run and ran a leg on 
the Pointers’ 4x400-meter relay which placed fifth. Tricia Haralson of Oshkosh won the national 
shot put title, while Whitewater sprinter Karla Eggerson won the 55-meter dash title.

POST SEASON NOTES 

Oshkosh continued its tradition of top-notch competition on the national level when the Titans 
finished second at the 13th annual NCAA Division III outdoor track and field championship meet 
May 25-28 at North Central College in Naperville, Ill. The Titans, who won back-to-back outdoor 

titles in 1990 and 1991, recorded their seventh consecutive top-seven finish. 

Christopher Newport University (Va.) won the championship with 73 points, while Oshkosh 
was second with 53. La Crosse was sixth with 34 points. Rounding out the rest of the WWIAC: 
Eau Claire was 13th with 19.5 points, Stout tied for 17th with 14 points, Whitewater tied for 23rd 
with 10 points and Stevens Point tied for 52nd with two points. 

Eau Claire junior Lisa Marshall was the only WWIAC athlete to win an individual national 
title, claiming the discus championship with a throw of 46.08 meters (151 feet, 2 inches). 

But Oshkosh led the way with nine individuals earning all-American honors in nine different 
events. Senior Mel Mueller was second in the high jump and fourth in the 100-meter high hurdles. 
Mueller was named the United States Track Coaches Association Women’s Athlete of the Year, 

while Titans’ coach Deb Vercauteren was named the association's Women’s Coach of the Year.
