To those wishing to learn who the occupants of any 
particular building are, we respectfully refer them to the 
Patent Numerical Directory comprising the last ten pages 
of this work, the arrangement of which is most simple, i.e., 
all streets are in alphabetical order, the house numbers are

name or names of occupants of buildings are to be found.

STREETS. 

STREET NUMBERS. 

Every space of twenty-two lineal feet frontage of lots 
or parts of lots on any street in the city of Madison should 

‘ be numbered with a separate number and known thereby 
as follows: The numbers on all streets running northeast 
and southwest commence on Monona or Wisconsin ave- 
nues; and all streets running northwest and southeast 
commence at Washington avenue, in case said streets in- 
tersect said avenue, and such numbers run continuously 
from those avenues, one hundred numbers being assigned 

: to the length of the block, so that the first number on the 
first block should be number one, the second block one 
hundred and one, and so on; the odd number should be on 
the southerly and easterly sides of the street, and the even 

| numbers on the opposite side. All streets intersecting 
| Washington avenue are known as North —— Street in
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that part which lies northerly of said avenue; and South 
__—— Street in that part which lies southerly of said 
avenue; and all streets which intersect Wisconsin and 
Monona avenues are known as West ——— Street, in that 

part lying westerly of said avenues, and East ——— 

Street, in that part lying easterly of said avenues. Blocks 

upon streets running in directions which do not intersect 

said avenues should bear like numbers with the blocks 
upon streets which do intersect at like distances from 
those avenues, so far as practicable. It is the duty of 

each owner and occupant of any building or tenement 

fronting upon any street in the city of Madison to securely 
attach or apply to the front of such building or tenement, 

in a conspicuous position, and not higher than the first or 
ground story of said building, so that the same can be 
plainly seen from the street, the proper number of such 
building or tenement, as inscribed upon the map _pre- 
pared by the city engineer, and on file in the office of the 
city clerk, in figures not less than two and one-half inches 
in height. 

CITY ORDINANCE. CHAPTER 18, SECTION 4. 

PENALTY FOR NEGLECTING TO NUMBER PREMISES, 

If the owner or occupant of any building or tenement, a 
required by this ordinance to be numbered, shall neglect 
for said period of twenty days to duly attach and main- 
tain the proper numbers to such building or tenement, 
the superintendent of streets shall serve on him a notice 
requiring such owner or occupant to properly number the 
same, and if he neglect to do so for ten days after the 
service of such notice, he shall be deemed guilty of a mis- 
demeanor, and upon conviction shall be fined not less than 
five nor more than ten dollars, with costs of prosecution;
