In 1919 the farmers of Dane County cast their lot
with Oscar Mayer & Co. when they voted to sell the
Farmers Co-operative Pack'ng Company plant to Oscar
Mayer.

Dane County farmers wanted a Company that
would do an efficient job of processing livestock into
saleable meats and meat products. For they knew, that
only through efficient processing by the packer is the
farmer assured of consistently higher prices for his cattle
and hogs.
