In preparation for
this annual meeting Lavinia Russ, Juvenile
Editor of Publisher’s Weekly, prepared a
booklist of “99 Perfect Presents for Children:
Titles for Juvenile Section Bookshelves,” de-
signed to encourage more book stores to
stock good books for children. The books
displayed by CBC were selected by publishers
from recently published titles believed to be
candidates for the first revision of Mrs. Russ’s
list. Both Mrs. Russ’s list and the “candidate
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list” are available for a stamped (12¢), self-
addressed, # 10 envelope sent to the Council
(175 Fifth Ave., NYC 10010).

Mrs. Russ acted as the moderator of a chil-
dren’s book panel at the ABA Convention.
Participating booksellers were Marion Bell,
Scribner’s Book Store, NYC; Mrs. Brugge-
man; Blanche Campbell, Campbell’s Book
Store, Los Angeles; Elizabeth Young, New
Canaan, Conn. Book Shop; and Lee Weber,
Doubleday Book Shops. Arrangements were
made by the Council’s Bookseller Action
Group—Susan Hirschman (Macmillan),
William Morris (Harper) and Sophie Silber-
berg (Rand McNally).

SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT

Our attention was caught by the handsome,
flamingo-sporting, orange and yellow book-
list, so we asked May H. Edmonds, Coordi-
nator of work with Children and Young Peo-
ple at the Miami Public Library, if she would
be willing to share her experience in preparing
a regional book list.

AFTER PONCE DE LEON—
WHAT?

One of the most popular booklists
we have is “Florida in Books for
Boys and Girls.”

In South Florida, where there are
few natives and the environment can
be quite different from “back home,”
people are especially eager to know
more about the region and its local
history. However, I realize that one
of the most insistent social studies
requests everywhere in school and
public libraries is for local material.

The first Florida list I worked on
was for a Miami meeting of the
National Council of Teachers of

English. A regional list had been done by its
local committee in Philadelphia the year be-
fore, so the idea was not original.

Based on our experience with the Joint
Book Selection Committee of the Miami Public
Library and Dade County School Libraries,
which does a current list twice a year, a Florida
list committee was organized with school
librarians as reviewers and the public library

taking editing responsibility. Four years later
when the National Education Association met
in Miami Beach, the same committee revised
the list and it was reprinted.

Both times the design and printing Were
done as a public service by an educational pub-
lisher, who made available copies to meet the
needs of our public libraries and schools, as
well as the main distribution at two national
and two state meetings. A similar printing
arrangement, including the design
consultation which we appreciated
very much, might be worked out
with a community-conscious business
firm or at little cost with a school
vocational training department. The
end product was a 4 x 9% inch
booklet of 6 pages, plus the decorated
front and back covers.

The annotated list’s section of
Florida facts was divided into books
for older readers (grade 7 & up)
and those for younger readers. The
former included the appropriate adult
books since we duplicated them in
children’s collections. Florida fiction
has the note, “Selected from the
many stories set in Florida, these are
a few tha: have details of history, a way of
life, or that reveal a feeling for place that is
typically Florida.” Additional sections are
“Topics of Florida Interest,” which includes
such subjects as reptiles, sea shells, hurricanes,
etc., and “Men Who Left Their Mark.”

Twice recently the Joint Committee has
given permission for use of a selection of
Florida material culled from its current lists.
