NOTES.

CANNOT SUPPLY LOOSE LABELS

1.—We are quite often requested by our customers
to supply loose labels for replacing those soiled or

drugs being carefully gathered, in compliance with our specific
instructions, only at that season of the year when in the opinion
of the best authorities they have reached their highest state of
perfection ; they are skillfully garbled, forwarded to us at once,
and immediately converted into the various Fluid Extracts.
As the therapeutic effect of most of these active drugsis, in a
measure, ascribable to some definite active principle, susceptible
of isolation, as an additional safeguard and as enabling us
to attain that high standard which we always have in mind, we
have further adopted a thorough system of preliminary assay.

Our process of manufacture involves the principles of pro-
i longed maceration and re-percolation, although we do mnot
confine ourselves exclusively to the application of these princi-

ESSAY

A Reliable and Harmless way to Diminish and
Cure Over-Fatness.*

BY WILLIAM T. CATHELL A.M., M.D., OF BALTIMORE,

READ AT THE NINETY-NINTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE MEDICAL AND CHIRURGICAL FACULTY
OF THE STATE OF MARYLAND.]

MR. CHAIRMAN AND GENTLEMEN :

Before all else, 1 shall state that I have neither medicine to sell, secret to
extol, nor scheme to make money out of the public, as ** Eureka titles like this are
apt to suggest, but, agreeing that every addition to true knowledge is an addition to
human power, I intend to lay before you to-day the results of nearly five years’
observation, upon a reliable and harmless way to remove over-fatness and the
evils it creates.

That you may have a clearer conception of what is to follow, I shall first remind
you that, by the natural law of proportion, fat should constitute about the one-
fifteenth or one-twentieth of one’s weight, and that a person’s heft may vary ten or
fifteen pounds either way, from the standard of weight to height, without its being
significant of either discomfort or disease ; also, that a certain quantity of fat is a
blessing, as it not only improves personal appearance, but is necessary to protect
the various organs and to maintain their temperature ; and also, to serve as nutri-
tion in time of need. For these purposes it is stored in cells in various parts of the
body, but more plentifully in some regions than in others.

If any one has a much less proportion than one-twentieth: leanness, lankiness,
or emaciation is observable ; a very much greater proportion than say one-ninth
or one-sixth, constitutes corpulence, obesity or over-fatness, and although stoutness,
to a moderate degree, is considered an element of good health and indicative of
the successful working of one’s physiology, yet, fatness alone is a very poor criterion
of health, but, on the contrary, it is an element that possesses the power for serious
mischief, because a very great amount of fat necessarily creates heaviness, impedes
respiration, circulation, locomotion, digestion and other vital functions, to such a
degree that the person who carries such a load of bulky ballast is mere burdened
than blessed.

In very fat persons, all the celluloadipose structures are filled to distension,
more noticeably about the subcutaneous tissues, the breast and the abdominal walls;
also, in the omentum and mesentery ; on the surface of the heart, and about the
kidneys ; and if this morbid accumulation grows to be excessive, these all become
buried in fat, which mechanically interferes with both function and nutrition.

According to my observations, there are four common causes of over-fatness:
Congenitally small lungs with defective oxygenating capacity.
Eating excessively of all kinds of food.
Want of lung-expanding exercise.
Alcoholics to excess.

There are numerous well known agents that more or less effectnally reduce
surplus fat, and also counteract its return. Among these, Iodine, Bromine, Mercury,
Lead, Arsenic, Liquor Potassium, Lemon Juice, Sour Wines, Vinegar, purgatives,
sweating, semi-starving, baths of various kinds, smoking and chewing, fish diet,
Bladder Wrack, Phytolacca, Gulf Weed, and various quack nostrums, each have
more or less reputation for diminishing weight.

Some of these, when taken sparingly or for a brief while, have a proper place
and a useful power, but unfortunately, when used in quantities snfficiently strong,
and long enough continued, to destroy any considerable amount of fatty tissue,
they likewise injure other structures ; therefore, are necessarily dangerous to health.
Besides, they all act either by saponifying the fat or by producing numerical
cell-atrophy, either of which exerts powerful influence on the lymphatic and
absorbent systems, not only cause re-absorption and destruction of olein, stearin,
margarin, protoplasm, nuclei, and other physiological constituents of the fat-cells,
but go further, and annihilate myriads of cell-membranes, red blood globules, and
other normal and essential elements of the economy; and as these perish, all
histologists know, vitality is reduced and health is impaired.

Tt is also well known that, while affecting the fat, many of these articles also
act as slow poisons, and damage or ruin the alimentary mucous membranes and
the functions of digestion, and thus cause mal-assimilation and mal-nutrition, with
repugnance to food. These, therefore, are all doubly injurious; and if used too
heroically, or continued beyond a certain period, anemia, general debility, maras-
mus, consumption, or other fatal affections may be induced.

None but an idiot, however fat, wishes to endanger his health by unwise efforts
to reduce it, and many over-weighted persons, anxious to throw off their fleshy
burden, and aware of the danger of using anti-fat drugs, determinately avoid them,
and resort to pedestrianism, bicycling, gymnastics, rowing, massage, electricity,
restricted sleep, thyroid extract, skimmed milk and other popular means; while
a few begin a regular dietary system: Banting’s, Ortel’s, Ebstein’s, Bruen’s, or
other’s, which all aim to limit the supply of elements that form fat, and to increase
its re-absorption ; and I am glad to say, to the honor of their founders, that every
dietary system with which I am acquainted seems to be based on rational principles.

But, ball-and-chain rules, and iron-clad regulations requiring daily discomfort,
long suffering, semi-starvation, abstemious dieting, etc., no difference by whom
recommended, are rarely persevered with to a successful degree, by persons with
simple over-fatness, and we rarely meet anyone wreathed in fat, who has not begun
on one or another, or several different plans, and after awhile become either
careless or disgusted, and——quit.

