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The Wisconsin Alumni Associ-
ation has just celebrated its 85th
birthday. The organization was
founded June 26, 1861, on the
campus ‘“to promote by organized
effort the best interests of the
University.”

First president of the Associ-
ation was Charles T. Wakeley,
who in 1854 had been one of two
men in the University’s first
graduating class. William F.
Vilas, ’58, later a distinguished
senator and cabinet member, was
the first recording secretary.

Today the WAA numbers over 10,-
000 members, making it one of the
largest organizations of its kind in the
country. It maintains central offices in
Madison and over 80 clubs around the
country.

Even though it was founded 85
years ago, the Association is a “young”
organization, an analysis of its mem-
bership reveals. The great majority of
WAA members are from recent Uni-
versi’q,(r1 classes. Leading the Association membership race are the classes of
’41 and ’43. 3

Pres. E. B. Fred of the University recently paid tribute to the 85 years of
service which the Alumni Association has rendered to Wisconsin.

“Alumni have made valuable contributions to the University’s prestige as an
educational institution and as a force for improving the life of the state,” he
said. “The Alumni Association was created with an eye to the future of the
University and that future has always been its foremost aim.”

It looks like there will be an un-

precedented 19,000 students on the Uni- |,

versity of Wisconsin roster next fall.
The pre-war record was some 11,000
in 1938.

Of these 19,000 students, some 14,-
000 will be in residence at Madison
and the other 5,000 will be attending
extension centers throughout the state,
1,200 at Milwaukee alone. If U. W,
registration goes beyond 19,000, it will
be because additional emergency exten-
sion centers are set up. The absolute
limit to Madison campus capacity is
about 14,000 students.

It’s “Standing Room Only” for ’46.

Enrollment at the University of Wis-
consin at the close of the last semester
stood at 14,000, highest in the 97-year
history of the institution. Of the 14,-
000, 12,400 were in residence at Mad-
ison, 1,200 at Milwaukee, and 400 at
extension centers around the state.
About 8,000 of the total were men and
6,000 women.

The Madison student population was
99 per cent more than just a year ago,
25 per cent above the 1930—40 average,
and 10 per cent above the previous
peak enrollment in 1938. Some 8,000
of the students came to the U. W. this
yvear for the first time.

14,000 in Madison

Some 14,000 students will be in res-
idence at the U. W.’s Madison campus
next fall. Prior to the 1945-46 school
year, no more than 10,000 ever lived
in Madison before. Where will this
huge student population be housed?

Here’s the housing breakdown for
next semester, as seen by Otto Mueller,
head of the University Housing Bu-
reau:

10,000 Can’t Get In

The fact that University enrollment
is jumping to 19,000 from a pre-war
top of 11,000 does not mean that every-
body who wants to come will be able
to get in.

The University will be foreced to turn
away about 10,000 out-of-state stu-
dents who have applied for admission,
Kenneth Little, registrar, estimates.
Of these disappointed applicants, about
7,500 are veterans. There just isn’t
room for them.

In order to give preference to Wis-
consin students, University authorities
ruled that, with few exceptions, no new
non-resident undergraduate students
could be admitted to the University of
Wisconsin before July, 1946. If there
had been any housing facilities left
over then, a few out-of-state applicants
would have been permitted to register.
But new Wisconsin students and for-
mer students have exhausted all pos-
sible housing.

As a matter of fact, the situation is
so critical now that recent graduates
of Wiseonsin high schools will find it
impossible to come to Madison unless
they have already made arrangements
for private rooms.

Veterans Predominate

About 9,500 of the 19,000 U. W. stu-
dents in 1946—47 will be veterans. That
will be well over half of all the ex-GIs
attending college in the state.

Some 6,000 veterans were enrolled
at Wisconsin during the past semester.
Of these, 1,900 were married. The ma-
jority were over 24 years old, earned
better grades than non-veterans. Fewer
veterans withdrew during the school
year than did non-vets.

Non-Residents Still Here

Because virtually no new out-of-state
students are being permitted to enter
the University does not mean that the
Wisconsin student body will be com-
pletely provincial.

All former students are allowed to
come back, regardless of their state of
residence. During the past year, 35 per
cent of Wisconsin’s enrollment was
from out-of-state. About that percent-
age of non-resident upperclassmen will
be in attendance here this coming fall.

The out-of-state ban does not apply
to the Graduate School. Nearly 50 per
cent of the expected 1,700 Graduate
School registration will be made up of
non-resident students.

Certain other exceptions granted by
the University committee on admissions
will permit other new non-residents to
enroll. A small number of out-of-state
veterans with unusually high aptitude
for college work has been allowed to
enter. So have small groups of special-
ists, including dance majors, navy of-
ficers, advanced real estate students,
dairy manufacturing majors, and for-
eign exchange students from countries
whose universities have been bombed
out.

In U. W. Dormitories

With double-deck beds in most of
the rooms, the University’s residence
halls will be jammed to capacity and
then some next fall. Every room is al-
ready assigned, according to Lee
Burns, director.

Of the almost 1,600 men living in
the stadium, Tripp—Adams, and Kron-
shage units, all but a handfull will be
Wisconsin veterans.

University accommodations for
women range from 75-year-old Chad-
bourne Hall to ultra-modern Elizabeth
Waters.

In Swank Sororities

Sororities are as strong as ever on
the U. W. campus. Some 450 women
will crowd into the swank chapter
houses next fall. Hundreds of other
members will be forced to live else-
where. Madison members, who in the
past have often lived with their soror-
ity sisters, must stay at home. accord-
ing to a recent Pan-Hellenie ruling.

In Revived Fraternities

From a war-time low of six active
houses, Wisconsin’s fraternities are
bouncing back this fall with 27 going
chapters on the campus.

