Some of the leading Druggists are now furnishing SrorpErED BorrLEs to their customers for
Prescriptions. Where a bottle stands for days or weeks on a patient’s table, the stopper is a great con-
venience, as well ag ornament. It is desirable to tie the stopper down, or to send the bottle closed with a
oork, leaving the glass stopper tied co the neck till it reaches the patient, as stoppers can be loosened by
rough carrying.

Persons having engraved plates with us can have three dozen or upwards of any size, stoppered, when
we are making their Flint lettered ware of the same size.

When stoppers cannot be easily taken out, grasp the neck in one hand, pressing the thumb strongly against one
side of the stopper. Then with a heavy plece of wood, knock the other side of the stopper upwards. It can also be
