Forensic board has filed com-
plaint with the Student court pre-
paratory to bringing a suit against
Union board for violation of the
former's ‘right to bring speakers
and all forensic talent to the stu-
dents of the university.

Union board is alleged to have
exceeded the time %imit of a con-
tract between the two bodies regul-
ating this activity. Trial has been
set for January 8. !

Claims Disunion Created

‘With the power of - a contract,
Uhnion board has been hringing fa-
mous speakers and lecturers to
Madison during-the past two years.
The c¢ontract has now expired and
it is alleged that the Union has
made arrangements to bring further
forensic talent to the campus with-
out the permission of the Forensic
board.

The complaint states in part
that the action of Union board has
ereated disunion® and inefficiency in
conducting the forensic program;
that it has deprived the student
body of advantageous prices which
the Forensic board could obtain;
and that it has createq unnecessary
conflicts in student government.

Subpoena Board Members
The court is asked in the com-
plaint to make the Union desist
from all activity within the proper
" proyince of Forensic board and to
take necessary action to enforce the
student ruling.
The Student court has issued sub-
poenas to the members of Union
board to appear at the trial.

Suech a theater, Mr. Rupert point-
ed out, is what the immediate fu-
ture holds for Mr. Wilfred's amaz-
ing invention, said to be the first
instrument to make possible the

of [ use of light as a fine art.

He add-
ed that calls were being received
constantly bv Mr. Wilfred for color
organs i mnswull in large private
homes in the east. A church in
Beverly Hills, Chicago, is planning
its' new edifice with the clavilux as
the eentral unit,

The clavil' x is still in its prim-
itive stage of development, Mr.
Rupert  asserted  yesterday,—as
primitive as was the pipe organ
700 years ago.  And yet, he said, it
is quickly making possible a won-
derful new art, the art of ‘light
through the expert development by
its inventor, Mr. Wilfred,

KLATI IS FREED
BY STUDENT COURT,
POSER IS GUILTY

Two ‘Weeks of Deliberation
Brings Decision in Elec-
tion Case

Karl 0. Klath ’26 was found not
guilty and Frederick Poser '26 was
declared guilty in two decisions
reached by the Student eourt last
n}ght_ after two weeks of delibera-
tion in regard to alleged irregular-
itieg in the last election.

_ The penalty inflicted upon Poser
is that “he shall refrain from par-
ticipation in any general student
election whatsoever either as voter,
candidate, campaigner, or in any
other capacity during the remaindat
of his career at the University of
Wisconsin.”

Defendant Confesses.

Klath was first brought to trial
December 1 on three charges, name-
ly, that he had solicited votes with-
in the precincts of a polling place,
and second, that he had written or
caused to be written the names of
two candidates on a slip of paper
and that he had given them to a
voter to influence hig vote. The
third charge is a combination of
the first two. The court in its rul-
ing found the defendant not guilty
on all three charges.

The charge against Poser was
similar to the second against Klath
and the decision of guilty was
reached upon consideration of the
testimony of H. Chun Wu ’26 to
whom the slip with the names writ-
ten upon it was handed, and upon
a signed confession of the defend-
ant admitting the charge. >

Handbills Barred.

The court held that handing a
voter a slip of paper as was done
in the case in question goes beyond
the bounds of personal solicitation
as meant by section 12, article 6
of the Student senate election rules.

The ruling said in part, “The
Student senate régulation was
drawn originally to prevent the usa
of money in campaigns and to pre-
vent unintelligent voting by those
who cannot remember for whom
they wish to vcte, If the present
case were allowed to go unpunished
there would be no recson why un-
lawful campaign material might
not be used in future elections and
the court would be powerless to
distinguish - between  cases that
might arise then and the one under
consideration now. 3

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THE SPIRIT OF GIVING

What a lot of firouble those three magicians
gtarteq 1924 years ago when they gave the first
Christmas presents! At least that’s what poor Dad
is apt to think to himself about this time of the year

when the family pocketbook is attacked from all
sides.
Tn these days of commercialization of almost

everything we are all too apt to think about the ma-
terial thing given or received and not the spirit in
which it is given, or the spirit it typifies.

