DROP MORE IN
L. & S. THAN IN
OTHER COLLEGES

A total of 233 students of all
classes were dropped from the Col-
lege of “Letters and Science of the
university at the end of the first
semester this ‘year, according to
figures announced today by Dean
G. C. Sellery, after the handling of
all eases had been completed.

This total represents about five
per cent of the 4,644 students en-
rolled in the 'college during the
semester.

Dean Sellery did not have of-
ficial figures of the number drop-
ped in other colleges of the uni-
versity—engineering,  agriculture,
law, medicine, etc.—but satd that
not more than 25 students had been
dropped by all the other colleges
‘combined. Tho total number drop-
ped by the entire university does
not exceed 260, or about three per
cent of the 7,368 studetns enrolled,
he declared.

“The number dropped in the oth-
er colleges on the eampus is neec-
essarily very much smaller than in
Letters and Science, since students
in the other colleges generally
come with definite goals and pre-
paration. The students who go to
the college without any -definite
plans naturally enter the College
of Letters and Science;” Dean Sell-
ery stated.

In the College of ILetters and
Science out of a total of 1,976 jun-

6,975 ENROLLED
THIS SEMESTER

Slight

The Cardinal

Increase ©Over Last
Year; L. and S.

Gains

A total of 6,975 students enroll-
ed in the University of Wisconsin
for the second semester this year,
as compared with 6,968 for the
second semester last year. The re-
gistrar has just announced these
figures after waiting to check all
withdrawals, graduations and oth-
er changes during the opening
weeks of the semester.

The difference between th2 en-
rollments of the two semesters is
almost the same this year as it
was last. This year 7,368 enrolled
in September, and 6,976 in Febru-
ary. Last year 7,344 enrolled in
September and 6,968 in February.
Because of the mid-year gradua-
tion of seniors, withdrawals, and
other reasons, second semester en-
rollment is always smaller than
fall enrollment.

The College of Letters and Sei-
ence enrolled this semester 4,648
as compared with 4,555 last Feb-
ruary. The College of Engineering
now has 1,087 as_compared with
1,164 last February. The College
of Agriculture now has 804 as com-
pared with 796 last February.

The Medical school has 139 stu-
dents, as compared with 156 last
February. The School of Music
has 107 as compared with 111 last
yvear. The Law school has enrolled
190 this semester.

GATHER ON

HILL TO WATCH MOON ECLIPSE

All nature lovers who were
abroad last night from 8:28 to
10:36 " o’clock observed a partial
eclipse of the moon.

According to observations by
Professor Voel Stebbins and his
astronomy students at Washburn
observatory the eclipse began ap-
proximately at 8:28. At 9:32
o’clock five-eighths of the moon’s
surface was obscured. The eclipse
was over at 10:36 o’clock.

The eclipse was visible to the
entire western hemisphere. In 18
years, 11 days and eight hours this
event will be repeated and may be
seen in the south-west.

An eclipse occurs because our
moon is passing through the-shad-
ow of the earth. As seen through
the telescope of the observatory
the left corner of the moon was
blotted over with a cloudy shadow

inner edge, :
edge. %

It is the inner edge™awhich the
astronomer especially watches. It
is this disc-shaped shadow ‘which

proves that the earth is a globe,
as first expounded by Christopher

with a fillmy outer edge and dark |

R

Columbus, for a globe is the only
shape that casts a circular shadow.

A moon eclipse is of no scienti-
fic importance to astronomers oth-
er than that only at such a time
can a cross-section of the earth be
seen.

That the star Beta Ceti has in-
creased from two to three times in
size due to terrific internal upheav-
als, is an interesting but doubtful
statement, accordine to Professor
Stebbins. He has been observing
the star but has noticed no change
in its brilliancy.

“The report” he states, “is prob-
ably an error or pure rumor”.

Scientists at the Yerkes observ-
atory of the University of Chicago
under Prof. E, B. Frost, director,
have been the first to call attention
to ‘the star.

CURB CRIME BY
HELPING YOUTH
TO VOCATIONS

By INTERVIEWER

How can crime be prevented?

This question which has perplex-
ed criminologists and sociologists,
as well as professional “Sherlock
Holmes” of police fame, was com-
mented upon yesterday by Prof. J.
L. Gillin of the sociology depart-
ment as follows:

“If preventative meausres are
taken with the children, many of
the feeble minded, the potential
criminals, will learn useful oceupa-
tions and become self supporting.

“Fewer delinguencies would oc-
cur- among this group, and those
who still tended toward criminality
could be prévented from becoming
confirmed criminals by the proper
supervision of probation officers in
the home communities.” !

The way to cure criminals is to
prevent them from becoming crim-
inals, Professor Gillin states. The
answer sounds easy, but the ampli-

fication involves many important
factors, as Professor Gillin ex-
plained:

“The average man who is sent
to prison for the first time has be-
come a criminal by aceident be-
cause he is mentally incompetent
to resist inducements to do wrong.

“Two bills are before the legisla-
ture at present which are direct
stepts towards ‘bettering existing
conditions in the state. One bill
provides for adding enough mem-
bers to the staff of the state psy-
chologist in order that the school
children of the state may be given
mental tests to determine their
mental ecapacities. The second
proposed bill provides for a state
subsidy of $100 for each subnor-
mal pupil enrolled in a special class
for backward pupils in any dist-
riet,

REACH FARM WOMEN

The question of how the Agric
Triangle club could best co-operate
with the FEuthenic club was the
subject discussed at the Euthenic
club meeting held Thursday night
at 7:15 in Lathrop parlors.

