In looking up occupants of buildings, thoroughly scan the pages cited to, as 

often two or more of the same, or of a different name, will be found on the same 

page. Ina city of this size one citation covers all members of the family of the 

same name.

the Philadelphia system is used, i. e., the first number on the first block therefrom 

is number 1; the first number on the second block 101, and so on, the odd num- 

bers appearing on the east and south side of streets.
