BOOK FAIRS IN INDIA AND PAKISTAN 

Ripples of contagious excitement about book fairs are spreading in ever 
widening circles of influence within the States and without, touching many 
parts of the world. The Indian boys examining books on the COVER were 
photographed in New Delhi during a six-weeks’ exhibit sponsored by the 
United States Information Agency. They are looking at the same books 
that Washington, D.C. boys and girls saw at their book fair last November. 
Children’s Book Guild of Washington, the Washington Booksellers Asso- 
ciation and the Children’s Book Council co-sponsored the Washington 
Post Book Fair. At the close of the Post’s 14th annual fair last November, 
it donated 3,000 children’s books to the U.S.I.A., which arranged for the 
displays of books to be gala events in Karachi, Pakistan and New Delhi, 

India. Ten thousand children flocked to see the American books in Pakistan 
and even greater numbers viewed the exhibits in India. Plans are now 
being made by the U.S.I.A. to tour Africa with the children’s books that 
will be shown at Washington’s 1963 book fair.

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CELEBRATING LANGUAGES 

Children who speak French and Spanish or who are studying these 
languages will be delighted “to cheer along with” Pogo and his friends by 
Walt Kelly, as shown in Spanish and French above. Emerald-blue in color, 
these joyful foreign streamers are 20 cents each. 

One reason for cheering is that there are more new and recent children’s 

books available in foreign languages. Five unusual ones include Basy 
Exepuanr Goes To Curva, by Joslin and Weisgard, in Chinese (Harcourt) ; 
Tue Roap To Acra, and Mirtam both by Sommerfelt, in Norwegian (both 
Criterion) ; THe Russtan Atpuaset Boox by Parker, in Russian (Coward) 
and Bravo Marco! by Priolo in Italian (Parnassus). 

Latin is represented by Milne’s Winnie Itte Pu (Dutton), and 
Ferpinanpus Taurus by Leaf (McKay). In a series of other romance 
languages as well as Latin, plus German, is Potter’s Tare or PETER
