kidded within the Forest. Animals under six month of age at the time of entering the
Forest will not be cfinted or charged for and should not be included inthe grazing
application.

Applications for the grazing of sheep or goats should show the number of animals
which it is expected will lamb or kid while on the Forest.

Grazing applications must be made by the actual owner of the stock and not by
parties holding it on shares or under hire; the rights of share holders will be con-
sidered in approving applications.

Each bona fide settler in or near the National Forest is allowed to graze free of
charge 10 head of milch cows or work animals, which are in actual use for such pur-
poses. The few head of stock in actual use by prospectors, campers and travelers,
and saddle, pack and work animals actually used in caring for stock grazed under
permit will be allowed free. No grazing application is necessary for such animals.

With the exceptions mentioned above all stock grazed on the National Forest must
be under permit, and stock owners who do not submit applications for ALL their
stock on the Forest will be required to remove the excess namber, or submit supple-
mental application.

Applications for grazing permit for the season of 1910 should be filed with .the
Forest, Supervisor, or other Forest officer, on or before February 20, 1910, and ap-
plications received after that date cannot be considered if the total number of stock
g allowed to graze on the Forest has been filled. (See Reg. 51—Use Book.)

All applications for cattle should be accompanied by calf tally and number of stock
sold during the past year. During the season of 1910 each permittee will be requir-
ed to place on the range allotted him a definite amount of salt for the nummber of stock
covered by his permit. (See Rec. 62—Use Book.)

Application blanks and any further information in regard to grazing may be se-
cured from any Forest officer in the field or from the Supervisor.
