*“The eleven fraternifies on pro-
bation were the first to have their
records for the second semester ex-
dmined,” declared the dean ‘“and
we were agreeably surpﬂsed to find
that all of them have raised their
scholastic averages above the re-
quired grade.”

First Under Rule

This group of fraternities was
_the first to come under the ruling
passed by the Student’s Life and
In'terests Committee last year re-
qu:rmg that the members of all or-|
ganized groups maintain an aver-
age of 1.0, equal to all “fairs” ‘or
better. Anv eroup falling below
that average was to be placed on
probation for one semester before
any disciplinary action would be
iaken. In the event that the aver-
age of the active chapter did not
rise above 1.0 the second semesier,
social initiation privileges of the
fraternity were to be taken away.
The ruling was approved by /ths
Interfraternity Council, represent-
ing all men’s organizations.

DEMOGRAGY NOT

NEW IN GERMANY/

—FREIDRICH

Grew Out of Old Institations,
Declares International
Representative

“Democracy did not come into
Germany in 19187 declared Dr. G,
J. Freidrieh. of the Institute of In-
ternational Education in his talk
vesterday afternoon on “The Ge:s-
man Coneeption of Democracy.’
“Democracy was not a foreign ele-
ment. injeeted into German politics;
it was the outgrowth of institu-
ticns in that eountry reaching back
to the Holy Roman Empire.”

Mr. Freidrich pointed out eariy
in his talk that democracy is ofi.
en used synonomously in this eoun-
try with republie. but that demoe-
*acy is alseo possible in a monavchy
such as England. ¥

He ftraced the h:sTsry of Germ
any, stressing the 1mport¢mc‘e of the
cities in the politieal development
of that eountry. “The freemen ras
fréom serfdom to the protecting
walls of cities. There they accept-
ed the status of citizenship whier

recognized privileges ecoroilary to
duties.”
Aecording te the speaker, the

democratic movément in Germany
in 1848 was but an outgrowth of
this idea of citizenship. “In spite
of the wunification of Germany by
Bismarek,” Mr. Freidich stated,
“the idea of privileges as well as
duties has remained in the German's
mind. Whereas the English empha-
size the “rights” of a citizen, the
demoeratic epneeption in Germany
has ineluded a section in the Con-
stitution of 1919 headed “rights and
duties of ecitizenship.”

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FORWARD!

While in Chicago the past week
end, a friend of ours asked just|
how many Bolshevists there were at
the University of Wisconsin, We
were not surprised at the question
because it has been put to us on
numerable occasions of visits  to
Chicago. Three years ago we flew
off the handle when a neighbor
suggested that in choosing Wiscon-~
gin for a university education we
would return at the end of four
years a full-fledged Socialist. But
after a short while, one comes to
appreciatel ignorance and, with the
old saying “consider the source,”
bass such remarks off as coming
from one who knows not whereof
he speaks.

Wisconsin is mherently Progres-
sive; progress. is the very life blood
of both state and university. A pi-
oneer, Wisconsin early adopted the

motto “Forward.” For many years, !

under the able control of the elder
La Follette, reforms were made,
new systems were tried, which at
the time seemed foolish if not rad-
ical. Time passed judgement and
the “radical ideas out in Wisconsin”

were adopted by a majority of the'

states. True progress has been
made. Grateful for Mr., La Fol-
lette’s services within the state, the
voters sent him to Washington
where “Fighting Bob” found him-
self merely one of many, ne longer
the head of a commonwealth. He
was arraigned against the majority
and so was called radical.. Whether
he was or not, we do not care to dis-
cusg here—this is not  a political
eulogy. We have long disagreed
with much of what Robert M. La
Tollette was fighting for, The fact
remains.that the Wisconsin senator
wag called radical.
As a natural result, the smte was
. 1abeled radical. Following the rule
of sequence, the university received
a like cognomen. The Chicago Tri-
bune, entrenched behind the barri-
ers of vested interests, gloated in
riding La Folette, and so the uni-
versity. Pernicious articles have ap-
peared for years in that organ slure

‘every bit of scandal floating out of

teneleg is the fact that many far-

ring the universily, picking up
Madison.  Chicagoans and Middle-
westerrers have accepted such ar-
bicles as representing the real life
at Wisconsin, We are a “second
Sodom,” a “den-of iniquity,” and
so on. - Parents.from that district
who believe such stories,.send their
sons and daughters to other uni-
versities, marvelling at the credu-
lous’ parents who send their children
to Madison.

It is not a pleasant feeling to
have this misapprehension so ram-
pant in the Middlewest, but there
seems little to be done about it,
What ¢an be done, - and partlc-
ularly by those school teachers at-
tending the summer session, ig to
squash such untruths whenever
they are announced. You who are
here now can carry the gospel to
your communities' and explain to
the ignorant the true spirit of Wis-
consin symbolizéd - in ‘the motto
“Forward.”

EVOLUTION AND THE
EARMER

Among the major social inconsis-

mers are ,or think they are, anti-ev-
nlutionists. The theory of specia/
creation finds many of its strongest
adherents in the -rural districts.

This is an incomsistency because
the farmer, of all classes of man-
kind, lives close to evolution  at
work., Had evolution never been,
there would be noe farmer—or per-
haps it were hetter to say every one
would have to be g farmer after 3
fashion. Were evolution to cease
functioning, the farmer as he now
exists would go out of business,

It is evidence of the conservatism
of the agriculturist that the same
man who read that the late Luther
Burbank had succeeded in <creating
a new type of sweet corn and who
ordered some seeds of that corn
and planted it could still assert that
everything in the universe was cre-
ated in its present state and con-
dition, It is evidence of something
Jpore than conservatism that that
same farmer should attempt to im-
pose his- own belief on others, to
bridle all scientific thought, by his
support of legislation banning the
teaching of evolution, T

The fact of evolution and its con-

stantly moving processes are im-{

portant to every man, but to no one
are they so important as to the far-
mer, When the farmer rejects ev-
olution he forswears something
that, directed by nature’s devices
and man’s skill, has turned the wild

plant into the tame one, the wild |

beast into the domestic animal, the
tame plant and the domestic animal
into better plants and animals;
which hag” faithfully improved the
stock in trade of the farmer and
therefore has benefited his lot.
__If the farmer is to reject evolu-
tion, the accepted theory of all sei-
ences, and one of the foundation
stonew of all scientific thinking, how
is he to accept logically the mul-
titude of aids which science has
achieved for his benefit?

Was it not science which taught
the farmer the principles of fertil-
ization, gave him the knowledge he
now enjoys concerning the mineral
properties and needs of the soil, dis-
covered for him the nitrogen-fixing
bacillus and the value of e¢rop ro-
tation? Was it not science which
aided the farmer in his chronie
fight against insect pests and plant
and animal diseases? Was it not
science which ¢reated the machinery
which has taken some of the back-
ache out of agriculture?

Seience has aided the farmer in
these ways and many more. The
farmer should support science in re-
turn instead of standing against it.
He doeg stand against the advance-
ment of all seience when he refuses
to allow scientific  freedem in his
schools,  Evolution 'does mnot stand
alone. It is part and. parcel of all
scientifie ' thought and research. It

cannot be eut out without damag-
ing the whole scientific body. It is

a vital organ, not 4 meaningless ap-~

pendage.
Science  lives on freedom and
truth, It feeds on fact. Curb it

in its search for truth and fact,
limit its freedom of reasoming and
conclusion, and. it atrophies | and
dies. This is what anti-evolution
laws do; they chain science; they
will kill geience.
