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UW-Illini vie for “Little Eight” léad

The Wisconsin Badgers will
meet Illinois Saturday at Camp
Randall Stadium for first-place.

That's right folks, the Badgers
and the Fighting Illini will begin
their battle at 1 p.m. Saturday for
the top spot in the “‘Little Eight”’,
the triple-A minor league for the
“Big Two.”

AFTER BEING TREATED to a
56-0 shellacking two weeks ago
against its parent club in the “Big
Two’’, Ohio State, Wisconsin
returned to its own league last
Saturday. The Badgers, aided by
eight Northwestern fumbles and
the sparkling running of one of the
“Little Eight's” better backs,
Billy Marek, defeated Nor-
thwestern, 17-14.

[llinois is coming off a 21-19
upset victory over ‘‘Little Eight”
powerhouse Michigan State last
Saturday at East Lansing.

Last Saturday’s Wisconsin
victory, coupled with a thrilling
17-14 victory over pitiful Purdue
gives the Badgers a 2-0 record in
the *‘Little Eight.”” Unfortunately
for Wisconsin, things got a little
out of hand during its non-
conference schedule, and the
Badgers are now 3-4 overall.

At the start of the season
Wisconsin had high hopes, in fact
the Badgers applied for mem-
bership to the ‘Big Two".
However, Wisconsin“flunked its
entrance exam on opening day,
losing 23-6 to the other half of the
“Big Two’’, Michigan.

WISCONSIN COACH JOHN
JARDINE and the rest of the
“Little Eight” coaches like to talk
in terms of a ‘‘Big Two”-*‘Little
Eight” merger. They talk of
something called the Big Ten.

“We can determine our own
destiny now,” Jrdine said about
the Illinois game. “If we can win
the rest of our games we can finish
no lower than third (in the Big

Ten). The game will be a very
important one for both teams.
We’'ll both be fighting for a top
position in the conference.”

The Badgers will be fighting
against an Illinois team which is
third in total offense in the Big Ten

(first in the ‘‘Little Eight.”’)

Sophomore Kurt Steger has
developed into a fine passer. He
has hit on 59 of 116 for 868 yards
with six touchdowns, including
three against the Spartans last
Saturday.

“ILLINOIS HAS A good tight
end (Joe Smalzer) and some good
receivers (Jeff Chrystal and
Frank Johnson),” Jardine said.
“That guy (Steger) can really
throw, and they made some great
catches against Michigan State.”

The Illini running game is keyed
by senior Lonnie Perrin. who has
rushed for 468 yards in 82 carries.
Jim **Chubby’" Phillips backs up
Perrin at tailback and has gained
382 vards. this season.

“Perrin is a hell of an athlete,”
Jardine said. ‘*“When he’s healthy
he is as good of a back as there is
in this conference, and Chubby
Phillips is also a fine back.”

[llinois” potent passing attack
will have to face the Big Ten's
leading pass defense. Opponents
passed for only 389 yards in seven
games against Wiscosin.

OF COURSE, this hasn’t hurt
those opponents all that much
since the Badgers' defense has
givenup an average of 340.3 yards
on the ground.

Wisconsin's offense will face an
Illinois defense which is different
than any its seen before. It is
basically a pro set with four
linemen, three linebackers and
four backs. However, Illinois
usually moves one or two of the
linebackers up to form a five or
six-man line.

The Illini defensive line
averages 233 pounds, including 6
foot 8 inch, 251 pounds Walter

- Graham at right end. “They're

big up front,” Jardine said.
“Probably bigger than anyone
we've played this season.”

Jardine admits that this unusual
college defense will be strange for
the Badgers’ offensive line. ‘“Now
our guards will have somebody
right on their noses,” he said.
“They are used to blocking on
linebackers. Our tackles are used
to having somebody on their
noses, but now nobody will line up
directly over them.”

