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Cardinal story explodes in Canada

CIA subverts Canadian socialists

BULLETIN:

Information corroborating a
controversial Daily Cardinal
interview that claimed CIA
subversion in the socialist British
Columbian government will be
released in Vancouver Saturday,
Steve Krueger, the reporter who
uncovered the evidence, told the
Cardinal.

A former CIA officer told
Krueger, a reporter for the
Calgary Herald, that the CIA was
involved in disruptive activities in
British Columbia in 1973.

In a June 20 Cardinal interview
by Edward Handell, Robert
Williams, Resource Minister of
the-New Democratic Party (NPD)
of British Columbia, claimed that
the CIA filtered money into right-
wing groups for destablization
purposes, infiltrated the NDP, and
bribed NDP members to disrupt
party functions.

Krueger said the information to
be released Saturday goes even
further. *“Williams knew more
than he wanted to tell,” Krueger
said.

Krueger said his paper was
concerned specifically with
Alberta and wouldn’t print the
information, but he sold exclusive
rights to the report to Mel Hurtig,
founder of the Committee for an
Independent Canada, who will
release the details at the Com-
mittee’s conference Saturday.

The Williams interview in the
Cardinal’ touched off a con-
troversy that culminated in a call
for Williams’ resignation. Details
follow.

The Daily Cardinal didn’t know
it would spark an international
controversy when it printed an
interview six weeks ago with

socialist Minister Robert Williams
of the British Columbia
parliament. The explosive con-
sequences of the interview,
released Wednesday all over
Canada, have resulted in a
demand for Williams’ removal
from office from the leader of the
opposition party, Minister Robert
McCullen.

McCullen, of the Social Credit
Party, released his statement and
the Cardinal .article to the
Canadian press Wednesday. The
statement calls Williams ‘“‘a
dangerous man’’ and ‘‘shouldn’t
be let out of Canada without an
escort or a muzzle.” In the
statement, McCullen calls for
Williams removal from office.

BUT THIS WASN'T the Daily
Cardinal’s first encounter with

members of the Social Credit

Party.
The day after the Cardinal’s

June 20th issue was printed, a
man named David Hughes,
furious with the printed interview,
called and demended a rebuttle.
He claimed he and his family were
members of the Social Credit Party
and insisted there were errors in
some of the published figures. The

Cardinal told him we would be
happy toreceive a letter from him

explaining any errors that we
printed. We never got a letter.
Finally, the man, who claims he is
a Canadian citizen studying in
Madison this summer, demanded
to speak to the interviewer
himself, Cardinal reporter Ed-
ward Handell.

He soon contacted Handell and
told him that various statements
in the interview attributed to
‘Williams, were!“‘illegal’”’. He said
that Williams couldn’t have gotten
away with the statements had he
said them in British Columbia.

Handell was warned that legal
action could be taken if he did not
come up with the tape.

About two weeks later, an op-
position party leader, Minister
Robert McCullen, called this
editor and requested the tape.
MecCullen told us he needed the
tape for ““political purposes’, but
that it would not be used for legal
purposes. I told him I was not in
possession of the tape and, that,
considering his intent, that we
probably would not send him the
tape.

Three or four weeks passed with
no complaints from Canada. But
Wednesday we heard from Mec-
Cullen again.

McCULLEN neglected to
mention his release when he
called this editor at home Wed-
nesday morning. This time Mec-
Cullen demanded a letter from

A joyous
' not guilty

University Prof. Marion Brown
was found not guilty Wednesday
on charges of conspiracy to im-
port cocaine and possession of
cocaine.

Brown, 36, an associate
professor of agricultural jour-
nalism, was charged with con-
spiracy to import cocaine and
possession of 1.6 kilograms of
smuggled Chilean cocaine.

The jury delivered their verdict
after only an hour and a half of
deliberation.

WHEN THE court was informed

- that the mostly young jury had

reached a verdict, Brown’s_at-
torney, Donald Eisenberg, said,
“That’s too quick.” Both Brown
and Eisenberg, said they thought
the jury would deliver a guilty
verdict.

But when the door to the
courfroom was opened to allow
the jurors to enter the room,
laughter from down the hall that
leads to the courtroom could be
heard. Two of the 12 jurors
glanced quickly at Brown as they
entered the room, then looked
away.

Brown was tugging at his tie and
shirt collar and sighing heavily as
he waited for the verdict.

JUDGE JACOB Mishler asked
the jury foreperson, “How do you
find the defendant, Marion Brown,
on count one — guilty or not
guilty?””

