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Soap Making Past and Present | 
It is believed that soap, in some form or other has existed for twenty- i 

q five centuries. The history of its origin and development however, with i 
i that of its discoverer or inventor is lost in antiquity. The Old Testament : 

tells us that wood ashes and vegetable oils were recognized for their ib 
healing qualities, being used in those times as an ointment for diseases i 
of the skin. It is possible that the first soap maker realized that a ; 

| liquid obtained from ashes and mixed with oil would serve his purpose i 
| better, and not unlikely that the cleansing properties of this combina- : 
| tion were an accidental discovery. A 

Historical writers credit the Phoenicians as the first nation to make q 
use of soap as a commercial product. This was in 600 B. C. and we i 
have good reason to believe that their products was made according 7 
to an earlier wood-ash, animal fat formula. To the Romans we owe our 
first knowledge of materials, utensils and processes used in the manu- 

| facture of soap. In the ruins of Pompeii have been found furnaces, 
i implements, kettles and moulds, which were in use on the very day when ' 
} Vesuvius engulfed the city with its lava. 

In Rome prior to the decadent days which worked its downfall, cleanli- 
ness, both physical and moral held full sway. Even the common soldier ny 

f | of that day was forced to adopt a habit of daily bathing, and the better f 
classes paid profound attention to the subject of cleanliness. 

After the fall of the Roman Empire, soap as a common commodity 
was lost to the world until the early part of the fifteenth century, when 
it again sprang into fairly general use, this time at Savona, in Italy. \ 
It is from Savona that soap takes its name, savon, jabon, etc., being A 
different adaptions of the word “Savona” in different tongues. The p 
History of Savona as applied to soap making teaches us that olive oil k; 
was one of the principal ingredients, but fails to tell us what else i 
the soap of that period contained. 
Marseilles in France became the center of the soap industry in the i 
sixteenth century, and to the French may be attributed the use of : 
perfumes in soaps and the development of fine toilet soaps. Spain too he 
was an important soap center of that early day, and Castile soap a i 
real luxury. 
During the reign of Charles Il of England a soap-makers guild was f 
organized in London to compete with the French soap makers, who at tp 
that time practically monopolized the markets of the world. ‘ 

; For a quarter of a century the United States has been growing more ‘ 
and more of a soap-making as well as a soap using country, and the i 
manufacturers of this country stand well to the fore, in the quality of Pr
