“Vast changes, whether for good
or ill, are takmg {‘ltwe today, The
world, I'm afraid, drifting toward
another war, which would be much
more terrible than the last, because
of new and powerfunl inventions,” he
began.

canically as it has in Russia or
peaceably as it has in Great Britain?
America Has Problem

In the greavest concentration of
wealth in the hands of a few that
the world has ever known, America
is, acconding to Mr. Eddy, piling up
& problem that is vastly more dan-
gerous than the European situation.
Industrial accident, preventable dis-
ease, and unemployment have be-
come appalling factors in our Amer=
ican life. The present crisis is the
third greatest in the history of the

country. It is comparable to the
days of 1776 and the Civil War
epoch,

“America is entering this period
blindly, unprepared,” stated Mr. Ed-
dy. “Students in England are thinke
ing., How ahout students here?”

Mr. Eddy’s final appeal to his a:d-
ience was that they withhold judg-
ment upon the conference and upon
matters placed before it until the
“evidence is all in.” The conference
as a whole will take up in succession
the social challenge, the industrial
challenge, and the religious chal«
lenge of the world situation.

the ends of democracy, liberty and
right for which the war was fought.”

“The three needs of the suffering
world are bread, peace and God. The
world is a hungry world whose econ-
omic foundations have been shaken.
All of the countries of eastern Eur-
ope are hungry. Actual destitution
exists among the students and fac-
ulties as well as among the rest of
the population of Austria, Germany,
and Poland. The world needs peace.
The war has left the world in & choas
of national, race, and class strife.

“Evolution or Revolution is the
great problem before the world at
the present time. The change from
autocracy to democracy is coming.
The Romanoffs, the Hapsburgs, and
the Hohenzollerns have gone, and a
free world of democracies is emerg-
ing. Shall the-transition come vol-
or personality; the brotherhood of
man; and service, the aim to raisg
the standard of living, rather than
to gain profit for oneself.

“Three other principles arise from
these: liberty, or self-expression;
justice, based on brotherhood, and
stewardship or accountability, All
these can be summed up in the Gold-
en Rule: Do unto others as you
would have them do unto you, the
essence of which is love,

“Too often the modern Business
world is ruled by the opposites of
these principles, which are: prop-
erty, strife, profit, repression, in-
justice, and selfishness. These are
based on the Rule of Gold, rather
than the Golden Rule, and their
mainspring is hate.

Two Kinds of Life

“Every man and woman here is
going out to live one of those two
kinds of life. We all admit love and
its corollaries in the abstract, and
believe that it will be attained in
the other world, but when it is nec-
essary to apply it, we say that it is
interference. It must, however, be
applied, if religion is not all a mock-
ery.

“The value of industry, in the end,
is its social value, The ruling idea
should be that men are worth more
than money. I believe that this will
work, if properly applied.”
