NO BAIL READY
FOR OIL KINGS

Stock Salesmen Held in
Jail When Chicago Office
Refuses Help

Officials of the Chicago oil com-
pany have refused to give bail to the
five alleged stock salesmen who 1n-
vaded the Latin quarter Friday. As
a result the five barons are limited
to selling the famous Texan o1l i0
the inmates of the jail.

The history of their adventure in
Madison involved a costly experi-
ence with a member of the faculty
and James Torbet, sophomore in
the course in commerce. .

Driving up to the Chi Phi house
in their 7 passenger car, Friday,
H. C. Damm, P. T. Walt, J. J. Shan-
ley, and L. Frank with lots of Wall-
inford-Daw atmosphereiand appear-
ance came .to get a start on selling
the famous Texon Qil to the suscep-
tible students and professors of the
university. They had been out to
sce Prof. A. P. Haake at the Eco-
nomics building in the morning and
he proved to be the first link in the
chain of events that led to the
county jail.

Prof. Haake, who has had some
experience in stocks, became suspi-
cious at certain statements of the
men-which were obviously false, He
allowed himself to be signed up for
stock to be paid for in the future
and then suggested the name of Mr.
James A. Torbet, student from Red-
wood Falls, Minn., as another pros-
pective buyer. They were to call
on Mr. Torbet the following after-
noon.

In the meantime Prof. Haake call-
ed on his brother, Auditor William
A. Haake of the securities division
of the Railroad Commission, which
has charge of administering the
Wisconsin Blue Sky law. . Auditor
Haake looked up the records of the
concern the men were representing
and found that they were apparent-
ly violating the state law.

He arranged with Mr, Harriman
of the commission to go to the Chi
Phi house to sit in on the game that
was to take place that afternoon.
The chief of police and two plain
clothes men were told to be in read-
iness to respond to a call should
they find that what they suspected
was true.

Mr. Harriman and Mr. Haake
went to the Chi Phi house for lunch
and afterwards prepared the stage
for the oil men. Myr. Haake and Mr.
Torbet were obviously playing cards
when Mr. Damm and Mr. Walt were
announced. Mr. Harriman was in
the adjoining room where he eould
call the police when Mr. Haake
should give him the tip.

Mr. Damm presented his card
which represented him as an agent
of a Chicago concern and then in-
troduced his companion. The other
two promoters remained in the
green car outside where they amus-

‘ed themselves by pitching ten-cent

pieces to an admiring erowd of urch-
ins for exhibitions of their prowess
wrestling.

In the meantime Mr.gDamm and
Mr. Walt proceeded to give their
sales talk, but the psychological
time passed without Mr. Torbet’s
signature. Mr, Haake and Mr. Tor-
ket both seemed anxious to invest,
bul equally desirous of obtaining in-
fcrmation regarding the stock and
the company .

“This stock wiil pay 50 per cent
on your investment ‘within six
months,” said Mr. Damm. About
this time he was interrupted by tae
chief of police. ;

Combine to Train
Students

The big merchants of New York
are anxious to get college men into

their ranks; they realize the ability
of the college trained man and are

| willing to meet him halfway.

As an illustration of this general
trend, twenty of New York's largest
department stores- have cooperated
with New York university in estab-
lishing a training scheol for the
purpose of training college grad-
uates as teachers of salesmanship,
directors of training, personnel
managers or for other numerous ex-
ecutive positions in the store.

. 1
The course requires two years for

completion and the phases of the
work which should appeal to the eol-
lege man is the opportunity for prac-
tieal business training in the stores
every day. One-half the day is de-
voted to class room study and lec-
tures on the various aspects of mer-
chandising while the remainder of
the day is spent in actual work in
the cqoperating stores.

The students not only get two full
years of thorough practical training,
but they are paid on a uniform sal-
ary basis for the time spent in the
store though a graduate traiing fel-
lowship worth from $700 to $1,000.

RHODES SCHOLAR
ELECTIONS SOON

The Rhodes Scholarship from
Wisconsin for the year 1921 is now
open to students, and the election
will be announced by August 14.
Election as a Rhodes Scholar is
perhaps the biggest scholastic hon-
or. Leroy Burlingame who was one
of the two Wisconsin men .elected
for this year goes to Oxford in Oc-
tober.

The scholarship, which was es-
tablished by Sir Cecil Rhedes some
20 years ago is of the value of 300
pounds a year, and is tenable for
three years, subject to the contin-
ued approval of the College at Ox-
ford of which the Scholar is a mem-
ber.

Two scholarships are assighed to
each State. Since the Scholarship
is tenable for three years, there
will be one year out of every three

in which there will be no election.

In each of the other two years one
Scholarship will be filled up if a
suitable candidate offers. A candi-
date to be eligible must—(a) Be a
citizen of the United States, with
at least five years’ domicile, and
unmarried. (b) By the first of Oe-
tober of the year for which he is
elected have passed his nineteenth
and not have passed his twenty-fifth
birthday. (c¢) By the first of Oe-
tober of the year for which he is
elected have completed at least his
Sophomore year at some recognized
egree-granting university o college
of the United States.

