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THE UNIVERSITY OF WISCONSIN SYSTEM

The University of Wisconsin System marked its twenty-third anniversary in the fall of 1994.
The UW System was created in October 1971 by a law placing the state’s public university
campuses under a single Board of Regents. The UW System is composed of 13 universities, 13
two-year UW Centers, and the UW Extension which provides outreach services from offices in
every county. Although only 23 years old, the UW System was one of the first statewide higher
educational systems in the nation and has pioneered in developing coordinated and high quality
programs and services on a statewide basis. System administrative offices are in Madison.

Universities are located in Eau Claire, Green Bay, La Crosse, Madison, Milwaukee, Oshkosh,

Kenosha (Parkside), Platteville, River Falls, Stevens Point, Menomonie (Stout), Superior and
Whitewater.

Centers are located in Baraboo, Fond du Lac, Janesville, Manitowoc, Marinette, Marshfield,
Menasha, Rice Lake, Richland Center, Sheboygan, Waukesha, Wausau and West Bend.

JUDITH A. KRUCKMAN, WWIAC COMMISSIONER

Judy Kruckman was appointed Commissioner of the WWIAC on June 1, 1985, after serving as
Acting Commissioner since October 1, 1984.

Kruckman had served as a faculty member at UW-Eau Claire since August 1966 and was
appointed Women'’s Athletic Director in 1974. She had also coached tennis and swimming during
her tenure at UW-Eau Claire.

She was one of the original representatives in the conference when it was formed in 1971 and
served as its president from 1974-1976. She was beginning another term of presidency when she
was appointed Acting Commissioner for the 1984-85 academic year. Judy was inducted into the
UW-Eau Claire Athletic Hall of Fame in 1988 and the NAIA District 14 Hall of Fame on May 3,
1992. She was selected as the National Association of Collegiate Women Athletic Administrators
(NACWAA) District 6 Administrator of the Year in 1991 and received the Women’s Sports
Advocates of Wisconsin, Inc. Lifetime Achievement Award in 1993.

The Commissioner is a native of Burlington, Wisconsin, and graduated from UW-Eau Claire in
1964 with a history major and physical education minor. Her Masters Degree in P.E. was earned in
1966 at UW-Madison.

DENNIS SEMRAU, SPORTS INFORMATION DIRECTOR

Dennis Semrau joined the WWIAC staff in January of 1991 to assist the Commissioner with the
dissemination of sports information.

Semrau, a native of Madison, Wis., earned a B.A. degree in journalism from the UW-Madison
in 1986 and a Masters degree from the UW-Madison in Educational Administration/Sports
Administration in 1988.

He has served as an assistant sports information director at the UW-Madison and public
relations director for the Badger State Games. In addition to his duties with the WWIAC, he is also
a sportswriter for The Capital Times in Madison covering high school and college athletics.

HISTORY OF THE WWIAC

1958 - The Wisconsin Athletic and Recreation Federation of College Women was formed for
the purpose of coordinating athletic activity among Wisconsin institutions of higher
education. This organization followed the national model (ARFCW) in which
governance was primarily the responsibility of student leaders. The WARFCW
included representatives from:

Eau Claire State College Platteville State College

La Crosse State College Ripon College

University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee River Falls State College
Oshkosh State College University of Wisconsin- Madison

The WARFCW held sports days in archery, badminton, basketball, golf, gymnastics,
tennis and volleyball.

1966 - A motion to form a women’s athletic conference was presented, but defeated.

1969 - Annual convention held at Carthage College, Kenosha.
Motion to limit number of sports days per sport to one was passed. This constituted a
state meet in each particular sport. Member institutions would be allowed to travel to
other member schools for dual meets.

1970 - Spring meeting held in Stevens Point.

Directive issued by President van Steenderen that Wilson and Mullen seek information
about the Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Organization for Women and the
Wisconsin State University Conference (WSUC). Changes and additions were made
to existing constitution.

Fall 1970 WARFCW member school advisors officially agree to develop an athletic
conference for women.
Committee appointed to draft the constitution for the Wisconsin Women'’s
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (WWIAC) included:

1/31- 1971  Representatives vote unanimously for the WWIAC.

1971 - campus. Mary Jo Mullen was appointed Chair; Dr. Patricia Collins was
appointed Chair-Elect; Kit Saunders was appointed Secretary-Treasurer. The 12
member institutions and their representatives were:

University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee joined WWIAC to increase number of member
to 13.