Neither with cases of enormous obesity, nor with celebrities of fabulous
proportions, nor with over-fat invalids or semi-invalids have I had any special
experience but, if any healthy person, whether male or female, weighing less
than 3oo pounds, with simple uncomplicated over-fatness, wishing to make a
fair, honest and faithful trial of my plan to diminish over-fatness, will begin and
drink a large glass of Kissingen Water, kept at all drug-store and other soda water
fountains, twenty or thirty minutes after each of the three daily meals, one day,
and a similar glass of Vichy Water, after each of the three daily meals the next




day, and persistently continue to take them thus, week after week, he will begin
and gradually lose fat, until he comes down to medium weight and stoutness, and
be correspondingly relieved of the discomforts and the dangers of obesity ; after
which their use should be discontinued.

The natural Kissingen and Vichy waters, when fresh, answer our purpose
equally well, but I have learned to prefer the Artificial Compound made by the
chemist’s ingenuity to imitate the natural waters when the springs (Rakoczy and
Grande Grille) are at their best, because, to be successful, both waters should be
used while still fresh, and as the natural waters are brought from afar, by the cargo
and carload, there is danger of their becoming so stale and altered before use as to
be wholly unreliable, and in actual practice I have found the artificial waters, made
from the Kissingen and Vichy powders by mineral water men everywhere, to be
equally or even more definite in quality than the natural waters, therefore more
certain in their action on fat.

Kissingen and Vichy are both cheap waters, and may be taken at the counter
or procured by the dozen in citrate of magnesia or ginger ale bottles, or in syphons,
or even in five or six gallon tanks to use at home.

Kissingen and Vichy Salts, taken in ordinary water are said to reduce fatness,
but in a lesser degree, owing probably to the absence of carbonic and other gases;
with them, given this way I have had no experience.*

It is useless to take either Kissingen or Vichy alone, as they act only when
both are taken, and taken alternately. The temperature at which they are used
is immaterial.

While using the Kissingen and Vichy, the person should as a necessary guide,
keep tally on his girth and weight; by taking his measures, and by carefully weigh-
ing his body in the same clothes, andvon the same accurate scales, every two or
three weeks, and if he has lost more than a couple of pounds for each week, take
a smaller glass of each, at every drink, and if he has lost less than a couple of
pounds for each week, squeeze a few fteaspoonfuls of lemon juice into each glass
of the Kissingen, lo increase its acidity, and also add one teaspoonful of the
Aromatic Spirits of Ammonia to each glass of the Vichy, to increase its alkalinity.
He can further aid them by using acidulous food and drinks on the Kissingen days,
avoiding them with the Vichy.

He should also lend assistance to the action of the waters, not by a too
restricted diet, which is not good even for the obese, but by using starches, sugars,
fats, alcoholics and all other fat-forming food, but sparingly ; avoid over-eating, and
use neither food noralcoholics except at the regular meals ; also take early and light
suppers, so that from that time until breakfast, the longest of the three intervals
between meals, there may be but little pabulum for fattening, and favorable con-
ditions for reduction ; and especially that there may be complete emptiness of the
stomach during sleep, so that nature may then utilize some of his surplus fat as fuel
for the ceaseless wear and tear. He should also take moderate out-door exercise,
on foot or wheel, or in any other way that will increase and deepen his respiration
and promote tissue oxidation.

After drinking these waters and following these rules for awhile, he will find
that he is losing part of his girth and a couple of pounds of avoirdupois every
week, and that the loss consists entirely of useless fat; and that his appearance,
activity and feelings will all be improved—just as if there exists some natural
antagonism between these waters, taken thus, and adipose tissue ; more especially
that located in the great fat-centres already mentioned.

#3ince the above paragraph was written, I have been furnished with abundant proof that
Kissingen and Vichy Salts, both plain and effervescing, do act efficientiy.




Now, while it is extremely difficult to search out the ultimate of anything
in physiology—for instance, why opium relieves pain, and colchicum benefits gout—
yet, after studying this subject thoughtfully, I am quite sure there exists either a
specific physiological action or some definite chemical affinity between Kissingen
and Vichy, taken by this rule, and abnorma..y-fat human tissues, that resultsina
lessening of the fat, with neither purging nor sweating, or injury to brain, blood,
muscle or general health ; but how, or why, I cannot yet explain.

They may reduce adipose and prevent further infiltration or storage, in either
of several ways: One is, by merely inhibiting or controlling the disproportionate
activity of fat-cell nutrition ; thus placing less fatty pabulum and more blood, brain,
muscle, nerve and gland elements, at the disposal of the absorbents, while the
fatty tissue and oily material of the body, being the most lowly organized, are
naturally the first to be removed by the corrected physiological processes.

Or, we may find that they act as alteratives, and restore equilibrium to the
nutritive processes, by destroying or neutralizing some morbific fat-forming agency,
occult derangement of digestion, or perversion of assimilation, that have been
causing diminished oxidation, and a consequent accumulation of fat.

Again, when we study their analysis, and consider the complexness of the
potent medicinal ingredients that lie hidden in each glass of these waters, another
rational hypothesis arises: Kissingen being an acidulous saline, and Vicky an
alkaline, and both containing salts of calcium, magnesium, potassium, sodinm
and other minerals, in decided and definite quantities, united with carbonic acid
and other gases, it seems logical to suppose, that when alfernately mingled with
the food-pulp or chyme in the stomach and intestines, day after day, their special
combination of ingredients, brings about reduction by some chemico-physiological
readjustment of the alkalinity and acidity of the blood and the visceral fluids, or
possibly, of both humors and solids ; and that this readjustment, makes the fat-
yielding pabulum less plentiful and less rich, therefore, less fayorable for fat-crea-
tion, and metabolically explains why increase of fatness ceases, and why reabsorp-
tion of the surplus contents of the fat-cells begins, and also, why this physiological
reduction and reconstruction results, all uniting to prove that Kissingen and Vichy,
taken by this plan, are a reliable combination for preventing increase and reducing
surplus fat to the normal proportion of one to fifteen or twenty.