The University has stepped in to
guide the Greeks back to a financially-
stable rehabilitation. Each fraternity
is now required to have a resident
housemother and to have its books
checked by a University auditor. Rigid
restrictions on hazing are also in effect.

The all-time fraternity high at Wis-
consin was back in 1928, when 62 chap-
ters operated on the campus. This num-
ber had dropped to 37 in 1941. The
houses which did not close their doors
during the war were Alpha Chi Sigma,
621 N. Henry; Alpha Delta Phi, 640
N. Henry; Sigma Phi, 106 N. Pros-
pect; Theta Delta Chi, 144 Langdon;
Triangle, 438 N. Frances; and Theta
Chi, 619 N. Lake, :

During the past semester six other
fraternities opened up. They were Chi
Psi, 150 Iota Court; Delta Sigma Pj,



132 Brec%e Terrace; Delta Upsilon, 644
N. Frances; Phi Delta Theta, 620 N.
Lake; Psi Upsilon, 22 Lake Lawn
Place; and Sigma Chi, 680 N. Lake.

With the opening of school in Sep-
tember another group of chapter
houses will be occupied, including Al-
pha Chi Rho, 524 N. Henry St.; Alpha
Epsilon Pi, 10 Langdon; Alpha Gamma
Rho, 1820 Summit; Beta Theta Pi, 622
Mendota Court; Chi Phi, 200 Langdon;
Delta Kappa Epsilon, 530 N. Pinckney;
Delta Tau Delta, 16 Mendota Court;
Delta Theta Sigma, 421 Sterling Court;
Kappa Sigma, 124 Langdon; Pi
Lambda Phi, 615 N. Henry; Phi

silon, 627 N. Lake; Sigma Nu, 625 N.

Helping to put the fraternities back
on their feet is a new Wisconsin Inter-
Fraternity Alumni Conference, made
up of chapter advisors. George E.
Rapp, 41, Madison, is president of the
group.

In Lodging Housés

As usual, thousands of Wisconsin
students, both men and women, will

live in lodging houses next fall. These

range from slick Ann Emery Hall for
wealthy coeds to cooperative Babcock
House for boys.

Some lodging houses are operated di-
rectly by the University. All must be
University-approved and checked by a
state inspector. Up until the past year,
University women were not permitted
to live in anything but approved houses.
Now they are being encouraged to find
rooms wherever they can, with the pro-
viso that they may not live in the same
house with male roomers.

At Truax Field

In what used to be armiy air field
barracks, 500 single men and 90
couples will be quartered for certain
at the University’s Truax Field project
next fall. Additional barracks space is
being converted to accommodate 960
more single veterans. Whether the new
quarters will be ready by September
is still uncertain.

Besides housing facilities at Truax,
the University provides a cafeteria,
bus service to the campus, and social
recreation. Truax is restricted to vet-
erans.

At Badger Village

Plans for a separate off-campus
school for freshmen at Badger Village,
the former ordnance plant housing
project 35 miles north of Madison near
Prairie du Sac, have been abandoned.
No classes will be conducted there.

Instead, all available space will be
turned into quarters for married stu-
dent veterans. Some 350 can be housed
there now, and if more projected apart-
ments and cabins are made ready in
time, an additional 200 couples can he
accommodated by September.

University busses will run between
Badger Village and the campus at reg-
ular intervals,

In Private Homes

Private homes and apartments are
providing housing for Wisconsin stu-
dents at an ever-increasing rate. Many
student veterans are married and main-
tain their own homes in Madison. Hun-
dreds of single students are occupying
that spare bedroom.

This is particularly true of women,
who have been displaced by returning
veterans from 18 rooming and frater-

nity houses and one University dor-

mitory.

At Camp Randall

Exactly 191 couples will live at the
University’s trailer camp on what used
to be the foothall practice field at
Camp Randall.

Started last fall as an experiment,
the camp is now the most popular
emergency housing project on the cam-
pus. The park is divided into two
‘“villages,” Randall Park and Monroe
Park.

In a New Trailer Camp

Approximately 100 students will
bring their own trailers to the campus
next fall and set them up on a Univer-
sity camp ground. The Regents have
allocated $26,000 to install water and
sewer mains and extend electric ser-
vice to the site of the proposed married-
veterans apartment building near the
Forest Products Laboratory, which
will be temporarily used by the trailer
residents.

When Wd[
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Around-the-Clock Classes

Even if housing facilities could be
found in Madison for more students,
there wouldn’t be room on the campus
to teach them. Classroom space is at
a premium.

The only way the University expects
to lick the problem is by introducing a
“swing shift” schedule. Beginning next
fall instruction will be conducted prac-
tically around the clock.

First classes will meet, not at 8 o’-
clock, but at 7:45. They will continue
to be scheduled at 55 minute intervals
straight through the noon hour and
will not wind up until 9:30 at night.

By thus occupying classrooms for
longer periods during each day, the
University will be able to handle a
Madison enrollment of 14,000 in the
same buildings where 10,000 students
used to feel crowded.

'In Emergency Classrooms

As a means of increasing classroom
space temporarily, the Regents have
authorized the acquisition of 12 Quon-
set huts, each 20 by 30 feet in size,
which will accommodate from 30 to 40

Undoubtedly Wisconsin will be rep-
resented by its best aggregation since
the great eleven of 1942, but how well
it will compare with those at other
schools in the Western Conference and
in the nation depends a good deal on
how quickly returnees from the service
regain former standards of perform-
ance.

Wisconsin is fortunate in having
many of the 1942 varsity and freshmen
letter winners returning to school af-
ter long service in the armed forces.
If they quickly regain their once-
proven ability, Coach Harry Stuhl-
dreher and his aides can eliminate one
of the big items from the “worry” list
and concentrate on grooming a con-
tender. :

Incoming freshman material and
some holdover talent from the past
two seasons are expected to augment
the array of ex-service players avail-
able, so that prospects are more encour-
aging than for the past three years.