Not so very long ago in the life of us all there
was a time when the spirit of Santa 'Claus meant a
great deal, when that spirit meant even more than the
gifts we received from fond parents. Gradually we
grew out of that idea, bat it is to be hoped not out of
the spirit of the idca. With increased ~knowledge
and learning we should feel, no matter what ereced we
claim as ours, that there js something deeper than
the mere perfunctory giving of gifts on Christmas.
At this time of the year it would be well if we could
add to the purely happy feeling, to the spirit of giv-
ing, that deeper feeling that all human beings are
capable of, and strive—though often unsuccessfully—
to express the feeling that you and the whole world
are friends and that all’s well with the world. And
it would be well if we could carry that spirit with us
not only at this time of the year but throughout as
much of the rest of the year as is humanly possible.

THE NATIONAL SPORT

When one considers that our “murder rate”
10,000 lives per annum, one might weli imagine mur-
der to be our national pastime. Each year police
commissioners and chiefs of police suggest that dras-
tic steps be taken to prevent the sale of pistols. This
js a matter for federal jurisdiction, as state legisla-
tion would be ineffective. We do not assume that
the criminal class can be altogether deprived of these
murderous weapons, but we do believe that obstacles

is

help to render less popular the ‘“national sport of as-
sassination”, as the Springfield Republican cals it.

Police Commissioner Wilson of Boston, in his an-
nual report to’the legislature, recommended that .a
law be passed that would prohibit the advertising of
firearms by mail-order houses and their sale to un-
authorized persons. At present one may purchase a
gun by giving one day’s notice, without a permit.

The most outstanding step taken in this direction
thus far has been taken by Sears Roebuck & Co..who
have withdrawn entirely from the firearms trade be-
cause they could not serve any longer, conscientiously,
as agents for the aiding of murderers, 5 ;

This step did that house great honor. If public
opinion should demand similar action of other mail-
order houses, it would be a step in the right direction,
but much more needs to be done. In view of the num-
ber of murders here, which is the largest in the
world, it is likely that good might come from an ex-
haustive study of the situation by a commission ap-
pointed by Congress.

TUTANKHAMEN

“Being a king of Egypt.” Ah,'what visions this |

phrase must surely conjure up in even the most pro-
saic among us! However, if you would like to see
how a poet treats this matter you shoulg read “Tut-
ankhamen” by Prof. W. E. Leonard of the English
department in his latest volume ‘Tutankhamen and
After” (B. W. Huebsch Inc.),

He leads his reader on, showing the contrast he-
tween “Egyplian silence in-the rock-hewn hill” and

all that goes with it, and the modern pandemonium |

typified by “San Francisco’s newsboys” and the noise
of twentieth eentury indusiry in which King Tut
found himself when his tomb was so rudely disturbed
OVEer a year ago.

The poet notes that we spare flowers because they
are our contemporaries, that we reverence the graves
of those who have died recently, yet we do not hesi-
tate to disturb King Tut’s remains because he lived
20 long ago.

“So long ago?” in comparison with the pre-his-
toriec men we have learned of so recently through dis-
coveries and excavations, did King Tut live so long
ago? Between Egypt and us lies the wreck of Greece
and Rome, yet in comparison with Time our histories
are but one; King Tut’s ways are . ours. The only
thing that really endures is art, of which one form
is poetry.

RECRUITING FOR THE LIT

The Lit was out yesterday and has been favorably
reviewed by a Cardinal staff ervitic. It iz a good
number; there is more in it than a possible study of
student thought and ability, It is  interesting, and
there is some- poetry that is not without inspiration.

But all this is not to the point. It is not our in-
tention to write another review. The point is that
a publication of the type of the Wisconsin Literary
Magazine is made by its public. Students will write
what their readers desire and in many cases will
write as well as their readers demand—as do the com-
mercial writers of the day.

The fact that an article is sharply criticized is
no good reason why the author is devoid of all ability.
He wili undoubtedly be spurred on to better work. If
he feels that a considerable portion of the student
body—that body to which he belongs—is reading his
stories or essays or poetry and that they are passing
judgment on: it, he will feel that at least he has re-
eeived some acknowledgment for his efforts.

How many contributors to the Lit seldom if ever
hear anything said about their work execept the praise
of personal friends or the scoffs of personal rnemies?

The University of Wiseonsin should whole-heart-
edly support the Lit as other large universities sup-
port their publications of the type It is true that
literary magazines are never so popular as comic,
nor c¢an they have the run of a news sheet, but there
is no good reason why they should have any dif-
ficulty in maintaining themselves, and that hand-
somely.