The great need of reaching the
women on the farms was shown
when Mr. Perkins of the Ag. Tri-
angle club dedglared that 85 per
cent of the women and eirls on the
farms, over 14 years of age were
not in contact with any school.

The purpose of this co-opera-
tion is not only to enable us to zain
leadership, and to ‘urnish enter-
tainment, but to heln the farmers
with thier problems and ecarry
some of the scientific facts learn-
ed here to the people with whom
we come in contact,” declared Mr.

“Let us have a new thought
movement. Let it not be said that
any student is so engrossed in
curricular and extra-curricular ac»
tivities that he is digging his own
spiritual grave,” Dr. Mott conclud-
ed.

Many Attend
Convocation

A resume of the alarming world
outlook today and remedial meas-
ures by which the American uni-
versities have the opportunity to
assist in restoring nations to rela-
tions free of suspicion and ani-
mosity, were offered by Dr. John
R. Mott, international Y. M. C. A.
secretary, at the all-university
convocation, yesterday afternoon.

Lathrop gymnasium was packed
to capacity by students, instruectors
and Madison citizens, to hear Dr.
Mott speak on “The Present World
Situation and Its Demand of the
American University.” -

“I never was so alarmed regard-
ing the world outlook as I am to-
day,” Dr. Mott declared in opening
his address. “I am not an alarm-
ist nor a pessimist, but the condi-
tions merit doubt. The world is in
a state of suspicion and irritation,
and lacks the fundamentals of un-
ity. One nation is arrayed against
another, and inflamed —with hatred
and distrust.

“My alarm is not so much at
impending failure across the sea,
but that the United States will
miss the second coming of -oppor-
tunity.” the speaker said.

“American wuniversities are the
strategic battleground of the Unit-
ed States to bring about befter
conditions. If we can win out there
the rest will be easy. We must
seek to master and take the Tead
in propogating the principls of the
life of Jesus Christ. ‘I am not my
broq\er’s keeper’ must be changed
to § am my brother’s brother’, if
we are to bring about a spirit of
forgiveness and repentance among
nations.

PROF. HERTZLER
PUBLISHES HIS
NEWEST BOOK

A book, “The History of Utopian
Thought,” by Prof. J. O. Hertzler
of the KEconomics department re-
cently has been published.

An analysis of representative u-

topias and the agencies through
which perfection was sought has
been made by Professor Hertzler.
In the first part of the book a por-
tion is devoted to the utopian idesg
of the Hebrew prophets of the
Bible, the Kingdom of Jesus, and
the City of God as visualized by
Augustine, “The predictions and
conceptions of a utopian state of
perfection as found in the Bible
may be interpreted as an attempt
made by certain ancients with uto-
pian ideals to alleviate the miser-
‘able social condition of their people
" by visualizing - imaginary havens
where the current tribulations did
not exist,” asserted Professor
Hertzler in commenting on his
book yesterday afternoon.

“Modern wutopians however. do
not portray some distant, vision-
ary land of ideal eonditions but
aim to remedy present evils
through gradual evolution.

“Most of the oustanding utop-
ians have advocated co-education,”
contihued Professor Hertzler. A-
mong those who stressed it are
Moore, Bacon and especially Plato
who believed in absolute equality
between the sexes.

PHYSICISTS SPORT
WITH ELECTRONS

Ever try speaking up on an el-
ectron unaware, and get a good
look at one? The stut-~*s in the
physies department come quite
close to that.

A stream of electrons is forced
through a small opening onto a
plate. A bright spot is seen where
the stream strikes:the plate. The
electrons are subjected to a known
magnetic force. which deflects the
stream, and the spot on the plate
moves,

From - the deflection of the
stream and the lencth of the path
the radius of the path of the elct-
ron is computed. The velocity with
which the electron moves is found
to be about 11,600 miles per second.
The ratio of the charge of eleetri-
city on-the electron to its mass is
also found from the conditions of
the experiment,

The “flunk-
er getsthe chance here to re-instate
himself in time to enter the reg-
ular session in the fall. The most
compitent student in the university
who is completing his course in less
than four years, is also in attend-
ance during the summer. Teach-
ers, numbering 2653, made up more
than one-half of the total enroll-
ment of 4724, 2
“The summer session has always
been planned especially for teach-
ers, The first session in 1898 gave
only review courses for teachers
in the college of letters and sci-
ence,” Goodnight continued.
During the last session, that of
1922, the education department

{ gave 3736 credits, more than twice

the number of credits given in the
next most popular department, ee-
onomics, which granted 1998 cred-
its. The teaching staff for the
1923 session will be about double
that of the present year.

Regular session undergraduates
of this university enrolled in the
summer session in 1922 numbered
1487, those from other institutions
totaled 1780. Some of these stu-
dents were “flunkers”, but they do
not typify the group.

Graduate students registered in
the graduate school reached the to-
tal of 318 Wisconsin graduates, and
401 from other schools. The num-
ber of graduates not registered in
the graduate school was 161 for
Wisconsin and 498 from orger -
stitutions.
~ The total number of teachers en-
rolled consisted of 314 wunivérsity,
college: and mormal sehool teach-
ers, 151 superintendents and prin-
cipals, 1824 high school teachers
and 864 other teachers. Of  this
number 956 were teachers in Wis-
consin schools.