ILLINOIS IS FOURTH in total
defense in the Big Ten, and as
Jardine said, ‘‘Nobody has been
able to take them up front and
ram it down the field. You have to

Competitive Morgan still waiting

Mike Morgan is to the Wisconsin offensive back-
field what the Boston Red Sox were to the 1975

' World Series; classy, competitive, explosive, a time
bomb always one tick away from detonation.

Billy Marek is to Mike Morgan what the Cin-
cinnati Reds were to the Boston Red Sox in the
recent Fall Classic; celebrated, tenacious, skilled,
just a step ahead.

FOR TWO YEARS NOW, Mike Morgan has run
stubbornly in the shadow of the cannonballing back
named Marek and watched him become, in less
than three varsity seasons, the highest scoring
football player in Big Ten history.

Both Marek and Morgan are tailbacks by trade.
The senior Marek, as has been the custom during
his career at Wisconsin, is a member of the starting
lineup.

The sophomore Morgan, except for a brief stint
this season as first-string Z-back, is destined to
conclude his second campaign in a relief role. He
accepts and performs his chores with studied
patience.

“It’s not especially frustrating,” Morgan said of
his pursuit of Marek. “Everyone wants to play. If he
(Marek) was an average back getting average
vardage, I'd say, ‘give me a chance to be average
too.” As an All-American, it means I have to wait my
turn.”

YET THE FACTS of the tailback derby do not
fully confirm the essence of Morgan's resignation.
It became a trademark of the spring and early fall
practices to hear a beaming John Jardine recount
the neck-and-neck struggle between the two
Chicago-bred tailbacks.

Why, then, weren’t Morgan’s eye-opening fresh-
man statistics—85 rushes for 461 yards, an average
of 5.4 yards per carry, plus eight touchdowns—not
sufficient reason to momentarily dislodge Marek
from his starting position.

“‘He had to have a chance,”’ explains Morgan.
“When we were down and losing he wasn't com-
pletely bad and he wasn’t completely good when we
were winning. It would’ve been a bad move to take
him out. He would’ve been in a bad frame of mind.
We had faith-in him and he came through against
Northwestern.”

Marek rushed for 198 yards and the winning
touchdown in last Saturday’s 17-14 Homecoming
victory over the Wildcats. Except for handling
punts and kick-offs, Morgan did not touch the ball,
or appear once for that matter, with the offensive
unit. ‘It didn’t really bother me until the game was
over and I realized that I didn’t play,”” he said.

IN DRAMATIC CONTRAST to last year, Morgan
has carried the football only 25 times for a total of
121 yards. His lone 1975 touchdown was scored on a
41-yard pass from Charles Green against South
Dakota. i

“I've contributed little to the very limited success
of our team,” he declared. ‘I wanted to top my
stat’s of last year. I thought that if I improved, I
should be able to contribute to the team. I haven’t
done it.”

To help soften the candid self-criticism, Morgan
added, “The whole offense isn’t doing as well as last -
year, and the team as a whole isn’t doing as well, so
that has to mean that individuals can’t do as well
either.”

Where have you gone...Pat Matzd

The slender man lay in the foam
pit. his mouth open. the long fiber
glass bar above him quivering. He
covered his eyes with his hand in
surprise and bewilderment as if to
shield out the light which would
flash on him from all over the
world.

The noise was deafening and on
the televised tape of the jump,
veteran track announcer Ralph
Boston screamed with childlike
enthusiasm, “I don’t believe it!
He made it! He made it! I do not
believe it!”

PAT MATZDORF, Sheboygan
and Wisconsin’s Pat Matzdorf,
had broken the world record in the
high jump, a record which had
stood untouched for eight years.
Ralph Boston could be excused for
his disbelief. Pat Matzdorf might
have had trouble comprehending
it himself.

“I had had a good season up
until then. I really popped up
there though,” Matzdorf said,
looking back on that July 3rd
afternoon in 1971.

To track and field people, Pat
Matzdorf was not an unknown. He
had won the NCAA indoor high
jump championships. At the
Big Ten meet in the winter
preceeding the record, he had
cleared 7 foot, 3 inches to tie the
American Record Indoors.