“Not guilty, your honor.”

Mishler, apparently expecting a
guilty verdiet, moved his head
back quickly, raised his eyebrows,
and opened his eyes wide.

“And how do you find the
defendant on count two — guilty or
not guilty?”

“NOT GUILTY, Your Honor,”
was the reply.

Brown and Eisenberg jumped

e

up, and hugged each other.
‘“Jeeesus Christ,’”* Eisenberg
shouted.

Brown held his hands out in
front of him and said, ‘““They’re
shaking, I can’t stop them from
shaking.”

- The courtroom employees
congratulated Brown, . and
Eisenberg put his hands in the air
and shouted, *“Whoopee!”

BROWN AND Eisenberg left the
court, and got in an elevator to go
down to the lobby. When the door
closed behind them, a woman who
had entered the courtroom just
before the verdict was read and

left right after, said,
“‘Congratulations.”
“Who are you?”’ Eisenberg

asked. “‘Are you a reporter?”’

“No,” she answered, “I'm with
(the Dept. of) Probation.”

Eisenberg said, “Oh, you were
going to grab him (Brown).”

“Yeah,” she said shrugging her
shoulders. ‘I was going to grab
him.”

As Eisenberg and Brown en-
tered the lobby, all of the jurors
were waiting.

“We knew it was a frame,”’ one
of the jurors told Brown. “‘They
(the government) had plastic
tapes, plastic witnesses; all their
evidence was plastic.”

The government Monday
produced tape recordings and
transcripts of telephone con-
versations alleged to be
discussions about. coeaine bet-
ween U.S. government narcotics

informant Jorge Brana and

B[:lql‘}% JURY apparently felt that
the government had not provided
sufficient evidence to prove that
the tapes were authentic or that
Brown’s voice was on the
recording.

this newspaper stating that the
interview was not a hoax.

We don’t think a letter is
necessary. The interview was not
a hoax.

_ With ringing ears and sore
throats from answering questions
on the telephone all day, the Daily
Cardinal decided not to comment
further on the debate until Mr.
Williams can. Williams is ex-
pected to be contacted in Belgium,
where he has been vacationing for
the past ten days, by his Ad-

 ministrative Assistant Mr. Stuart

Headly sometime today.

WILLIAMS?’ AD-
MINISTRATIVE Assistant told
the Daily Cardinal in an interview
Wednesday that the story had hit
the Canadian press and
Associated Press. He said, that if
the story is confirmed on the tape,
that Williams’ credibility could be
hurt, and that he may be asked to
resign if he can’t produce the
“documfntary evidence’’ that he
mentioned in the interview.

The statement that seems to
cause the most heated debate is
the first statement to a question
put to Williams by Handell about

the CIA. The answer from
Williams: ‘“We have documen-
tary evidence that they (the CIA)
have filtered money into right-
wing opposition groups and the

- right-wing press in order to

destabilize our government. We
have discovered infiltrators in our
party who have admitted working
for American intelligence and our
own party members report on
being offered bribes to disrupt our
meetings and party functions.”

Headly told us that he thought
the story would rage on for
another week or two.

It appears, though, that few of
the Canadian reporters followed
up on the story behind the political
maneuvering by McCullen, who
has been sitting on the story for
six weeks. Why did he wait until
yesterday, when Williams was out
of the country, to leak the story
out with an attached attack on
Williams? The Daily Cardinal will
not add to the already-
exaggerated attacks on Mr,
Williams, nor to Mr. McCullen’s
political game-playing.

The hour long interview, after
much editing, became a short 16-
inch story. We had no conception
of the sort of explosive-news it
would carry to British Columbia.

Williams’ office in Victoria,
B.C. isn’t commenting on the

ONE MINISTER, WHO’S name
we haven’t been able to verify’,
admitted in the Vancouver Sun
(the largest Canadian evening
newspaper) that CIA activities

had been ‘‘discussed” and that

there were many suspicions of
CIA activity in B.C.

AMERICANS MAY find it
surprising that such a small and
seemingly innocuous statement
could start such a fire. In the U.S.
a Congressperson would simply
apologize in such a situation. But
under the Canadian parliamen-
tary system, a minister can be
forced to resign over even slightly
irresponsible remarks.

The Canadian reaction took the
Cardinal staff completely by
surprise. For most of the morning
our staff looked like a telethon
answering serwice. But Headly
said “the press in Canada can
take a small issue and make it a
big one.”