The qualities on the - basis of
which the candidates will be consid-
ered in the final selection by the
State Committee are: Qualities -of
manhood, force of character, and

leadership; Literary and scholastic
ability and attainments; and Physi-

sits -will” bo= pablished " Mo 'icai vigor, as shown by interest in

outdoor sports or in other ways.
Wisconsin will net eleet a Schol-
ar after this year until 1922.

SIDE-LIGHTS ON THE UNIVERSITY

VI. The Course in Pharmacy
Class A School Maintained With Two, Three, and Four Year

Courses Enrolling More Than 100 Students

By J. G. CROWNHART, ’21

Started in 1883 under the direc-
tion of Professor F. R. Power, the
Course in Pharmaecy has maintained
a class. A rating in competition with
other colleges in the United States.
It stands with Minnesota and Iowa
as a leader in the middle west.

‘““The prime object of the course
iz to furnish a thoroughly scienti-
fic foundation for the profession of
pharmacy,” said the present direc-
tor, Prof. E. Kremers, To this end
there has been established a two,
three, and a four year course all of
which lead to the degree of Ph. G.
That the course is a success is tes-
tified to by the very high percentage
of the Wisconsin graduates — who
pass the State oBard examinations
with colors flying.

The course enrolled approximate-
ly one hundred last year. It occu-
pies the west wing of the upper
floors of the Chemistry Building
and many of its eourses are given
in the Biology Building and Science
Hall, The difference in the number
of years of work that the student
may elect ig primarily one of the de-
gree of general education that the
student desires,

The course has exceptional ad-
vantages for the study of pharmacy.

There are large and very complete
laboratories for botanical, chemical,
and pharmaceutical work. In addi-
tion, there is a collection of over
5,000 drugs, medicinal plants, and
of their derived products,

The Course in Pharmacy has an
innovation in its drug farm adjoin-
ing the University drive where ex-
tensive fields' of many kinds of
drugs.are raised. These are after-
wards cured and used in the experi-
mental work of the students.

The Historical Library has devot-
ed an entire room to a “Historical
Drug Store.” It is made up of a col-
lection of materials representative
of the practice of pharmaecy. in the
state from 1848 to 1898, during the
first fifty years of its statehood. It
is modeled upon the establishment
of similar shops in the famous mu-
seums of Europe and is cne of the
few in this country. It is made up
from donations from nearly every
part of the state and is a striking

contract to the modern drug store.

The students secured a chapter
of Kappa Psi, honorary pharmaceut-
ical fraternity, installed at Wiscon-
sin last year. ‘This honors those
who have high scholastic records in
the course and will do much to fur-
ther the best interests of this course.

TRAIN DISABLED
BY FEDERAL AID

Voecational Rehabilitation Bill
Provides for Vecational
Training

The importance of the vocational
rehabilitation bill which recently
became law, is emphasized in a let-
ter sent out to commerce associa-
tions by the United States Cham-
ber of Commerce.

This bill provides for voecational
training for persons injured in in-
dustrial pursuits who are unable to
secure such training without finan-
eial aid. An appropriatien of
$750,000 was made for the year
ending June, 1821, and appropri-
ations of $1,000,000 for each year
for two successive years.

The money will be distributed
among the states for this purpose,
and each state desiring a poertion is
required to put,up a sum equal to
that for which it asks. Persons
eligible for and desiring such aid
ghould apply to the state board of
vocational education. This bill ap-
plies enly to civil employe§.

AUSTRIANS WRITE
LETTER TO DEVINE
Ask Aid in Form of Foed

Drafts; in Great Need
of Feod

An appeal for aid, more speecific-
ally for food drafts, is contained in
a letter from two Austrian invalids,
for sufferers, to Postmaster Devine.

The letter is dated July 9, from
Vienna, addressed to the Madison
post office, and is written in English
by XKarl Leuchter and Konrad
Leuchter.

“We are in great neea of food in
Austria,” they state. ‘“Help us in
our distress by sending an Ameri-
can Relief food draft. For several
weeks the American Relief admin-
istration warehouse in Austria has
been delivering food parcels to the
holders of food-drafts.”

They ask the postmaster to give
their letter to some large school or
charitable institution, requesting an
early reply. Their address is Post-
amt 90, Vienna.

POTATO GROWERS
MEET AUG. 18

“A big field excursion and summer
meeting will be held by the Wiscon-
sin . Potato Grower’s 'agsociation at
Spooner beginning Aug. 18, says
J. G. Milward of the horticultural
departm‘ent of the University of
Wisconsin, who is secretary of the
state association.

Four days will be spent in an au-
tomobile trip in the celebrated Wis-
consin potato belt. The first day
will be spent'in Washburn county
at the Spooner experimental farm
where Mr. Milward is conducting a
number of important potato exper-
iments. The members of the asso-
ciation and their guests will drive
through Barron county August 19
visiting some of the fields of the
prominent growers in that ecounty.
August 20 will see the tour in Price
county. August 21 will see the close
of the drive in' Oneida county.

A number of county agents, ex-
periment station workers, and seed
potato buyers from eastern and
southern states will make the trip
with the members of the potato as-
sociation. The increasing demand
for standard varieties of petato
seed in their states is bringing them
to Wisconsin to see how the certi-
fied seed potato work is conducted.

“Other special meetings and ,au-
tomobile trips will be made during
the summer by members of the po-
tato growers association in Wau-
shara, Portage, and Waupaca coun-
ties,” says Mr. Milward.