WWIAC became affiliated member of the Midwest Association for Intercollegiate
Athletics for Women (MAIAW).
University of Wisconsin merged with the Wisconsin State University System.

Carroll College joined WWIAC to increase number of member schools to 14.
University of Wisconsin-Green Bay became 15th member school of the WWIAC.
Marquette University became 16th member school of the WWIAC.

University of Wisconsin System allocated part-time position for coordination of
WWIAC.

Gail Grimm appointed Executive Secretary.

Executive Secretary position expanded to full-time position on interim basis.
Dr. Emogene A. Nelson named Executive Secretary.

Council of Chancellors appointed a Council of Six (plus one to be named by private
colleges) to serve liaison functions with WWIAC, WSUC and WCC.
Executive Secretary title changed to Commissioner, WWIAC.

Council of Six, in concert with the WWIAC, conducts national
Search-and- Screen effort.
Dr. Janice M. Stocker hired as Commissioner beginning August 1, 1979.

Liaison was established with the independent schools of Wisconsin.
Consolidation of Board of Officials.

New Board: Wisconsin (NAGWS) Board of Officials located at UW-Whitewater
under the direction of Mary Ann Riccio.

New Commission: Wisconsin AIAW Commission to establish policies and pro-
cedures for State (Qualifying) Tournaments—Lee Stephenson, Chair.
WWIAC office to assign basketball officials for conference games.

AIAW/MAIAW defunct.

Member institutions identify with NCAA and NAIA national governing bodies.
First Scholar-Athlete Banquet held in Madison.

Restructure of WWIAC. No divisional structure for Championships.

Membership voted on a non-scholarship conference.

Faculty Representatives were added to the structure.

Marquette and Milwaukee no longer conference members.

Added paid Supervisors of Officials for basketball and volleyball.

Dr. Janice M. Stocker resigns as Commissioner effective August 31, 1984.

Judy Kruckman appointed Acting Commissioner and began duties October 1, 1984,
Position of treasurer eliminated; state account established.

NAIA and NCAA pass tougher academic standards for athletic eligibility.

Conference initiates studies of Equity and Sport Module legislation.

Faculty representatives, athletic directors and championship athletes celebrate National
Girls and Women In Sports Day with Board of Regents and Chancellors.

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ALL-ACADEMIC AWARD

Each academic year, the Wisconsin Women’s Intercollegiate Athletic Conference recognizes the
outstanding commitment of academic pursuits and accomplishments of the WWIAC’s
student-athletes. The grade-point-averages (GPA) of all student-athletes who competed during the
past year are compiled and submitted to the Conference Office. The school with the highest overall

GPA is awarded the All-Academic trophy. The award is announced in August for the preceeding
academic year.

River Falls won the award for the 1993-94 academic year. River Falls sponsored eight
intercollegiate sports for women during the year. Of the 130 women who competed in at least one

athletic contest, 79 earned at least a 3.0 GPA. The overall cumulative GPA for River Falls was a
conference-high 3.14.

La Crosse, which has won the award three times, placed second with a 3.11 GPA. It was the
sixth year in a row that the Eagles’ program posted a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better.

Rounding out the rest of the WWIAC: Eau Claire finished third with a 3.00 GPA, while
Stevens Point was fourth at 2.99. Oshkosh was fifth at 2.98, while Whitewater was sixth at 2.96.

Platteville posted a 2.95. Stout had a 2.86 and Superior a 2.77. The overall GPA for the entire

POST SEASON NOTES
WWIAC co-champion Oshkosh placed third at the NCAA Division III championship at Lehigh
University in Bethlehem, Penn. State University of New York-Cortland won its third consecutive
title finishing with 54 points. Oshkosh, which placed four runners in the top 23 scorers, had 147
points. Eau Claire was 14th with 350 points, and Stevens Point placed 17th with 396 points. It
was Oshkosh'’s ninth straight appearance at the NCAA Division IIl championship and 11th overall.

Tiffany Speckman of Oshkosh was 27th overall and 16th in team scoring, completing the
5,000-meter course in 18 minutes, 40.4 seconds. Other top finishers for Oshkosh were:
Brenda Biskobing, 29th overall/18th scoring in 18:42.9, Joey Balsis, 36th/22nd in 18:52.4 and
Mikelle Budge, 37th/23rd in 18:53.4. Speckman and Biskobing both earned all-American honors.
Amanda Livingston of Stevens Point was 47th overall and 31st in scoring in 19:01.0.
Wendi Hovet of River Falls, the only WWIAC individual runner to qualify, finished in 23:34.