But, whatever their exact mode of action may be, there certainly exists some
natural and well marked antagonism between these two waters taken thus, and
adipose material, that tends to restore a normal balance between the quantity of it
and of other tissues. This has been proven again and again. In some cases, how-
ever, the direct and immediate effect of Kissingen and Vichy is more perceptible
than in others, because some types of fatness reduce more easily and more rapidly
than others. The more firm and solid the flesh, and the longer one has been fat,
the more slowly it yields. Such a one, if quite fat and belonging to a constitution-
ally fat family, with proportionately small lungs, might require a persistence with
Kissingen and Vichy methodically for six months or even longer, unless the
ammonia and lemon juice are added regularly. Ungovernable appetite, failure to
exercise, tippling, etc., may also retard or prevent success.

nermal, proving that this method does not cause either pathological diminution
or morbid shriveling from inanition or loss of strength; or constipation with
cachexy, from impaired digestion, as the various *‘ Anti-fat ”” blood depuratives and
glandular eliminatives are notoriously apt to do.

To properly appreciate this fact it must be remembered that a person in normal
flesh has as much blood, and usually better blood, than a similar person whose
weight has been ever so much increased by fat, and that Kissingen and Vichy act
on the fat and not on either the blood, the glands or the bowels,

My attention was first called to the peculiar power of this combination over
fat fully five years ago, in this way : Mr. McK—, a hearty looking, middle-aged
gentleman, who was consulting me for an unimportant affection of the throat,
informed me that in addition to this, he had lost about thirty pounds of flesh within
the last half year, without sickness, loss of appetite or any other apparent reason,
and that he was mystified and unable to discover the cause.

On inquiry I gleaned nothing important, except that for several months he
had been following the habit of drinking Artificial Kissingen and Vichy Waters
daily, under the belief, that being called for so often by soda water patrons, they
must be good for one’s health.

His throat being better, he soon passed from my care, with his loss-of-weight
mystery unsolved.

The following year, Mr. J. H. H.—, a young man of thin visage and notable
leanness in general, asked me the cause of his losing nearly nine pounds in weight.
Among other things, I learned that for a year or more he and a companion had
been daily visitors to a near-by soda water fountain, and tiring of the various syrups,
they had changed, five or six months before, to Kissingen and Vichy, and that
shortly thereafter they both noticed that they were getting thinner and thinner.

Remembering Mr. McK—'s decrease, and putting this case and that together,
I told him of the resemblance, and caused him to discontinue Kissingen and Vichy
immediately. Emaciation shortly ceased, and under tissue-building tonies he
gradually regained what had been abstracted from his scanty stock of fat.

Feeling quite sure that I now had a clue to the mystery, I sought out Mr. McK—
to tell him, but suspecting the waters himself, he had long since quit them, and
his loss of weight had ceased, making him quite sure as to the cause.

A few months after this, friend, McK—, called at my office with a young
Canadian, Mr. W. D. W—, a bar-tender, whom he had incidentally met, and wished
me also to see. His weight, under the liberal use of Kissingen and Vichy, had
fallen, during the past summer and fall, from 223 to 180 pounds. He explained to
me that, being a bar-tender, he was kept in constant contact with liquor drinking,
and, being pledged against all intoxicants, yet, not wishing to offend customers,
he would take a dozen or more small shell glasses of either Kissingen or Vichy
daily, drinking whichever they had most of in stock.

He further informed me that his decrease in weight, and a striking rejuven-
escence in his appearance, activity and feelings, began shortly after commencing
this habit. His lessening in weight had also ceased promptly after Mr. McK— had
caused him to quit them.

This was more than three years ago. His size still remains at comfortable
stoutness, and his weight keeps below 200 pounds.

Anxious to utilize this discovery and determined to neglect nothing in pursuit
of the truth, Kissingen and Vichy have since been experimented with by me, and
by others, on different fat-laden persons at various hours and in varying quantities,




and as the result, I would recommend their use in the quantities and at the hours
already mentioned, since these, in my opinion, constitute the most effective
time and quantity.

At a recent interview Mr. W. D, W—, the bar-tender, told me that constantly
fearing his superabundant fat may again force him above ordinary stoutness, he has
adopted the habit of drinking a few glasses of Kissingen and Vichy daily, for ten
or fifteen days, several times a year.

Governed by this and other cases, I would advise those with the smaller degree
of over-fatness, who wish to effect a slight and gradunal reduction of size ; and also,
those merely seeking to reduce unsightly chin, facial, bust, hip or abdominal fat,
or to keep their general bulk down to the natural, to drink Kissingen and Vichy
now and then, instead of adhering rigidly to the regular system.

When the excess is chiefly below the waist, causing what is called .‘large
stomach,’” wearing a snug abdominal supporter or a moderately tight abdominal
binder, while pursuing the method, makes the fat disappear much more promptly
from this locality, and also braces up the reduced form as absorption progresses.

My father, Dr. D. W. Cathell, has recently at my request, tested this method
on nearly a dozen cases of over-fatness with favorable results, and I hold in my
hand now, the records of eleven cases, seven males and four females, who have
used Kissingen and Vichy, more or less methodically, with the following positive
results: A fat grocer, reduced from 310% to 289 pounds in eleven weeks; bar-
keeper, reduced from 223 to 180 pounds in nineteen weeks ; a lawyer, reduced from
191 to 173 pounds in fourteen weeks ; young real estate agent, from 173 to 151 pounds
in twelve weeks ; clergyman reduced 16 pounds in nine weeks ; lady, aged 28 years,
from 286} to 264 pounds in thirteen weeks ; stout actress, from 173 to 166 pounds
in seven weeks; young English lady, from 149 to 142 pounds in five weeks;
conductor on steam cars, from 183 to 174 pounds in six weeks ; lady, aged 41, from
173} to 160}4 pounds in eleven wecks, and that of a well-known physician, who
was reduced by an irregular use of Kissingen and Vichy from 211 to 196% pounds
in nine weeks.*

Fortified by such observations, I do not hesitate to assert, that the leavy laden,
who are suffering with the fat-forming diathesis, and wish to reduce their surplus
to healthy limits, and to regulate its further formation, can do so by avoiding over-
eating, limiting the use of sugary and starchy articles, fatty and oily food and the
alcoholics, and using Kissingen and Vichy Waters by the rules already mentioned.