Of the 1942 varsity, eight regulars
are to return for the 1946 season. They
are Fred Negus, stellar center given
top rating on the All-Sophomore team

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by selectors of All-American elevens;
Jack Wink, quarterback and top-notch
passer; Henry Olshanski, reserve end
who played with Elroy Hirsch on the
1943 Michigan team; Kenneth Currier,
Jerry Frei, guards; Earl Maves, re-
serve fullback, who also played at
Michigan in 1943; Don Pfotenhauer,
reserve halfback; and Ashley Ander-
son, reserve quarterback.

In additien, there are Wally Dreyer,
sensational half back on the 1942 frosh
eleven; Tom Bennett, freshman end in
1942; Russ Schult and Johnny Pin-
now, fulbacks, from the unbeaten frosh
team of 1942,

Bob Rennebohm and Farnham John-
son, reserve ends, who played with
Michigan in 1943 as marine trainees;
Johnny Gallagher and Bob Dean, re-
serve guards; Frank Riewer, reserve
halfback; Don Alvarez, frosh guard,
and Emil Drvarie, frosh tackle, are
other stalwarts from 1942 who may
return to school, although definite word
has not yet been received.

The Finances

If advance requests are any indica-
tion, it looks like the 1946 grid season
will be a complete sellout, says Bill
Aspinwall, 29, director of ticket sales.
That will mean the second golden year
in a row for Wisconsin athletics.

Receipts for sports activities at the
University during the 1945-46 school
year totalled $294,664.75, the largest
amount taken in at the gate since 1929-
30, the Wisconsin athletic board re-
vealed in its recent annual report.
Football receipts came to $197,272.45.

In such a prosperous state is the
Wisconsin athletic department that
payments on the stadium and field
house loans are 16 years ahead of
schedule.

The Pros

Four ex-Badgers will be performing
for the first time in professional foot-
ball ranks this fall.

Elroy Hirsch, x’46, star on the fa-
mous 1942 team, who will be a mem-
ber of the Chicago club in the new All
American Football Conference.

THE COACH

“This summer marks 10 years
of successful administration of the
department of intercollegiate ath-
letics by Harry Stuhldreher, who,
as director and football coach, has
truly given significance to the
phrase, ‘On, Wisconsin.’

“His direction has brought credit
and understanding to the depart-
ment and to the University. He
and his staff have not spared them-
selves in time or effort in acquaint-
ing the alumni and citizens of the
state and the country with the pro-
gram of their University.”

So did the University athletic board
pay tribute in its recent annual report
to Harry Stuhldreher, who this fall be-
gins his 11th year as athletic director
and head football coach at Wisconsin.
The “little General”, as he is affection-
ately known around Camp Randall, is
here to stay at what used to be a
coach’s graveyard.

A graduate of the University of
Notre Dame in ’25, Stuhldreher was

a unanimous choice for All-American’

as a member of the famous Four
Horsemen backfield, and he still rates
as one of the greatest signal callers
of all time,

Stuhldreher went directly into coach-
ing at Villanova (Pa.) College and in
11 years raised its football standards
from mediocrity to a position among
the best of its class in the East.

Coming to Wisconsin in May, 1936,
Harry quickly established himself as
one of the most astute mentors in the
best league in the country, the Big
Ten. Slowly Cardinal football im-
proved. In 1938, Wisconsin won five
and lost three in a great season which
ended with the Badgers playing Min-
nesota for the conference title. Then
in 1942 came Stuhldreher’s sensational
grid squad which won nine and lost
only one, finishing high in both league
and national rankings.

Stuhldreher also has a fine record as
athletic director. Under his leadership
a well-rounded development of all
sports and all sports facilities has
come about at Wisconsin. Chief among
his accomplishments are the addition
" of a second balcony in the Field House,
the addition of 7,500 seats in Camp
Randall, and the building of new dor-
mitory and team quarters under the
east side of the stadium.

Equally impressive is Stuhldreher’s
record as good-will agent for the en-
tire University. In the last decade he
has spoken before practically every
Badger alumni club from New York
to California. He is also much in de-
mand among Wisconsin high schools,
service clubs, and various other organ-
izations. His travel mileage on speak-
ing engagements annually runs in five
figures.
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DVORAK IN ACTION

THE BAND

The University of Wisconsin band
that takes the field at Camp Randall
next fall will be entering its 61st year
on the campus. One of the finest march-
ing bands in the country, the Badger
organization dates back to 1885. Its
present director is Prof. Raymond F.
Dvorak.

Now back to its pre-war strength of
200 members, the band includes in its
ranks some 50 ex-GIs. At one point
during the war, the membership was
pared down to 84, but Prof. Dvorak
is proud of the fact that his band
never lost its civilian identity.

Since Dvorak took over the baton in
1934, U. W. bandsmen have appeared
in more than 600 public events—con-
certs, football, basketball, and other
sports contests, on radio programs, the
summer outdoor series, convocations,
and ROTC parades.

Among the high points of the past 60
yvears of band history was the 1915
trip to the West coast. Former direc-
tors include F. 0. May, 1885-86; C. M.
Williams, 1886-90; Spencer Beebe,
1890-92; W. R. Sired, 1892-93; W. S.
Wadleigh, 1898-94; Earl Chapin May,
1894-95; Hugh R. Schoenfield, 1895—
96; Earl Chapin May, 1896-97; Orin
W. Joslin, 1897-98; Charles Nitschke,
1898-1904 ; Herman C. Owen, 1904-07;
Charles A. Mann, 1908-15; Jesse Saug-
stad, 1915-18; W. E. Yates, 1918-20;
E. W. Morphy, 1920-34.

Since Prof. Dvorak has been here,
more than 20 of his former students in
the band have gone out to lead bands
at colleges and high schools. Dvorak-
trained men now head bands at Grin-
nell College, the University of Okla-
homa, Duke University, the University
of Missouri, Phillips University, and
others.