Still, Matzdorf was not con-
sidered the reigning American
king of the high jump.

“I JUST HADN'T been the
established guy,” he points out.

Veteran Reynaldo Brown had
beaten him at the AAU Cham-
pionships, and Matzdorf had
finished fifth in the NCAA out-
door. Then cam the US. -
U.S.S.R. World All-Star meet.

High jumping is a funny event,
with its competitors enjoying
great psychological upsurges at
certain times. Matzdorf felt such
a surge of energy on the day of the

meet. The bar went up and up,
past Matzdorf’s personal best of

7'3"". He made an American record
of 74 1/2”" on his second jump/
srown went out. The bar was
raised to 7’6 1/2”, one centimeter
over the record, held by Russia’s
Valeri Brumel. On his second try

. Matzdorf sailed over. It was a

feat, which, according to “Sports
Illustrated’’, was recognized on
“the banks of the Euphrates.”” The
world greeted him.

Matzdorf won many awards
that year, here and abroad. He
was a track and field celebrity
lerer—u=!

HIS NEXT YEAR, however,
Matzdorf was grounded fairly
effectively by nagging injuries
and a freak accident in which he
spiked himself. It was a

frustrating year for the world
record holder. He jumped well
only a couple of times.

After finishing at Wisconsin, he
went to California to work and
train. Shortly, however, the
Midwest called him back. He now
lives in Madison, with his wife
Peggy. He’s doing post-graduate
work at Wisconsin. But he's
jumping too, and jumping well,
training with university track
coack Bill Perrin, the man who
helped him get the record.

A couple of things have
changed, though.

First of all, the world record in
the high jump no longer belongs to

Matzdorf. Dwight Stones, the
brash kid from Southern
California, the holder of the

(he jumped once on the show), the
Olympic bronze medalist from
Munich, now holds the world
record. He set it in 1973 against
the West Germans. 7'5-5/8’".

The Olympics are not an all
consuming desire for the former
world “record holder. He’s an
intelligent man, with many things
on his mind, many interests. But
the 1976 Olvmpics is there.

‘ Understandably, Pat Matzdorf
would like to go.

style. He set the world recora
with a straddle style, a variation
on conventional high jump
techniques, with the jumper
facing the bar. Now he’s switched
to the ‘“‘the flop”, a style first

utilized by Dick Fosbury. Most
world class jumpers jump this
way, including Stones. The
jumper uses a straighter ap-
proach and in essence, backs over
the bar.

“1 WASN'T GOING anywhere
with the straddle,”” Matzdorf said.
*““The flop provided a new
stimulus. I felt that with the
success I had in my first few at-
tempts with the flop, I could be
successful with it.” :

He HAS been successful, this
year, going 7’4 1/2"” with the new
technique. This gives him another
world record of sorts, having the ,
highest total when adding per-
sonal bests with both
techniques,14’-10 1/2”’. His jump
now tied as the third highest
jumper in the world, has finished
a good summer of jumping in
Europe.

Now, it’s an Olympic year.
What happens?

“I just want to get in as many
meets as possible because 1 need
experience with the flop,”’he said. |
“I want to get a reasonable |
schedule which will point to the |
Olympic trials.” |

MATZDORF THINKS that after
Stones and Pan-American champ
Tom Woods, things ‘‘are pretty
even’’. Following Matzdorf’s 7’ 4-
1/4"" are, three Americans, at

jumped fairly high at one time or
another. Olympic years are
doubly difficult to predict because
of the jumpers who come out of
nowhere to train.

No doubt, however, Pat Matz-
dorf will be there.

Wisconsin hockey fans knew
they had something when a fresh-
man defenseman by the name of
Craig Norwich scored 45 points
last season.

Not only was Norwich’s point
total outstanding considering he
was a freshman but it also broke
the record for points by a
defenseman. That record was
previously held by Don Addison
who had 40 pointsdn 1966.