Williams left for a vacation ten
days ago and is expected to return
August 9. But Headly could not
reach him for comment as of
Wednesday 5:00. :

Williams is ‘the Resource
Minister of the National
Democratic Party (NDP) in
British Columbia and he was
interviewed here after his ap-

pearance at the ‘Conference on
State and Local Alternative
Policies”, held the weekend of
June 13-15.

They also said Brana’s
testimony that he had received
$1000 from Brown in an envelope
mailed from Madison to New York
City in payment for cocaine ap-
peared to be fabricated.

One of the jurors said, ‘““The
writing on the envelope indicated
it was the handwriting of a
foreigner.” Brana is a Chilean. “It
also didn’t match with your
(Brown’s) signatures on your
passport and checks. And it (the
envelope) also was addressed
‘New York City, New York,
U.S.A.” " The jury apparently felt
that it was unlikely someone
would put “U.S.A.” on mail going
from one U.S. city to another.

Brown told the jurers that the
indictment was a CIA plot and
that the CIA had been after him
for three years.

Observers had speculated

during the Mayaguez incident that
Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger and Vice-President
Nelson Rockefeller had favored
the use of B-52’s to retrieve the
ship. But the two vehemently
denied these specualtions.

Guilty
till
proven
innocent

One of the more shocking aspects of the
Marion Brown trial was its coverage in the
Madison press.

What'’s going on at The Wisconsin State
Journal and the Capital Times? First, neither
of these established bastions of public in-
formation had a reporter covering the trial.
Either they thought it was unimportant or
they messed up and forgot to send someone.

Whatever the reason, it doesn’t say much
about responsible news coverage.

SECOND, THE STATE Journal in its
Tuesday story did a classic job of distorting
and slanting court testimony.

Part of the government’s evidence against
Brown was a taped phone call purportedly
between federal undercover agent Brana and
Brown. In the State Journal reporting of that
tape, there were at least four glaring instances
of assuming Brown’s guilt.

\WSJ: “Agent: ‘I am an uncle of Marcos
Aguirre and I am passing through here. He
asked me to collect from you $2,500 that you
owe him.” =

The agent never said $2,500. It was 2,500;
that’s it. While this may sound petty, it isn’t. It
was ambiguities such as this that made the
government unable to back up its case. The
State Journal, in trying to clarify ambiguities
for its readers, operated on an assumption of
Brown's guilt — something only the jury is
supposed to decide.

@WSJ: “Brana told Brown, according to
the tapes, ‘Those two books, (referring to the
two kilos) that you delivered to him..."”

The phrase in parentheses was added by the
State Journal — even though Brana admitted
under cross-examination that in other
recorded telephone calls he used the term
‘book’ to indicate money being sent.

@WSJ: ‘“Brana asked Brown when he
delivered the cocaine. ‘That was at least six
weeks ago,” Brown replied on the tapes.”

This sentence is a total distortion. The word
cocaine was never mentioned in the tape, and
Brana’s actual question was: ‘“‘How long ago
was it that you delivered to him the two pieces
of equipment?”’

@WSJ: “It (the cocaine) was over...there
was some extra,’ Brown said, according to the
tapes.” !

Again, by inserting its own interpretation in
parentheses, the State Journal operated on
the assumption of Brown’s guilt. The fact is,
no one was really sure what those tapes and
the ‘‘it”’ were referring to. Eisenberg later
showed that Brown had handled money for
Chilean refugees — a delicate operation that
could explain the ambiguous telephone
conversation concerning money and Chile.

These are just the more outrageous
distortions. To totally deStroy the State
Journal’s representation of. the case would
require quoting and refuting large parts of
the article. The point is, these were not ou-of-
the-ordinary mistakes. ;

The jury found Marion Brown innocent after
little over an hour of deliberation. Its a shame
that the State Journal couldn’t have waited for
that verdict before painting Brown as a guilty
cocaine smuggler in its story.

Global politicking and socio-
economic class divisions
dominated the International
Women'’s Year Conference (IWY)
held in June, according to Mary
Wang and Jackie Smith, two
Madison women who attended the
historic affair.

“The splits were really deep,
especially between people from
developing countries and women
from the industrialized nations,”
Wang, 26, said. ‘““And, the Arab
and Israeli women just never said
anything to each other,” Wang
added.

THE RIFT AT the conference
between Arab and Israeli sen-
timents showed up strongly when
over half the delegates walked out
on Leah Rabin, the wife of Israel’s
Premier, as she started a speech.
This occured at the official part of
the dual conference, and most of
those who refused to hear Rabin
were delegates from Third World
countries.