Oshkosh qualified for the national meet by winning the Midwest Regional Championship at
Highland Springs Golf Course in Rock Island, Ill. The Titans won their seventh regional title in
eight years, finishing with 42 points. Eau Claire (96 points) and Stevens Point (106) finished second
and third, respectively, to also qualify for the NCAA championship.

Brenda Biskobing led Oshkosh with a second-place finish in 18:08. Mikelle Budge was third in
18:09 and Tiffany Speckman was fifth in 18:24. Joey Balsis was ninth in 18:41, while
Angela Kapral was 23rd in 19:10. Stevens Point’s Wendi Zak duplicated her fourth-place finish of
1993, finishing in 18:18. Wendi Hovet of River Falls was the only runner from the WWIAC to
qualify as an individual, finishing seventh in 18:38. She edged out La Crosse’s Christy Peterson
by one second for the final berth.

POST SEASON NOTES
For the first time in league history, the WWIAC qualified four teams — Eau Claire, Oshkosh
Stout and Whitewater — for the NCAA Division III postseason volleyball tournament.

Oshkosh delivered a valiant bid for its first NCAA Division III volleyball title in school
history. But the Titans fell in three games (15-10, 154, 15-9) to four-time defending champion
Washington University (Mo.) in the championship match at Ithaca, N.Y. Oshkosh, which knocked
off Juniata College (Pa.) in the semifinals, ended its season with a 39-11 record. Oshkosh was the
first team from Wisconsin to play in a national women's volleyball championship contest. Oshkosh
advanced to the national championship match after edging Juniata 3-2. The Titans lost the first two
games 6-15, 11-15 before rallying to stake 15-7, 15-7, 15-11 victories.

The Titans rallied back from a two-game deficit to defeat St. Olaf 6-15, 10-15, 15-6, 15-8,
15-13 in a national quarterfinal matchup after knocking off conference rivals Stout and Eau Claire
in the NCAA Division III Midwest Regional. Oshkosh defeated Eau Claire 16-14, 15-10, 15-6 in
the regional title match after downing Stout 15-9, 14-16, 15-13, 15-9 in the regional semifinals.
Eau Claire defeated Whitewater 14-16, 15-3, 15-5, 4-15, 15-12 before falling to Oshkosh.

The WWIAC placed seven individuals on the American Volleyball Coaches Association
(AVCA) Division III All-America team, including four on the first team. Eau Claire middle hitter
Michelle Arganbright, Oshkesh outside hitter Bridget Griepentrog, Stout middle blocker
Erika Olmstead and Whitewater middle blocker Cindy Paplham were all named to the first team.

Eau Claire outside hitter Marnie Blau, Whitewater outside hitter Margo Rogers and
Oshkosh setter Amy Ward eamned second team honors.

The AVCA Midwest Region team had strong representation from the WWIAC with 10 players
on the 12-member squad coming from the league. Eau Claire’s Michelle Arganbright, who was
the only repeat selection from last year on the team, was joined by Blugolds’ teammate
Marnie Blau. Also representing the WWIAC were: Nicole Foeckler and Gillian Fritz of
La Crosse; Bridget Griepentrog and Amy Ward of Oshkosh; Erika Olmstead of Stout; and
Cindy Paplham, Margo Rogers and Sara Gonzales of Whitewater.

La Crosse paced the WWIAC in the final regular season NCAA Division III volleyball
statistical rankings. The Eagles were second in team kills (14.99 per game) and third in team assists
(12.89). Gillian Fritz of La Crosse was sixth in the nation in assists, averaging 11.42. Also
ranked in the top 10 nationally in assists were Amy Ward of Oshkosh, who was ninth with 11.25
per game, and Rhonda Endres of Eau Claire, who was 10th (11.17).

POST SEASON NOTES

Oshkosh came up four points short in its quest for a national basketball title, falling to host
Capital University of Ohio 59-55 in the NCAA Division III championship game in Columbus, Ohio.
It was Oshkosh’s fifth appearance in the NCAA Division III tournament in the last six years but the
Titans” first trip to the national semifinals. Oshkosh beat Salem State (Mass.) 82-69 in a semifinal
matchup. In the title game, Natalie DeMichei tossed in 19 points to lead all scorers and had a
game-high 12 rebounds for Oshkosh. DeMichei and Wendy Wangerin of Oshkosh were both
named to the NCAA Division III all-tournament team.