Based on equally clear proof, I am also equally convinced that the lean, the
puny, the slim, the pale and the flabby ; those with weak hearts, irregular circula-
tion poor vitality or limited health; together with all that numerous class of
feather-weights whose percentage of fatty tissue is so scanty that they should
either try to increase the number and fulness of their fat-cells else let them remain
as they are, should seek good, nutritious food, fresh air and moderate exercise, and
avoid mineral waters in general, and Kissingen and Vichy in particular,

My sole object, Mr. Chairman, in bringing before you a subject so far separated
as this from the specialty to which I limit my practice—The Nose and Throat—is,
that having observed what I believe to be a valuable therapeutic fact, I feel it to be
my duty to lay it before the profession.

In such
cases, the iron and manganese ingested is deposited along the initestinal tract,
where it remains unchanged and inert until carried outin the feeces: ‘and the minute
«quantities that may, under favorable circumstances, enter the Blood current after a
long and tedious process of giving accumulating doses (Hamburger, Corres-
pondenz-Bl. f. Schw. Aerzte, No. 13, 1893), are apt to do so at the expense of fhe
health. In other more happily constituted individuals, inerganic compoundsbf
iron and manganese have done good by increasing the appetite, and, secondardly,
by causing a larger assimilation of food-stuffs. But the improvement accomplishisd
in this way is merely temporary, for the amount of hzemoglobin in the blood2fhe .
final test of the efficacy of iron preparations—is not materially augmented, Ha# is.
an increase in this respect, constant (Nothnagel, v. Ziemssen, Gelthors, in 'Fhiey.
Monatskefte, May, 1897). Indeed, so small is the quantity of iron and) manghtieie
ordinarily absorbed from inorganic compounds, that Brown-Séguard zmd-‘Bui']j;:e
were led to entertain extreme views of the uselessness of these remedieslO ! The
latter, wishing to provide the profession with a compound eff iron that eouldsHe,
readily absorbed, prepared after many trials, an albuminate which —‘hé’iéélged:




Heematogen, and which, in a celebrated address he asserted to be superior te the
iron compounds found in the yolk of egg, in vegetables and other natural products
(23 Congress fir inneve Medicin zu Minchen, April, 1895).

From the albuminate of iron to the present peptonized albuminates of iron and
manganese is a step that has been taken after a long series of experiments and
clinical observations. By associating the albuminates with peptones a very
ingenious and effective combination is reached. For the albuminates, in their
crude state, are liable to changes that rob them of their efficacy and their agreeable
qualities. They become inert, unpleasant to the taste and of a thick jelly-like
consistency, difficult of digestion. Hence the peptonization and aromatization of
this preparation, contributes not only to its value and permanence as a remedy,
but, by rendering it of neutral character and pleasant taste, prevents itfrom injuring
the teeth, upsetting the stomach, and from undergoing any decomposition. As
regards the digestibility of this preparation, we believe that its aromatic properties
and, above all, the presence of peptone in it,—must makeit tolerable and agreeable
to the most susceptible stomach. The value of peptone here may be summarized
from the latest scientific researches, shortly, as follows :

(1) By association with peptone, the albuminates of iron and manganese
become ‘“digested,’”” or, in other words, much of the labor of the stomach and
pancreas in this respect is saved.

(2) Peptone is a body that is not provided abundantly by the stomach, even in
health ; and hence, its artificial administration is, for weak digestion a desideratumn.

(3) Itisa necessary adjunct of pancreatic digestion.

(4), It is easily absorbed.

(5) It increases peristaltic action.

(6) Given artificially to animals, its effect is to increase body weight (Cakz,
Berliner kl. Wochenschr. No. 25, 1893).

Because peptone, under the most favorable conditions, is not produced in the
course of digestion except in minute quantities barely sufficient for the economy,
its artificial administration, under conditions that cannot be called favorable, is a
matter of simple adjustment of the materials necessary to active digestion.
According to Chittenden and Kiihne peptone is not detected in the contents of the
stomach until the last stage of digestion has been reached ; and even then, it occurs
in small amount, about as 2: 3, in comparison to the amount of the other products
of digestion (Hyg. and Dicletic Gaz., 1893, p. 125). In the course of pancreatic
digestion, peptone assumes its most important functions. At this stage of digestion
it acts in a stimulating manner (Ca/#n). In the small intestine, the union of iron
and peptone—the “ peptonate ”’ of iron—is absorbed very readily, a fact that has
been determined with considerable definiteness by Macallum (fournal of Phys.,
vol. xvi, 1894). He administered the peptonate of iron to animals and studied its
absorption in the intestine by micro-chemical methods. Iron in its various forms
.is chiefly absorbed in the villi of the intestinal wall, whence it is carried by the
1lgucocytes through the epithelial layer into the blood. In the villi its presence may
Jpe detected by treating portions of the intestinal tissue with ammonium sulphide
pbwhich yields a greenish blue reaction, plainly to be seen under the microscope).
oFested in this way, peptonate of iron gives a very dense reaction, and, as Macallum
2pays, ‘‘when administered to guinea pigs, seems to stimulate the lencocytes to
jgyade the epithelial lay of the intestinal villi (p. 295). Although there havenotas
o¥&tdeen published any studies of the absorption of the peptonate of manganese,
sifegomes probable from the above evidence that it is taken up in the same manner
sagriron by the intestinal villi. These results have been confirmed by Quincke, who
Shapssewm besides that iron in small quantities may be found in the liver, spleen
ek kidaeyiin,