During the war years, in addition
to his direction of the U. W. band,
Prof. Dvorak formed and directed many
service bands and choral units.

Dvorak is the author of a textbook
on the marching band, The Band on
Parade.

THE PLANT

It isn’t likely that Camp Randall

- will be enlarged for the 1946 football

season, building conditions being what
they are, but in 1947 enough tiers of
seats will be added to increase the
stadium capacity from 45,000 to 60,000.

This project is one phase of a 4
million dollar athletie plant expansion
program contemplated by the Wiscon-
sin athletic department. The plans, ac-
cording to Director Harry Stuhldreher,
include the erection of a sports hall, a
sports arena, an ice-plant addition to
the present field house, 2 new women’s
gymnasium, and additions to the sta-
dium.

Here’s a breakdown of the proposals,
which have been discussed with the
Campus Planning Commission but
which have not yet come up for final
action by the Board of Regents:

1. SPORTS HALL. This will replace
the old Armory on Langdon Street,
which has been condemned to make .
way for a new Center for Continuation
Study under the Hagenah plan for de-
veloping the lower campus. It will be
a modern gymnasium for the Univer-
sity family. In it will be incorporated
all administrative offices; classrooms;
plenty of space for basketball, bad-
minton, volleyball, and the like; train-
ing and equipment rooms for boxing,

.wrestling, and fencing; handball and

squash courts; and a large swimming
pool with space for some 3,000 spec-
tators.

2. SPORTS ARENA. This will be
literally a house over a field where
students may be instructed in outdoor
activities during the winter and in bad
weather. In it will be an indoor track,
but no permanent seats, locker rooms,
or showers. It will be connected by
tunnels with the sports hall. Whenever
a track meet is scheduled, portable
bleachers will be erected.

_ 3. ICE PLANT. This will mean that
ice skating can be done all week long
in the field house, resulting in the re-
sumption of ice hockey and eventually
the return of intercollegiate competi-
tion. Any time a basketball .game or
boxing match is scheduled, the ice will
be taken out and the floor or ring
erected. In other words, the field house
will operate like Madison Square
Garden.

4. WOMEN’S GYM. This will re-
place the now outmoded Lathrop Hall.

5. ADDITION TO STADIUM. This
will not only include additional tiers
of seats but also new dormitory space
beneath the stands.

Some of the projects, notably the
last, which would be entirely self-
liquidating in cost through admission
charges, can be started as soon as ma-
terials and labor are available, The
remainder must wait the appropria-
tion of funds by the State Legislature,
which convenes again in 1947,
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ESIGNATION, retirement,

and death have claimed over

20 prominent members of

the University of Wisconsin fac-
ulty in recent weeks.

This at time when the Univer-
sity, faced with a staggering post-
war enrollment, is hard-pressed
to find enough faculty members
to carry the teaching load.

The so-called legal, or senior, teach-
ing staff is now up to 604, highest in
history, including 258 full professors,
155 associate professors, and 191 as-
sistant professors. But the junior staff,
made up of instructors and assistants,
has so far shown only a slight increase
over pre-war figures, which means that
more of the classroom and laboratory
instruction, as well as the lecturing,
must be done by the senior staff.

Quiz sections next fall will be double
the pre-war normal, lecture halls
jammed, laboratories short of equip-
ment.

Housing for faculty members is as
much a problem as housing for stu-
dents. To ease the situation, the Uni-
versity plans to put up 40 prefabri-
cated houses on University Farm prop-
erty and rent them to instructors.

Ebenstein was born and raised in
Austria and watched Naziism develop.
He attended the University of Vienna
and later studied in the school of eco-
nomics at the University of London.
The scope of his knowledge of Euro-
pean politics is indicated by the num-

ber of books he has written on the sub- |

ject, including The German Record:
A Political Portrait, Fascism at Work,
Fascist Italy, and The Nazi State.

Lewis H. KESSLER, professor of
civil engineering, also resigned last
month to accept the position of profes-
sor of sanitary engineering at the
Northwestern Technological Institute,
Northwestern University.

Prof. Kessler was the first U. W.
professor to be “drafted” by the army
back in 1940 and worked with the corps
of engineers in maintaining some 1,066
posts throughout the country.

Going to the University of California
at Los Angeles is William H. ANDER-
SON, ’28, assistant professor of eco-
nomics in ‘the Extension Division. A
native of Marinette, Prof. Anderson is
well-known throughout Wisconsin for
his numerous lecture-forums conducted
during the past year on current affairs
and for institutes on federal and state
income tax laws.

The Board of Regents has also ac-
cepted the resignation of Prof. Don S.
ANDERSON of the department of agri-
cultural economics, who joins the de-

partment of agriculture in Washington. !

Dean F. Ellis JOHNSON of the Col-
lege of Engineering, granted a five-
months leave of absence last Febru-
ary, will not retg.rr}: Eo the University.

The end of the University’s 1945-46
academic year also marks the close of
three teaching and research careers on
the campus, for the compulsory retire-
ment age of 70 has been reached by
three well-known professors, Edward
M. GILBERT, B. D. LEITH, and
Blanche M. TRILLING.

Prof. Gilbert, botanist and co-author
of a number of textbooks on his science,
received his PhB here in 1907 and has
been on the faculty ever since 1912,

Prof. Leith is a noted agronomist
who has been a member of the Univer-
sity faculty since 1910. He is a world
renowned expert on plant breeding,
small grains, and corn. He took his
BA here in 1911.

Miss Trilling, one of the founders
of the women’s division of the National
Amateur Athletic Federation, joined
the faculty 35 years ago as assistant
professor of physical education and
will retire as head of the department.
During her career she has taught
thousands of Wi*scgniin women.

Leonard A. SALTER, associate pro-
fessor of agricultural economics at the

Pres. E. B. Fred, speaking in Ra-
cine a few weeks ago, emphasized
the University’s faculty problem
himself.