AFTER HIS RECORD scoring
year, what can Norwich do for an
encore? Will he go out and try to
score more in 19757 Norwich
answers with an emphatic no.
“You play the game to win and
you don’t worry about scormg,
he said.

Norwich has had plenty of ex-
perience in the winning part of
hockey too. He led his high school
hockey team, Edina East, to the
Minnesota state championship.

After his senior year at Edina,
Norwich was the most sought
after hockey player in° Min-
neapolis history. He was actively
recruited by both Wisconsin
coaches, Bill Rothwell and Bob
Johnson, who visited him per-
sonally.
~ Wisconsin was the only school in
the picture according to Norwich,
but he did hear from almost every
major hockey school in the
country before coming to UW. “I
decided on Wisconsin basically
because of the hockey program
but also because I had a few
friends here from Edina,” he said.

IN HIS FIRST YEAR in college
hockey Norwich was pressed into
immediate service at Wisconsin.
He teamed with Brian Engblom,
John Taft and Norm McIntosh to
give the Badgers an impressive
defensive corps.

This year, however, the
defensive squad has been
depleated. Gone are Brian

Engblom to the pros and John Taft
to the Olympic team. With the
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BILL ROTHWELL

lack of experienced defensemen,
Norwich will probably see more .
playing time.

Norwich said he likes the extra
playing time but he hopes that he
is not playing more just because
the coaches fear inexperience in
the freshmen.

He feels the freshmen should
play. “With freshmen it takes
awhile,”” Norwich said. ‘“‘But we
should get better every week.”

MINNESOTA, COLORADO
College, Michigan and Michigan
State are seen as WCHA favorites
in Norwich’s eyes. ‘I think the
whole WCHA will be as tough if
not a little tougher than Ilast
year,” Norwich said.

There is a big difference bet-
weeen high school hockey and the
WCHA according to Norwich.
“This (college hockey) is a big
step up from high school, the

players are bigger, faster and
rougher,” he said.
Norwich thinks that the

Wisconsin fans are a plus for the
players. “They’re the best for us
(Wisconsin players)” he said,
“the more noise the better.”

HE ALSO BELIEVES that the
fans may not hurt the opposing
players as bad as some people

think. ‘“They (fans) may have the
opposite effect of making the
players play harder,” he said.

Seasoned hockey fans, who have
seen Norwich just before the
opening face off, will remember
his habit of going behind the goal
and resting his head—almost as if
he were praying.

Norwich said that he's been
doing this for a long time and has
kept it up.

Having played for both Johnson
int his first year and now Rothwell,
Norwich is in a good position to
judge their differing styles. He
believes that they are both ex-
cellent coaches, but he found it
difficult to compare them as
separate coaches.

“ROCKET (ROTHWELL) is a
little more personable with the
players,” he said. ““And college
coaches have changed their at-
titudes toward the players. They
can’t be as strict with the 20 and
21-year old players as the high
school coaches can be with their
players.”

Is pro hockey in Norwich’s plans
for the future? Maybe. He says
he has mixed feelings towards the
pros. “I've enjoyed hockey, I've
played hockey since I was eight,
but there are other things besides
hockey,” he said.

When asked to elaborate on
those *‘other’’ things he mentioned
that he would like to go to business
school and continue in that field.

Norwich said he would like to go
out to Denver at the end of the
year for the NCAA championshps,
but added, “We'll have to wait

" until the end of the season and see

what happens.”

“It’s no big deal,’" he §
said. “I've won a lot of games }
doing that but it’s not a ritual.” ¥

Hand-in-hand women lead arriers

Two weeks ago at the Tom
Jones Cross Country Invitational
at Odana Hills Golf Course,
Marybeth Spencer and Lynn
Morin, Wisconsin women’s
harriers, crossed the finish line
first, hand-in-hand for the fourth
time this season.

With the flip of a coin to see how
the first and second place awards
would be divided, fate attempted
to assert that individual victory is
not all, as the quarter stood on
edge for a few seconds before the
wind tipped it to heads.