Everyone at the beginning of the
IWY Conference, held in Mexico
City, seemed to be idealistic,
Wang said, ‘but, once people
started scratching below the
surface, they just found out how
great the differences really
were.”’

For instance, Smith, 25, said,
you found out during the sessions
that women ‘‘weren’t really
saying ‘we want to be liberated.’

- One group was saying ‘we want

better medical facilities so that
six out of my 12 children won’t be
dying at birth,” and another group
was saying ‘we want better op-
portunities in the job market’ "’ so
we can compete on an equal
footing with the males.

Wang, who is Chinese, and
Smith, who is black, were two of
six minority women funded by the
University of Wisconsin to attend
the United Nations sponsored IWY
Conference, the first ever of its
kind.

THE SIX OF THEM, including
one- other black, two Chicanos,
and a Native American, were part
of the 5,000 women from 82
countries who attended the non-
official gathering of the dual IWY
Conference, called the Tribune.
Five miles away, 1,300 delegates
from 133 countries attended the
official governmental conference.

The sessions at the Tribune
were set up so that a delegate
could only speak if they signed
their name on a list prior to the
session, and this added to the
frustration of all the politicking
going on, according to Wang and
Smith.

Because of time restrictions on
speakers at the sessions, one
couldn’t ask follow-up questions,
and delegates would simply read
long rehearsed speeches they
prepared the night before, Wang,

e

a candidate for an undergraduate
degree in East Asian Studies at
UW-Madison, said.

“And, with everybody pushing
the problems of their own country
at the sessions,”” Smith, a
specialist in minority student
services at UW-Madison, said,
“no one was really listening to
what the others had to say about
their problems. So, we never
really reached a common
ground.”

At times, such as when a lot of
the speakers would complain
about American imperialism, ‘‘it
seemed as if they were trying to
get money or sympathy. I got
reallv tired of this as if somepne
were trying to make me feel sorry
for them,”” Wang recalled.

WANG AND SMITH said the
elitism running through the IWY
conference was exemplified by
the fact that even if you were a
Tribune member, you couldn’t be
admitted into the official
governmental conference unless
you were a delegate to that body
or had a press badge.

Though Wang did get the op-

portunity to meet and talk briefly
with Mrs. Allende, whom Wang
said she admires, a guard told her
to leave the official conference
one day when she went to seek out
representatives from the People’s
Republic of China.

But, Smith added, ‘‘we knew
what was going on at the official
conference every day, as the
Tribune we attended put out a
daily paper covering both the
conferences.”

UNLIKE THE OFFICIAL
conference, which managed to
pass two important resolutions by
the end of the two-week long
gathering, the Tribune that Wang
and Smith attended was totally
non-commital.

The most important document
to come out of the official con-
ference was a unanimously ap-
proved ten-year World Plan of
Action calling for a ‘‘nmew
economic order” among the rich
and poor countries, and better
health care, educational and
business opportunities, and a
greater role in government for the
world’s two billion women.

The other important resolution
passed at the official conference,
The Declaration of Mexico, calls
for an end to Zionism, colonialism,
and apartheid. The dissenters in
the 89 to 2 vote on this resolution
were the United States and Israel.

Francoise Giroud, France’s
Secretary of State for Women’s
Affairs, claiming politics had
marred the conference, termed
the affair a ‘‘total failure.” On the
other hand, Rep. Bella Abzug (R-
New York), who attended the
conference, said, “we did talk
about the issues, and I believe
deeply that we did accomplish
something.”

WANG SAID THE sessions

offered them invaluable chances
to meet women from different
countries and hear them speak
from a personal point of view
about their families and home
communities.

“Some of the most impressive
women I met at the conference
were four from the newly formed
Provisional Revolutionary
Government (PRG) of South
Vietnam,”” Wang said, ‘They
were cool and poised, and talked
about how the Vietnamese women
had helped the war effort.”

Smith agreed, adding, that
unlike many of the woffien who
spoke at the sessions, the women
from the PRG didn’t seem to be
begging for support or pushing a
position.

“AT THE SESSIONS some
women also recounted instances
of torture that women political
prisoners undergo in some
terrorist governments,” Wang
said, ‘‘and some of this was very
“shocking” to hear.”

Wang said she wished men were
at the sessions “‘to get their point
of view on various issues such as
child-rearing.”