For the first time, the WWIAC qualified four teams for the NCAA Division III tournament.
In first-round games, Oshkosh downed Hope (Mich.) College 68-44, Eau Claire beat Beloit
College 70-56, and Whitewater edged River Falls 72-71. In second-round play, Oshkosh defeated
Franklin, Ind. 61-57, while Eau Claire ousted Whitewater 74-64. Oshkosh then knocked off host
Maryville 83-67 in a South Sectional semifinal, before advancing to the national semifinals with an
86-80 victory over Eau Claire. The Blugolds had advanced to the sectional championship game
after eliminating Emory (Ga.) 88-51.

Eau Claire senior Arlene Meinholz and River Falls junior Rita Hurtgen were named to
the 10-player Kodak Division III All-America basketball team by the Women’s Basketball Coaches
Association (WBCA). Meinholz and Hurtgen were also named to the Kodak Division IIT Great
Lakes Region team along with Jody Landish of Whitewater, and Wendy Wangerin and
Natalie DeMichei of Oshkosh. Landish, Wangerin and DeMichei earned Kodak Division III
honorable mention all-America honors.

In the final regular season NCAA Division IIl women'’s basketball statistical rankings,
Shelley Dietz of Oshkosh was second in the nation in 3-point shooting at 48.8 percent. Other
WWIAC athletes ranked in the top 10 included: Rita Hurtgen of River Falls, who was fourth in
scoring (25.3 ppg) and fifth in field goal shooting (62.3 percent); Natalie DeMichei of Oshkosh,
who was second in field goal shooting (65.8); and Arlene Meinholz of Eau Claire, who was sixth
in field goal shooting (61.3).

POST SEASON NOTES

Eau Claire paced all WWIAC schools with a sixth-place finish at the NCAA Division III
Swimming and Diving Championship March 9-11 at Wesleyan University in Middletown, Conn.
Kenyon (Ohio) College won its 12th consecutive team championship, finishing with 527.5 points.
Competing in only its second NCAA Division III swimming and diving championship meet,

Eau Claire improved on last season’s 12th-place finish, finishing with 156 points. Also
representing the WWIAC at the meet were: La Crosse, which was 27th with 34 points, and
Oshkosh, which tied Bowdoin for 43rd place with 15 points.

The top eight finishers at the meet earned all-American honors, while the No. 9 through No. 16
finishers earned honorable mention all-America honors. Two relays, one individual swimmer and
one diver earned all-American honors for Eau Claire.

Junior diver Sara Mulatz of Eau Claire won the 1-meter diving national title and finished third
in the 3-meter diving competition. Mulatz earned all-America status in both events last season.
Sara Shimanski earned four all-America awards for the Blugolds. Shimanski placed fourth in the
100-yard freestyle and fifth in the 200-yard freestyle. She also earned all-America status as a
member of Eau Claire’s 200- and 400-yard medley relays.

ST SE N NOTES

Oshkosh won its third national title in six years when the Titans scored 58 points in 10 events
to finish first at the 14th annual NCAA Division III Outdoor Track & Field Championship May 24-
27 at Carleton College in Northfield, Minn. Oshkosh, which won back-to-back national titles in
1990 and 1991, recorded its eighth consecutive top-three finish. St. Thomas (Minn.) was second
with 52 points. La Crosse tied defending champion Christopher Newport (Va.) College for third
with 43 points. Also finishing in the top 10 from the WWIAC was Eau Claire, which was seventh
with 26 points.

The WWIAC had 29 athletes win 38 all-American awards. The top eight individuals and relays
earned all-American recognition. Four athletes won national titles including Lisa Marshall of
Eau Claire, who set the school record in the discus en route to defending her national title.
Marshall led a 1-2-3-4 finish in the event by WWIAC schools, uncorking a toss of 161 feet, 11
inches (49.36 meters), which was nearly two feet beyond the school-record toss she set in the
preliminaries. Other WWIAC athletes winning national titles were: Arlene Meinholz of Eau Claire
in the high jump; Kim Dankemeyer of La Crosse in the shot put; and Lisa Melendez of Oshkosh
in the 400.

Oshkosh, which also won the NCAA Division III indoor national title, had nine athletes earn 14
all-America honors. Melendez and Missy Oleson paced the Titans with three all-America finishes
apiece. Melendez was also fourth in the 200 and anchored the Titans’ 1,600 relay that placed
fourth. Oleson finished fourth in both the discus and shot put and was fifth in the hammer.