Enough has been said to show that the absorption of Iron and Manganese must
be materially aided by uniting them, as has been done in this preparation, with
Peptone. Apart, however, from these considerations, Peptone has a variety of
effects that are peculiar to itself in its isolated state. As its nature and attributes
are somewhat vaguely understood, even by scientific men, it may be of use to
describe it exactly. Itisthusdefined by Hammarsten: ““As Peptone itis customary
to designate the final products of the disintegration of albuminous bodies by proteo-
lytic enzymes, in so far as these final products maintain their character as true forms
of albumin** (Physiologische Chemie, Wiesbaden, 1895, p. 29). To distinguish
Peptone from other albuminoid bodies, a simple test has been invented by Kuhne
and Chittenden. According to this test Peptone is soluble in ammeonium sulphide,
whereas other forms of albumin are not (#4id, p. 30). Such being the nature
of Peptone, it becomes clear that it is an important agent in the assimilation of
albumin (Ca/n). In fact, Peptone is the medium through which a large portion
of the albumin consumed with the food enters the system. Hence, according to
Cahn, Peptone is indicated in dyspeptic conditions where the quantity of albumin
produced in digestion is deficient. As'it increases peristaltic action, it is of value in
constipation; and in the present combination its effect on the bowels is particularly
useful as a means of overcoming the astringency of iron. But of all its uses, the
most valuable, according to Cahn, are displayed in ‘‘ combating those symptoms
and phenomena that occur in the digestive system subsequent to anaemia and
chlorosis, as well as in the course of many chronic febrile diseases, and during the
stage of convalescence therefrom”’ (supra, p. 606).

It is evident from the foregoing ohservations that the combination of Peptone
with Iron and Manganese has many natural and artificial advantages. That Iron
and Manganese should be associated together in any preparation especially designed
to increase the amount of haemoglobin, of red blood globules, is a necessary conclu-
sion from the physiological fact that both these elements are always found combined
in the haemoglobin of the red blood corpuscle to the normal construction of which
they are indispensable (Ascher, Allg. Med. Centra-Zig., Oct. 16, 188g). As a
means of raising the quantity of haemoglobin when diminished in disease, the salts
of manganese are deemed by many more powerful than those of iron, for they give
up their oxygen more freely than iron salts (Loomis, New York Med. Rec., June 3,
1893). Manganese has been used in medicine since 1838, when Kugler employed it
for the first time in scrofula. He had noticed that the workmen who handled man-
ganese salts in chlorine bleaching establishments enjoyed immunity from affections
of the skin, joints and bones. In 1844 Hannon demonstrated that in scrofula there
was a diminution of manganese in the blood, and to an even greater degree in
anaemia and chlorosis. Theseresults, it is needless to say, have been fully confirmed.
It is believed, also, by many authorities, that in anaemia manganese is diminished
in quantity proportionately more than iron (ZLoomis). This proportion, however,
is by other observers thought to be variable; in some cases of anaemia more iron,
in others more manganese, being wanting. Anaemia, therefore, may result when
either iron alone or manganese alone are abnormally diminished, or, as happens
in some cases, when both together are lacking in the requisite amount (Hannon).

In anaemia and chlorosis the combination of iron and manganese was first
employed by Petrequin in 1852. More recently a combination of the albuminates
peptonized has been recommended in the highest terms by Professor Ruehle, of
Bonn, for anaemia, chlorosis, phthisisand other conditions of debility. Dr. Ascher
(supra) says: 1 have employed it in eighty cases with extraordinary results.”
Similar encomiums have been passed upon it by Heitzmann (Allg. Wiener Med.
Ztg., No. 36, 1892), Perekhan (Chicago Med. Rec., May, 1896), Schurmayer (Deuische
Med, Wockenschr., No. 42, 1895), Woodruff (Am. Therapeutist, p. 258, 1896),




Williams (Boston Med. and Surg. Journ., June 25, 1896), Gellhorn ( Ther. Monals-
hefte, 1897), and by others. All these authorities pronounce a preparation of this
kind by far the best method of administering iron and manganese, as it has been
found by them, in practice, to be a remedy easily born by weak stomachs, and
rapidly productive of the characteristic tonic and reconstituent effects for which
those medicaments are given. Under its use a marked and speedy increase of
haemoglobin, and of red blood corpuscles, has been verified. Loomis observed in
his cases an increase of 2)4 per cent., which brought the amount of haemoglobin
about to the normal, after a few weeks of medication. Gellhorn demonstrated a
rise in the amount of haemoglobin of from 32 to 77.5 per cent., using 100 per cent.
as the normal quantity. According to these authorities, the best and most striking
results are obtained in chlorotic and anaemic women. By Gellhorn the most rapid
rise in the amount of haemoglobin was observed in cases of convalescents from
severe surgical operations, in which cases the construction of red blood under this
treatment went on with remarkable quickness. Dr. Robert L. Pitfield, who has
made an especial study of the action of our own preparation of Peptonate of Iron
and Manganese noticed in his cases a gain-in haemoglobin of 3 and even 8 per
cent. He tested the weight of his patients, and observed a satisfactory gain in that
respect also.

In an important class of cases allied to anaemia and chlorosis—in amenorrheea
and torpor of the uterus and ovaries—this preparation will be found of the greatest
utility. As aremedy for amenorrheea, the salts of manganese were introduced into
medical practice by Ringer and Murrell. On the uterus and ovaries manganese has
the effect of a tonic, restoring their functions after a period of quiescence and
developing their vital activity in a remarkable manner. In such cases iron is an
efficientsynergist of manganese. In addition to this effecton the ovaries, manganese
stimulates the liver and portal circulation. This is probably one of its most for-
tunate properties, and one that, in a preparation of this kind, is of especial value,
aiding its digestibility and absorption (Bartkholow’s Therapeutics, Art. Manganese).