Said the president:

“The problem of finding staff is fast
becoming as acute as finding space for
students. The house problem is still
more acute for professors with fam-
ilies. Some of these are now making
the provision of housing a condition of
their acceptance of employment . . .

“At present the instructional staff,
throughout all the ranks from profes-
sors to assistants, is overworked. Our
staff has not been increased as rapidly
as student enrollment has grown. In
addition, almost without exception, in
terms of going rates of pay and pres-
ent cost of living, they are underpaid

“Since last September, we have
added 43 new members to our faculty,
and 44 faculty members have returned
from leaves of absence granted for
war or government service. These ad-
ditions have helped, but they have not
been sufficient to take care of the in-
creased demands upon teaching. In
faet, in the College of Letters and Sci-
ence alone, where most of the veterans
are now enrolled, there has been an
increase in teaching amounting to t_he
equivalent need  of 168 full-time in-
structors.

“I wish that I could tell you how
and where we shall get the needed
staff. I can only report that we are
doing our best and that our standards
will remain high.”

Professors Are Granted
Increase in Salaries

A record budget of $18,003,363, in-
cluding $579,859 for faculty salary in-
creases, was adopted by the Board of
Regents last month to finance the Uni-
versity during 1946-47.

The cost-of-living salary increases
will average about $400 a year for
each member of the faculty.

The budget is 35 per cent higher
than that for the past year. Of the
total, only $5,457,191, or 30 per cent,
comes from state appropriations, with
the balance of 70 per cent coming from
fees and tuitions, federal appropria-
tions, and money earned directly by the
University.

Pay increases are effected by adding
20 per cent on the first $2,000 of each
professor’s salary. In addition the bud-
get includes a number of selected merit
increases totalling $196,690 for the
year. The salaries of all graduate stu-
dent, part-time teaching, and research
assistants have been increased about
10 per cent over 1945-46.

The budget was adopted by the Re-
gents with one dissenting vote.

“I want the record to show that my
examination of the budget shows glar-
ing violations of the merit principle,”
said Regent John D. Jones, Jr., Racine,
after he had recorded a “no” vote.

HE 13th
annual ra-

festival, con-
ducted by Prof.
Edgar B. Gor-
don and held
May 11 at the
Stock Pavilion,
was the climax
of a year of lis-
tening to
“Journeys
in Music Land”
broadcasts over
the Wisconsin
School of the
Air by school
cihilid rien
throughout the
state.

First held in
1934 and at-
tended by only
a- few hundred
children, the festival has expanded
steadily. This year 3,400 children were
present to sing the folk and classical
melodies they learned on Prof. Gor-
don’s program.

Nationally known as a music edu-
cator, an emeritus professor of music
at the University of Wisconsin, and a
pioneer radio teacher, Gordon began
broadcasting music appreciation les-
sons in 1921 over the University sta-
tion 9XM, later WHA, most of his
listeners wearing ear-phones to hear
him.

He is now in his 15th year with
the School of the Air and since retire-
ment from active teaching at the Uni-
versity devotes all his time to the ra-
dio class. This consists not only of
the actual weekly broadeasts, but also
constant trips to the schools them-
selves. Visiting sometimes as many as
eight schools in one day, he meets the
children and leads them personally in
song.

Rural schools without full-time mu-
sic teachers have received the special
attention of Prof. Gordon, for his pol-
icy is “music for everyone.” He selects
for his teaching not mnecessarily chil-
dren’s songs, but good music the chil-
dren will enjoy throughout their lives.
The series of broadeasts is directed
toward children in the fourth to eighth
grades and teaches note-reading, sing-
ing, and the understanding and appre-
ciation of good musie.

This year’s festival found many of
Prof. Gordon’s early radio pupils, now
teachers themselves in the 230 schools
represented, eagerly participating. One
former pupil wrote that he taught
“Prof. Gordon’s songs” to other mem-
bers of the bombing erew of his plane
on return trips to England from Ger-
many.

During the war, because of travel
restrictions, “stay-at-home festivals”
were substituted for the large Madison
festival, with schools in various areas
cooperating in local song-fests led by
Prof. Gordon by radio.

The resumption of the main festival
was greeted eagerly this Spring. Hun-

dreds of boys and girls had to be re-
fused permission to come because of
lack of seating accommodations. For
many of those who came, the festival
was their first meeting face-to-face
with their famous teacher.

As the Festival was particularly for
southern Wisconsin, Prof. Gordon pre-
viously conducted smaller regional fes-
tivals at Eau Claire and Oshkosh.

The University Symphony Orchestra,
directed by Prof. Richard C. Church,
accompanied the chorus. The program
was broadeast nationally and over
eight Wisconsin stations. -

STATION WHA WALKED OFF
with the honors again this year in the
annual national Institute for Educa-
tion by Radio contests, winning three
firsts and two honorable mentions.
This brings to 29 the number of WHA
programs honored in the past 10 years,
more merits than have heen won by
any other station in the country.

The program “New Life for the Old
Hat,” presented on the Homemakers’
Program by Gladys Meloche, 16, Helen
Pearson, 21, and Elizabeth Birong,
’31, under the direction of Mrs. Aline
Hazard, ’40, won first among the
women’s programs.

“Rhythm and Games,” a program
presented by Mrs. Fannie Steve, x'27,
on the Wisconsin School of the Air
for listening by small children, won
another first. Wisconsin’s .nationally
famous creative art program, “Let’s
Draw,” again won a first prize.

A. Schwalbach, ’34, and presented by
William Harley, ’35.

A regular University course broad-
cast direct from the classroom was
given an honorable mention: Prof.