“IT WOULD BE silly for one of
us to try to beat the other to the

finish,” said Morin, a Milwaukee
native. “We're a team.”

Though these two athletes never
met each other before they started
practice earlier this fall, not a day
goes by when they don't run
together. They also often see each
other socially.

They’re a phenomenal duo, both
holding state high school track
records in the mile. Morin has the
Wisconsin record set in 1974 with a
time of 5:02.2. That was also the
national high school record until
last spring, when Spencer, from
Anoka, topped that record in the
Minnesota state meet with a time
of 5:01.7.

Spencer, a freshman in liberal
arts, has been running since she
was a sophomore in high school.

“Before that swimming was my
main sport,” she said. “‘I wanted a
change so I started running—but I
kept swimming through my senior
year too. When I came to college I
had to decide between swimming
and running. I chose running
because 1 think there is more
opportunity in the long term for
me there.”

“I HAD ALWAYS done well on
running in those physical fitness
tests in grade school and junior
high,” said Morin, a psychology
major. ‘‘In ninth grade, one of my
teachers and my dad encouraged
me to take running more
seriously. When I was a
sophomore, I went out for track.”

Morin went to UW-LaCrosse for
one semester last year, planning
to major in physical education.
Later she transferred to UCLA for
a quarter, after deciding that she
didn’t want to teach in high school.

At LaCrosse, Morin chose to
work out with the more com-
petitive men’s cross country
team, rather than the women’s
team. When the women's cross
country coach denied her com-
petition with the team for that
reason, she ran independently in
AAU meets.

Both women said that attitudes
and competence in women'’s
athletics have a long way to go.
Spencer commented, ‘“In high
school I worked out with the boys’
team because there was' little
interest on the part of other girl
participants. And in many cases
the women coaches simply aren’t
as knowledgeable in their sport as
men.”

“IT WILL TAKE time to
develop women’s athletics,”
added Morin. “Much of society
still believes that women don’t
belong in sports, but as more
women enter sports and com-
petition gets to a higher level,
better records will be set and
there will be more interest and
involvement in women’s sports.

“When I worked out with t
men’s teams, I found men mw
more willing to accept my pa
ticipation than women. Hopeful
that will change.”

Both soft spoken runners, wi
hope to devote part of their lives
coaching, said they were ver
pleased with the coaching of Pet:
Tegen, UW women's cros
country coach.” ‘‘He’s ver
knowledgeable,” said Spence
*‘He knows how to strengthen an
develop certain muscles whic
will improve our running.”

“Our practices are varied wit
speed runs and slow runs so w
learn to control our speed,” sai
Morin. “We’re not being time
constantly.”

SPENCER SAID THERE isn’
any uncomfortable pressur:
looming over them before races
‘“We get excited about upcominy
races certainly, but we never fee
like we’re under pressure to win
We just do our best and run ac
cording to the competition. We rur
together because it's easier anc
more fun that way.”

The rewards for their dedicatior
are far more numerous than the
medals they have won.

“It’s given me more self-
discipline than anything else,”
said Morin. “‘After each workout I

said Morin. ‘“After each workout I
feel tired—like I've challenged
myself. I do the best I can in
sports as well as other things, and
I don’t give up very easily in
anything. Being active in sports
has also allowed me to meet so
many new people.”

*“It’s shown me that you have to
take one day at a time,” said
Spencer.” ‘‘Take everything as it
comes—good and bad.”’” She said
that this year her high school
instituted a girls’ cross country
team. ‘It makes me feel good to
think that I may have had
something to do with it.”

AT THE IOWA INVITATIONAL
last weekend, Morin came in
fourth at 17:30 and Spencer came
in eighth at 18:20. It was the first
time this season they didn’t cross
the finish together. Spencer fell
during the race—‘‘but it's ok,’’ she
said. “It happens—it may happen
again.”

Both young women are aspiring
toward competing in national
races in both cross country and
track. Morin is hoping to qualify
for the olympic trials in the 1500
yard race, which would mean she
would have to be among the top
twelve in the nation.