An inherent problem of the IWY
Conference, Wang and Smith
believe, is that most of the
delegates to the conference were
the wealthy of their countries,
“‘the upper crust,” as Smith put it.
“You could tell most of the
delegates were the upper class,
because of how well-heeled most
of the women were,” Wang said.

Wang and Smith feel the size of
the conference was a problem.
“The issues were so diverse, and
so far apart that it was hard to get
together and form some kind of
cohesiveness,’”” Smith explained.

But Smith pointed out, the IWY
Conference was ‘“‘a beginning, a
good beginning,” that only needs
now ‘“‘governmental im-
plementation’” on the plans
adopted to have any real impact.

Many students, in search of
enlightenment and transcendance
of the mundane, neglectfully
discard their bodies in the
process. Intellectual discussions
of Marx, Freud or Watson/Crick
are drowned in alcohol, coffee
(laced with sugar), cigarettes;
one’s mind revels in the glorious
abstractions of a new society and
self-knowledge, while one’s body
farts, belches, and becomes
atherosclerotic just like the
corporate businessmen who sell
our society junk products in the
first place.

Unfortunately, it is the rare
person who does not misuse his
body, take nutrition for granted,
and remain absolutely apathetic
about the barrage of crap which
daily infiltrates all of our minds
via the mass media.

IN MANY COMMUNITIES,
junk foods are even allowed to be
sold in vending machines from the
grade school level on. Small
wonder then, that after years of
exposure to candy and soda
machines, individuals become
addicted to this ‘‘food’.

The definition of a junk food is
one which contains very few or no
nutrients outside of calories, or is
refined and processed to the point
of bearing scant resemblance to
the natural product. Cases in
hand: refined white sugar;
potato chips. .

Although sugar is indeed an
instant source of energy, it is also
a culprit in hypoglycemia, or low
blood sugar. For as certainly as
sugar rapidly raises one’s blood
sugar, it also triggers the pan-
creas to secrete insulin, the agent
which removes glucose from the
blood. If there is an overload of

‘Let them eat shit’

refined (easily digested) car-
bohydrate in one’s system, a vast
amount of insulin is consequently
released—removing too much
sugar from the blood. Hence, low
blood sugar.

Hypoglycemia can be countered
by eating a balanced ratio of
protein-fat-carbohydrate, since
the two former compounds are
absorbed much slower in one’s
system than the latter. For in-
stance, the donut you ate at break-
fast will be burned-up within a
couple of hours; if you don’t have
some eggs or yogurt to back it up
(to maintain an adequate blood
glucose level) you're apt®to ex-
perience hypoglycemia during an
agonizing lecture directly before

lunch.

SYMPTOMS OF LOW blood
sugar include fatigue, constant
hunger, nervous habits, insomnia,
and weakness — it’s only the
name of this state which you
aren’t familiar with.

While occasional low blood
sugar is known to everyone, and is
quite inoccuous at random in-
tervals, years of eating heavily-
sugared or otherwise car-
bohydrate-laden foods can lead to
diabetes. Diabetes is an insulin
deficiency disease, and one way of
becoming diabetic is to overload
the pancreas. When massive
amounts of insulin are required
daily to assimilate the body’s
glucose load, the once-healthy
organ becomes too worn out to
operate.

After the body loses the ability
to supply insulin, it goes into
shock...oral hypoglycemic agents
are required, as is a strict
adherence to a diabetic diet.
(Interestingly, Americans have a
world-high  percentage of
diabetics.)

The damaging effects of junk
food turn up everywhere. Teeth
suffer, especially after chomping
through mounds of sugar-infested
products including (besides the
obvious candy, gum and soda)
luncheon meats, hot dogs, salad
dressings, and canned fruits and
vegetables.

“Prophets to The Wind” is a

One exciting element of
“Prophecy’” is the dancers’
utilization of all available space
within the tiny Music Hall. Glover
smashed the tradition of
separating the audience from the
stage performance and brought
the audience into the dance.

There are a series of 14 dances,
composing a collage of moody
design. The dances puff slowly
along at first, building to a rhyth-
mic breeze, finally ending in a
dazzling gust.

In light of the detrimental ef-
fects of sugar on one’s pancreas,
teeth and weight, and further
proof that the salty and fatty
products in vending machines,
such as Fritos, aggravate
hypertension and heart disease
(to say nothing about acne,
halitosis, cancer of the colon, or
insomnia which are often. the

result of, and are never helped by .

eating lots of junk foods) one
should practice selectivity and
discipline when deciding what to
eat, or more to the point, when
determining the state of one’s
body-to-be.
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