To sum up, our Peptonate of Iron and Manganese will be found very useful
in the following diseases: Scrofula, Anaemia, Chlovosis, Amenorrheea, Debility
from various causes, Conwvalescence from acute fevers and surgical operations,
Nervous Maladies such as Grawves’s Disease, Neurasthenia, Epilepsy, Cretinism,
and any other Nervous Condition requiring a Tonic Strengthening Medicine, in
Rickels, Pyloric Stenosis, Phthisis, Diabeles, etc., etc.

This remedy is of pleasant, neutral taste. It can readily be taken in a little
water, milk or sweet wines, free of tannin, as may be preferred. Is non-astrin-
gent, and does not injure the teeth or constipate the bowels.

Dosk.—For an adult one tablespoonful well diluted with water, milk or sweet
wine, three or four times a day; dose for a child is one or two teaspoonfuls, and for
an infant, 15 to 6o drops, according to directions of attending physicians.

The above combination eannot but at once appeal to the intelligent practitioner
as almost a specific in the treatment of the various kinds of pain incident to the
diseases of the femiale sexual organs so varied in their character and such a
drain upon the general health and strength.

Cramp Bark, or Viburnum Opulus, as it is officially designated, is an indi-
genous plant, long and favorably known to American physicians as perhaps the best
remedy for certain kinds of pain, particularly the pains of parturient women, and
dysmenorrheea. It is a variety of Fiburnum Prunifolium, also highly esteemed,
possessing a]most identical properties, but more certain and efficacious in its action
(Purdy : New York Med. Journal, 1882, vol. xxxvi, p. 402. Dujardin-Beaumetz :
Dict. de Thérapeutique, vol. iv, p. 752). As its use is perfectly free from danger,
and as it is as efficient in suitable cases as the most powerful anodynes, it is pre-
ferable in an elixit of this kind, which is a household remedy, and to be serviceable
as such, must be both effective and safe.

According to Hale, Viburnum is a ‘‘ powerful antispasmodic and is generally
known to American practitioners by the name of Cramp Bark.” It was given this
title on account of its power in alleviating pain, especially the pain of dysmenor-
rheea. In this disease, according to the same authority, ‘it never fails,” and is
equalled only by opium, without having any of the dangers of that narcotic (Thera-
peutics : Purdy : loc. cit.). Dr. Hall, who used it in a series of cases of dysmenor-
rheea and uterine pain, found it remarkably efficacious, and regards it as an adegunate
substitute, in such maladies, for opium (Phila. Med. and Sur. Reporter, 1878,
vol. xxxviii, p. 494). It was also tried with excellent results by Dr. Meyer (Speczfic
Med.), and by Dr. Piffard (Therapeutics of the Skin). More recently a large
number of eminent physicians have come forward in praise of Viburnum Opulus.
According to Dujardin-Beaumetz ‘it possesses very remarkable antispasmodic
properties. It is particularly efficacious in cases of dysmenorrheea with uterine
colic, taking place at the beginning of menstruation® (Dict. de Thér. loc. cit.).
A very high authority sums up its properties as follows: ‘A nervine tonic, astrin-
gent,—dressing for ulcers, and aphthous stomatitis, a useful remedy in diarrhcea
and dysentery "’ (Dict. Encyclopedique des Sciences Medicales, 5 sec., t. iii, p. 7I1).
The two-fold astringent and nervine power of Virburnum renders it very useful in
the colic of pregnant women accompanied with diarrhcea. Auvard employed it in
a number of cases with great success (Gaz. Hebdomadaire, 1887, p. 548). Dr.
Joseph, an Austrian physician, to whom we are indebted for an admirable paper
on the uses of Viburnum, prefers it to all other remedies in the dysmenorrheea of
young girls, where there is some mechanical difficulty, such as anteflexion. In
such cases Viburnum ‘‘possesses an incomparable power’’ (Winer Med. Wochen-
schyift, 1892, pp. 1430, 1462, and Deutsche Med. Zgt., 1892). In this trouble, full
doses are desirable. Dr. Huchard, of Paris, had good results with doses of twenty
drops of the French tincture—a strong preparation —given every two hours
(Bulletin de la Soc. Medico-pratique, 1886, ii, p. 15). The success of such medica-
tion is well attested, by the above authorities and by others, e. g. Roe (7kerapeutic
Gaz., 1882, p. 8), Herrick (bid. p. 129), Herr (ibid. p. 280), by Coleman, Reas,
Boal, Rockwell, and many whose opinions may be found in the same journal. It
is recommended by a number of English physicians for dysmenorrheea, due to
anteflexion of the uterus (Lancef, 1885, ii, p. 36; British Med. Journal, 1889,
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wol. i, p. 489, #bid. p. 640), and very recently by Dr. Shennan of Edinburgh (Edin-
burgh Med. fournal, Nov. g, 1896). In pain due to other causes, but sometimes
mistaken for dysmenorrheea—in the pain that many women, who have previously
aborted, suffer from during pregnancy, Viburnum is a most valuable remedy. In
these cases, according to Schatz, there 1s no substitute for it (Lancef, 1888, ii, p. 133).