Honorable
mention also went to a WHA program
which had its origin in the South Pa-
cific: “Pacific Diary,” a secript written
by Lt. Alan Beaumont, x’42, former
WHA announcer, while on duty with
the army.
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HROUGH the generosity of
public spirited individuals

and groups, more than 800

- scholarships and fellowships are
available annually to students at

the University of Wisconsin.
Bequests for educational pur-
poses have ranged all the way
from $2,500,000, willed by the
late Chicago attorney and Wis-
consin alumnus, Kemper K.
Knapp, to Oklahoma oil wells and
old china. All Wisconsin students
are eligible to aim for the “living me-
morial” funds, which are granted each
year to those displaying sound scholar-
ship and character. :
Newest scholarship to be set up 1is
a gift of $1,000 from Mrs. Margaret F.
Williams and Mrs. Dorothy F. Sanders
of Evanston, Ill., to establish the
Frankenburger Memorial Fund as a
living memorial to their father and
mother, Prof. and Mrs. David B.
Frankenburger.

New Frankenburger Memorial

Prof. Frankenburger was appointed
to the University staff during the pres-
ideney of John Bascom and served as
head ‘of the speech department for 37
years from 1869 to 1906. As originator
of the Frankenburger oratorical con-
test, still held annually on the campus,
he was known to thousands of Wis-
consin student debators and orators in
an age when public speaking contests
were the most popular events in col-
legiate life.

The Frankenburger fund is to be
held in trust by the Board of Regents.
Contributions will be welcomed. Income
from the fund will be used to promote
scholarship and research in the field
of speech.

Association Scholarships

Two funds in which members of the
Wisconsin Alumni Association have
particular interest are the Julius Ol-
son Scholarship-Loan Fund and the
Allen Shafer Memorial Fund. Individ-
val alumni and alumni clubs all over
the country are contributing to them.

The Olson fund has now passed the
$10,000 mark. It was established in
1944 to aid needy outstanding students.
Prof. Olson was a member of the Scan-
dinavian department from 1884 fto
1935. Few University teachers were
better known on the campus and
throughout the state.

To honor the memory of the Badger
quarterback who died as a result of
an injury received in a football game
at Camp Randall in 1944, the Shafer
fund finances a scholarship presented
annually to an outstanding freshman
athlete.

Another Alumni Association fund is
the Henry L. Green Scholarship set up
recently by John Lord, ’04, Chicago,
former president of the Association, in
honor of his father-in-law. The fund,

being administered jointly by the Uni-
versity of Wisconsin Foundation and
the U.W. Scholarship Trust of the
Chicago Alumni Club, provides an an-
nual stipend of $500 for 10 years. The
first. beneficiary will enter the Univer-
sity this fall.

Large Knapp Fund

Largest of the U. W. “living memo-
rials” is the $2,500,000 Kemper Knapp
bequest. Out of it a revolving loan
fund of $50,000 and a scholarship fund
of $30,000 were set up last year.

Twenty-seven four-year scholarships
are awarded annually to graduates of
Wisconsin and Illinois high schools.
The scholarships, one-third in the
amount of $250, the remainder $125 a
semester, once granted continue
through the undergraduate college ca-
reer, including summer attendance.

Sixteen Knapp scholarships also go
annually to law school students. Stu-

dents interested in applying for Knapp

scholarships may secure blanks from
the Registrar’s office.

Amene Scatt Memorial

A memorial fund honoring Al-
mere L. Scott, director of the de-
partment of debating and public
discussion of the University of
Wisconsin sinee 1914, who died
June 5, will be founded, it was re-
vealed by the Rev. Alfred W. Swan
at funeral services for Miss Scott
in the Madison First Congrega-
tional Church.

Dr. Swan invited organizations
and individuals to contribute to the
fund, which will be used to finance
a speech scholarship.

Other donors believe in inspiring
high standards of scholarship in the
high schools. Among them is Victor
Albright of Madison, who in 1940 gave
the University $5,000 to provide two
annual scholarships of $100 each for
two outstanding Dane County high
school graduates each year. In 1941
Mr. Albright gave another $5,000 for
two annual scholarships to be awarded
students in other counties in alpha-
betical order beginning with Adams
and ending with Wood.

Each scholar chosen for the Albright
scholarships must enter the University
at the opening of the college year fol-
lowing his appointment, enroll in a
standard academic course leading to a
nationally recognized college degree,
carry a regular program, and maintain
an average of “B” to be entitled to the
second semester’s installment.

Four scholarships are annually given
high school graduates of Lincoln
County through the Sigurd L. Odegard
Memorial Educational Fund set up by
Sigurd Odegard in memory of his par-
ents. Each scholarship awarded from
the $20,000 fund continues for four

years unless terminated by the Regents
for miseconduct or poor scholarship.

Oscar Rennebohm, ‘11, Madison
druggist and lieutenant governor of the
state, has also set up $300 scholar-
ships for five high school graduates
annually.

Qil Wells and Old Lace

The will of William H. Kipp, Reeds-
burg tinsmith who went prospecting
for oil in Oklahoma around the turn
of the century, and who gave the Uni-
versity the oil wells, the linens, and
the Havilland china, provides that
when income from his estate is large
enough, a student from each Wiscon-
sin county, beginning with Adams, be
awarded a scholarship in his name. “It
may take a hundred years to do it,”
remarks M. E. McCaffrey, former sec-
retary to the Regents, who is in charge
of the funds, “but eventually Kipp’s
plan will be realized.” The fund is ap-
proaching the point when interest will
be sufficient for the purpose.

Since 1915 students have been ben-
efiting from the will of J. Stephen
Tripp, life-long resident of Sauk
County. He left most of his fortune,
some $600,000, to the University. Tripp
Hall, dormitory for men, and Tripp
Commons dining room in the Memorial
Union have been built with the funds.
A scholarship has been established also
for diligent and needy students.