But valuable as Viburnum is in the treatment of the various kinds of pain,
incident to the diseases of the female sexual organs, its chief use, and claim to the
confidence of physicians, is its power of arresting abortion, where threatened, and
of preventing it where habitual. Where there is this tendency to miscarry, Vibur-
num is the most efficient remedy that we possess. In other cases, where abortion
has not proceeded so far as death of the feetus and detachment of the ovum,
Viburnum is generally found to retain the child until full term. It fails in cases
only where given in too small doses (Montclar: Du Fiburnum, Thése de Paris,
1887, p. 27; Eulenburg: Real-Encyclopadie, Bd. i, p. 88; 7bid. Bd. ii, p.132). Dr.
Phares, of Newtonia, Miss., was the first to write about this use of Viburnum.
He says:—‘* Viburnum is nervine, antispasmodic, tonic, astringent, diuretic, and
may be used to very good purpose in urinary affections, ophthalmia, aphthous sore
mouth, chronic diarrhcea, dysentery, indolent ulcers, ete. It is an excellent
remedy in colic, cramps, spasms, palpitation and other affections incident to preg-
nancy, or arising from uterine disorder, and for after-pains. But 7/ is particularly
valuable in preventing abortion and miscarriage, whether habitual or otherwise.
It is therefore a ‘uterine sedative.’’”” Dr. Phares supports this view with a list of
successful cases (Atlanta Med. and Surg. Journal, 1866, vii, p. 409). Some years
later, Dr. Jenks read a paper on the employment of Viburnum in abortion and
other affections of women. After referring to Dr. Lusk’s favorable opinion of it
(Midwifery, p. 317), he proceeds :(—*‘It is serviceable in all uterine disorders char-
acterized by loss of blood. In menorrhagia or metrorrhagia depending wholly
upon systemic causes, phthisis, organic diseases of the heart, hepatic disorders,
anemia or malarial diseases, it is peculiarly applicable. There is no depressing
effect succeeding its administration ; on the contrary, it is a grateful tonic, seeming
to stimulate rather than depress. It has a powerful influence in preventing
threatened abortion’ (Gynecological Tramsactions, i, p. 131). With regard to
this important subject, the use of Viburnum in abortion, Dr. Monclar, who has
made a special study of such cases, says: ‘The indications for the administra-
tion of Viburnum Prunifolium in obstetrics are the same, nearly, as in the case
of opium. Without wishing to diminish the value of opiates in any particular,
we believe that in many instances Viburnum is preferable. In habitual abortion,
for example, when caused by irritability of the uterus, or by states of congestion,
taking place at the usual epoch of menstruation, Viburnum may be given as often
as it may seem necessary. With this medicament, even if it be employed for
months together, no accident is to be apprehended” (Z%ése. p. 29). The cases
reported minutely in Monclar’s Thesis are sufficient confirmation of this statement.
Viburnum, not being toxic, may be used with boldness. Shennan’s physiological
study demonstrates that its action is limited to a diminution :

(1) of reflex power,
(2) of motor power,
(3) of sensibility.

It contains an acid similar in all respects to valerianic (Van Allen: Amer.
Journal of Pharmacy, 1880, vol. I, p. 441). On the presence of this acid, doubtless,
depends the utility of Viburnum in nervous and hysterical cases, and in congested
states of the uterus. Herr believes that it exercises a ‘‘tonic effect on the tunics
of the uterus.” It is more certain that by lessening motor and reflex action, it
arrests the excito-motor awakening of the pregnant womb, a frequent cause of
miscarriage (Monclar: Thése. p. 22).

The power, indeed, of Viburnum in arresting abortion is often surprising.
In the following report of a case by Auvard, it will be seen that this remedy pre-
vented a miscarriage in the 6th—7th month, where there was already detachment
of the ovum. Here the intelligent use of the drug was marked by brilliant results,
prolonging the life of the embryo and rendering the delivery of a viable feetus
possible. ‘I administered Viburnum Prunifolium with success to a young primi-
para who had experienced a premature rupture at six months and a few days of her
pregnancy—attended with losses of a large quantity of amniotic fluid, sometime
streaked with blood. There were also from time to time, painful contractions of
the uterus. This patient was able, under the influence of Viburnum, to make a
railway journey of three hours to her home, where three weeks later she was
safely delivered of a child, perfectly viable (Supra. loc. cit. p. 549).




Not less remarkable cases of this type have been published by Campbell
(British Med. Journal, 1886, vol. i, p. 391), Leith Napier (b2d. p. 489), Wilson (zb:d,
p- 640), Roberts (zbid. 1887, ii, p. 1153), L' voff (Lancet, 1886, ii, p. 888), and others
In post-partum hemorrhages, Viburnum is indicated, as its action upon the blood
vessels is similar to that of ergot. Indeed, Campbell prefers it not only to ergot,
but also to opium and Indian hemp, both of which are disappointing and uncertain
in action. Olivier, an eminent French physician and obstetrician, having failed
with morphine in arresting hemorrhage, succeeded with a 15 drop dose of Vibur-
num (Monclar: 7hése. Obs. xxi). Monclar, himself, has published a number of
successful cases of this kind. In hemorrhage due to other causes, fibroid tumors,
endometrial growths, ete., Viburnum is a valuable remedy (Holmes: Jfournal of
the Am. Med. Ass., 1894, vol. i, p.631). Dr. Roe, recommends it as very efficient
in sterility (7%er. Gazetle, 1882, p. 8). In uterine engorgement, in ovarian irrita-
tion, in after-pains, it will be found of signal service, and also in uterine and
ovarian neuralgias.

In the new preparation of Viburnum now submitted to the profession, the
unquestionable utility of this agent is greatly enhanced by the addition of remedies
possessed of analogous powers. Not only is the value of Viburnum thus promoted
in the special field of its therapeutical activities, but a more extended range of
powers 1s thereby secured. In other words, our new preparation possesses all
of the virtues of Viburnum, and in addition all of the therapeutical properties
of Hydrastis, Pulsatilla and Piscidia.

Hydrastis has been known as an indigenous remedy of considerable value, as
a tonic and reconstituent, and as a topical alterant and astringent. It was not,
however, until its physiological actions, especially its effects on the nervous system
of animal and organic life, were first demonstrated by Bartholow (Lloyd’s Drugs
of North America, vol. 1), that attention was attracted to its remarkable powers.
Fellner, Falck, Marfori and others, abroad, and Carna and Mays of this country,
fully confirmed these observations and extended them. Although differing on
some minor points, all of the authorities are agreed that Hydrastis stimulates the
spinal cord and increases the reflexes. In sufficient doses it causes tetanic convul-
sions, closely resembling those caused by strychnine. By its effects on the vaso-
motor centre it causes a great rise in the blood pressure, and this action is increased
by its stimulating effect on the muscular fibre of the arterioles. In the same way
it promotes the action of the muscular fibre of the intestine, and increases peris-
talsis, and it, also, affects the organic muscular fibre of the uterus.