In 1919 LaVerne Noyes set up a
living memorial fund for all those who
fought in World War I. His will pro-
vided that their tuition, or the tuition
of their descendants, be paid at var-
ious colleges and universities through-
out the country. The University of
Wisconsin receives annually about $1,-
800 from the fund, of which its share
is $60,000.

A TUniversity of Wisconsin student
will this year devote much of his time
to the study of radio news and news
analysis under the “H. V. Kaltenborn
Radio Scholarship.” In 1945 this dean
of American news analysts established
a trust fund of $10,000, the income
from which is to be used for radio
study. Mr. Kaltenborn specified that
the award be made on the basis of
financial need, high scholarship, apti-
tudes for broadcasting, and plans for
a career involving the use of radio.
Kaltenborn is a Wisconsin native son,
having been born in Milwaukee, and
for years was a newspaper man in
Merrill.

Living Memorials

Mary Atwood, member of a pioneer
Wisconsin family and one of the early
women graduates of the State Univer-
sity, set up a memorial fund for her
father and mother. Half of the fund,
which amounts to $20,000, is used for
scholarships, and half for student
loans. The funds are known as the
F. A. Oertel and the Catherine Oertel
scholarship funds.

Another Wisconsin woman to estab-
lish a memorial scholarship was Mrs.



Hattie T. Fisk of Green Bay, who died
in 1925. Known as the William J.
Fisk scholarship, the income of the
fund of $6,000 has for 20 years been
used to encourage high standards of
work at the University.

Another of the Wisconsin-born cit-
izens who kept alive their interest in
their native state was Adah Mae
Schroeder of Summit, N. J. When Mrs.
Schroeder died in 1943 her will was
found to contain provisions for schol-
arships to worthy students. Almost
$17,000 was turned over to the Regents
for the scholarship fund.

William Hagenah, prominent Illinois
lawyer and Wisconsin alumnus, has
given the Law School at the Univer-
sity gifts totalling some $3,500. The
first $1,000 is to be distributed in five
equal annual gifts, each gift to be
awarded by the faculty of the Law
School to some outstanding student on
the basis of scholarship, need, and con-
tribution to the life of the school, such
as editorial work on the Wisconsin
Law Review. The remaining $2,500 is
used for scholarships to student editors
of the Wisconsin Low Review over a
10 year period.

Mrs. George Frazer of Winnetka,
I1L., gave the University $5,000 in 1940
to found a scholarship for a male stu-
dent who has completed at least one
year’s work in residence at the Uni-
versity. Another scholarship annually
given to a sophomore student is the

one contributed by Christian Stein in
1900. Mr. Stein, lacking formal educa-
tion himself, was interested in doing
what he could to provide the benefits
of college education for others.
Martha Gunhild Week, daughter of
a leading pioneer lumberman of nor-
thern Wisconsin who received her bach-
elor of arts degree from the Univer-
sity in 1884, made provisions in her will
for a gift of $5,000 to the University
to establish a scholarship for a woman
student in chemistry. Another woman
graduate, Mrs. Annie Gorham Mars-
ton, of the class of 1867, left her en-
tire estate to the University to estab-
lish the Annie Gorham Fellowship
with $10,000 and the Thomas J. Mar-
ston Scholarship with $25,000. There
are also the Ben L. Ellman scholarship,
the Milton Irwin Shakow scholarship,
and the Kohler Family scholarship.

Group Gifts

Among the groups which have en-
dowed scholarships at the University
are the Chicago alumni of Wisconsin
who, since 1913, have maintained a
fund from which $50 scholarships are
given junior and senior women; the
Junior division of the University
League which gives a $50 scholarship
each year; the American Association
of University Women which gives an-
nually either the Annie Dinsdale Swen-
son scholarship or the Lois K. Rosen-
berry scholarship.

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The Madison Catholic Women’s Club,
which gives to a graduate woman each
year a $100 scholarship; Kappa Kappa
Gamma sorority, which gives to a
woman, preferably a member of the
sorority, a scholarship each year; the
Madison Juvenile Protective Associa-
tion, whose funds established a schol-
arship intended chiefly for freshman
students; the All-American Girls Pro-
fessional Ball League which gives a
four-year scholarship to a girl from
the cities in which the league operates.

Faculty Fellowships

Many persons once prominent on the
University faculty or connected with
the University in one way or another
have established, or had endowed in
their names, scholarship funds for the
benefit of students. Among these are
the Blanche M. Trilling scholarship,
the Elizabeth Waters scholarship, the
Eva S. Perlman and Zona Gale schol-
arships, the Abby Marlatt and Dorothy
Roberts Memorial funds, the Hohlfeld
and Solalinde Memorial scholarships,
the Berkowitz scholarship, and the
Anna Morris Ely scholarship in eco-
nomies.

The will of Charles Kendall Adams,
president of the University from 1892
to 1901, provided for 15 fellowships to
be established in amounts of $10,000
each, the income to be paid to a teach-
ing fellow. These fellowships are
known as the “President Adams Fel-
lowships,” in Greek language and lit-
erature, and in modern history, and
the “Mary M. Adams Fellowships” in
English language and literature, in
memory of his wife.

Other faculty members to endow fel-
lowships were Prof. Harry Steenbock,
who with his sister, Mrs. Robert Brins-
made, gave $15,000 in 1934 and in 1935
to establish a fellowship in home eco-
nomies in honor of their mother, the
“Christine Margaretha Steenbock Fel-
lowship,” and the “Henry Steenbock
Fellowship” in agriculture in/the name
of their father; the Whitbeck fellow-
ship fund of $60,000, its income
awarded annually to graduate students
doing major work in geography.

Special Prizes

Among the prize funds established
for the award of cash annually to out-
standing students are the Edna Glicks-
man prize fund which- annually gives
$50 to a senior woman; the Pi Lambda
Theta fund which makes possible the
presentation of a cash prize each Feb-
ruary to a woman in the school of ed-
ucation; the Logan prize fund which
rewards excellent work in Greek; the
Harry Jerome Memorial fund for eco-
nomics and commerce graduate stu-
dents.