By virtue of bitter tonic properties, hydrastis promotes appetite and the
digestive powers. As it increases the intestinal movements, by stimulating the
organic muscular fibre, and as the secretions of the mucous membrane are also
made more abundant, its effects are somewhat laxative. Rutherford has shown that
it has some cholagogue properties, increasing the flow of the bile and stimulating
the hepatic functions.

Hydrastis contains two alkaloids, berberine and hydrastine. The former is not

eculiar to hydrastis, but is found in other plants. Hydrastine and hydrastinine,
its product, are alone the active constituents of the drug. All of the powers and
properties of hydrastis exist in hydrastine. To the presence of this constituent, is
due the actions of the drug on the nervous system of animal and organic life. The
most important of the recent observations on the alkaloid, is its action on the
uterus, and clinically its power to restrain hemorrhage. The artificial alkaloid,
Hydrastinine, produced by Freund by the oxidation of hydrastine, has been
shown by Falck, by Prof. Schatz (Centralblatt, f. a. Gesammie Therapie, Band
ii, p. 82), to have special powers in menorrhagia and metrorrhagia, and other
hemorrhages. Hydrastinine has consequently become one of the notable remedies
in the treatment of uterine congestion and hemorrhages, in congestive dysmenor-
rheea. Hydrastinine slows the heart and strongly contracts the blood vessels,
actions that explain its power in restraining hemorrhage. It has lately been shown,
also, that this agent diminishes the irritability of the brain cortex, and that thera-
peutically, it lessens seizures of a convulsive kind. Indeed it has lately been
found to have decided effects in epilepsy and other forms of convulsions. From
this rapid survey of the physiological powers and clinical applicability of hydrastis,
it becomes evident that it is an important adjunct to Viburnum, in the class of
cases to which that agent has demonstrated its adaptation. Besides this, hydrastis
confers new powers on the combination in the treatment of the various reflex
neuroses arising from uterine maladies.

Pulisatilla, the next ingredient in the compound to be considered, has long
been a favorite remedy of homceopathic physicians in the treatment of dysmenor-
rheea of congestive character, of suppressed menses from exposure to cold, and




other causes of similar character. Like Viburnum it is used to relieve irritable
states of the uterus, to remove uterine and ovarian irritation and to stop the reflex
disturbances, vascular and nervous, arising therefrom. In recent times, the utility
of Pulsatilla has been recognized and applied by all classes of practitioners who
have learned to appreciate its value.

The properties of Pulsatilla are due to the presence in the plant of an alkaloid,
Anemonine, which has powers similar to, but less energetic than Aconitine. The

reparations of the plant, as well as the alkaloid, cause depression of the circulation,

ower fever heat, and to some extent relieve pain, but the last mentioned property
is a result rather of the impression made on the vascular system than on the sensory
nervous system.

Therapeutically, Pulsatilla is useful in congestive headache, in sympathetic
neuroses, even the convulsive, in the nervous and hysterical disturbances
connected with dysmenorrhcea, in ‘‘nervous exhaustion’ from overwork, ete.
(Phillips). It hasbeen found especially useful in scanty or delayed menstruation,
in dysmenorrheea, in catarrhal affections of the uterine system, in congestion of
the uterus, in various reflex disorders due to this state. It will be seen from the
foregoing, that Pulsatilla is well fitted to supplement the actions and uses of the
other ingredients of this combination of remedies.

Piscidia Erythrina, or Jamaica Dogwood has only recently been introduced
into medical practice. An examination of its properties will demonstrate how
admirably it is fitted to contribute to the therapeutical effects of the other members
of the combination. It has sedative and anodyne actions, by virtue of an impres-
sion on the sensory nervous system. It has, also, in a more direct manner, the
properties of an hypnotic, so that it comes to supplement in a most satisfactory
manner the other components of this preparation.

The most important study of its physiological powers was made by Ott and
Nagle, who found it to have decided narcotic effects in the case of animals. It
does not act directly on the motor nerves, nor does it inhibit the end organs of
the sensory nerves. It is a moderator of reflex actions, and reduces the pulse rate,
but raises arterial tension by stimulating the vaso-motor center in the medulla.
The ultimate result of these actions is decline in the tension of the arteries and
slowing and weakening of the heart. Its anodyne and hypnotic properties have
been utilized in allaying neuralgia of the head and face, in relieving insomnia,
and in stopping pain in any part of the body. It has proven useful in dysmen-
orrheea, in ovarian and uterine neuralgia, in sciatica, and in muscular rheumatism.
It is especially indicated in the insomnia and the reflex neuroses arising in course
of ovarian and uterine disorders, and may be expected to prove of signal service
in the melancholia of the puerperal state.

Each fluidounce of this Elixir contains forty grains Fiburnum Opulus (Cramp
Bark), thirty grains Hydrastis Canadensis (Golden Seal), twenty grains Piscidia
Erythrina (Jamaica Dogwood), ten grains Anemone Pulsatilla (Pulsatilla).

DIrECTIONS :(—The Elixir being free from irritant qualities may be given
before or after meals. It has, indeed, the 1pr0perties of a stomachic tonic, and will
promote, rather than impair, appetite and digestion. The dose for ordinary pur-
poses is a dessertspoonful three times a day. When the symptoms are acute, or
pain is present, it may be taken every three or four hours. In cases of dysmenor-
rheea, neuralgic or congestive, the administration should begin a few days before
the onset of the expected period. In irritable states of the uterus, in threatened
abortion, in menorrhagia, etc., it should be given frequently conjoined with rest
and other suitable measures. For the various reflex nervous affections, due to
uterine irritation, in which it is indicated, it should be persistently administered
three times a day. When the pains are severe or symptoms acute the above dose,
a dessertspoonful, may be increased to a tablespoonful at the discretion of the
patient or advice of the attending physician.