The Wisconsin Alumni Association’s
annual $100 awards to the “outstand-
ing junior man” and “outstanding
Junior woman,” and the Association’s
yearly $100 check to the senior who
has contributed most to the welfare
of the University.

Only students who display high-
grade-getting ability are eligible to
compete for the more than 800 fellow-
ships offered on the University campus.

Candidate Kenny brought the Uni-
versity into another speech when he
said the College of Agriculture should
do more research so farmers could pro-
duce better products at the lowest pos-
sible cost.

U W, Tent Colonists Combine
Summer of Stady With Play

: ITH crisp Spring air turning
into lazy summer heat, a num- -

ber of families from Wisconsin
and other states have packed tents and
camping equipment and come to the
University of Wisconsin.

It isn’t that the Madison campus
goes rustic in midsummer; it’s only
that nestled on the Mendota lakeshore
two miles from the University lie up-
wards of 70 tents, each of which has

become a combination campground and .

scholar’s study.

Every year since 1912 persons from
half a dozen of the Mid-Western states
have come to the University to live in
the summer tent colony and attend the
Summer Session classes. Almost all of
them are graduate students, and most
of them during the winter are prin-
cipals and superintendents of high
schools, professors, and other educa-
tional workers.

In the summer they bring their fam-
ilies to the tent colony while they work
on their master’s or doctor’s degrees,
in this way getting a good, healthy
taste of outdoor life in Wisconsin’s
summer climate, and furthering their
education. Many of them return year
after year to set up housekeeping on
that wooded hillside on the shore of
Lake Mendota.

The University provides 60 small
wooden platforms in the camping area
over which the colonists pitech their
tents, each for a summer rental of five
dollars. :

In charge of the colony and reser-
vations for each summer is Mrs. Al-
bert F. Gallistel, wife of the univer-
sity superintendent of buildings and
grounds, who does the work for the
fun and friendships invoelved, and who
finds it more of a summer pastime than
work. The Gallistels have a summer
cottage ‘“next door” to the colony.
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SCENES AT THE U.W. TENT COLONY on Lake Mendota. where 60 families are

Mrs. Gallistel says that many of her
“tenants” have come back year after
year—in one instance now into the
second generation. Another has been
“camping” for 15 summers off and on,
while a third is an old-timer with mem-
ories of summers at the colony that
span 20 years.

Among the veteran colonists this

summer are 0. W. Seipp, ’41, teacher
in a Ferguson, Mo., high school manual
training department; W. F. Opper-
mann, ’41, Chillicothe, Ohio, education
welfare worker; A. B. McCain, x'41,
Milwaukee high school teacher; R. H.
Meyers, ’35, of the University’s Mil-
waukee extension center; V. R. Plumb,
’42, Beloit High School; O. W. Ander-
son, ‘44, of Rockford, Ill.; A. W.
Krohn, x’46, of Bellville; H. W. Waf-
fle, Davenport, Ia., and Frank Thomas,
of Valley Falls, Kans. :
During ‘th e summer months, when
Wisconsin afternoons reach 90 degrees
and over, the colonists have found that
their grounds, surrounded by willows,

“are usually a full 10 degrees cooler

than the campus and the city of Mad-
ison. In fact, reservations for tent
space have to be restricted to out-of-
town students. Too many, it seems,
have in the past tried to rent their
Madison apartments for the summer,
planning to move to the colony, away
from the sultry city heat. >

So again this year, after a war-
time lull, the summer tent colony, hous-
ing healthy, brown-skinned scholars,
has resumed full activity, with stu-
dents and their families living at an
easy pace and worrying about nothing
but the wind and the water—and a
few examinations.

students. They will be set up some-
where on the campus.

Two other temporary structures will
be put up to relieve crowded conditions
in the department of chemical engi-
neering. One will be erected at the
north end of the present Education-
Engineering Building and the other
north of the Chemical Engineering
Building. .

The University has also purchased
the Kleinheinz Building at 730 Uni-
versity Avenue and the Schlimgen
Building at 1327 University Avenue.
They will be occupied by the Exten-
sion Division.

Blueprints Won't Help

In 10 years you’ll have a hard time
recognizing the Wisconsin campus, but
all the projected improvements and en-
largements won’t even be started by
next fall, when the need for them will
be so great.

Fifteen building projects financed by
legislative appropriations are marking
time, waiting for material and labor.
They include fire-proofing Bascom
Hall, a new Library, a new Dairy
Building, additions to the Chemistry
and Biology Buildings, a new Bacteri-
ology Building, an addition to the Wis-
consin General Hospital, an Ag Short
Course Dormitory, and improvements
at WHA.

Three other building projects which
will be largely self-supporting have
been OK’ed by the Board of Regents
but must wait for shortages to ease..
They are a 450-man dormitory, a 400-
woman dormitory, and a dormitory-
apartment. for married students and
graduate instructors.

The Hagenah plan for remodeling
the lower campus is not yet in the blue-
print stage.

It's the Same All Over

Wiseonsin isn’t alone in its housing
cramps. The University’s problem is
part of a nation-wide shortage of ed-
ucational facilities.

The total of would-be students who
will be turned away this fall from col-
leges and universities unable to handle
the flood of enrollments was given re-
cently as between 400,000 and 500,000,
including 270,000 veterans, by John W.
Snyder, reconversion director.

Snyder reported to President Tru-
man that the country’s colleges will
have a potential student body of 2,-
080,000, but will be able to accommodate
only 1,600,000. His report said educa-
tional institutions need housing, addi-
tions to their plants, highly trained
specialists, equipment, and supplies.

“The difficulties now apparent will
persist for at least four years,” Sny-
der said. He predicted that the peak
of veterans’ enrollment will be in the
fall of 1948, with the first significant
decline in 1950.
