Degrees in Normal Schools
of Wisconsin Wins

The Agricultural Literary soci-
ety negative team won the debate
held last night, over Hesperia, in
314 Apgri-ultural hall, on the gues-
tion: Rescived, that Wisconsin mor-
mal schools shall be allowed to con-
fer degrees. Sterling Tracy, grad,
and debater for Wisconsin in 1921,
rendered the decision,

The argument for the affirmative
which was based on .the faets that,
since mormal schools “in-the state
are qualified on the basis of their
four year course to grant certifi-
cates, since the standard of teach-.
ers’ efficiency would be raised, and
since other states which ‘do grant
certificates are benefiting by this
added advantage in having their
graduates fill positions in Wiscon-
sin which are denied our normal
school graduates, was overruled by
the argument for the negative.

The negative speakers stated that
the conferring of degrees would be
giving equal advantages for un-
equal training; that normiat schools
have wunsatisfactory -facilities and
preparation for the granting of de-

grees, and that this stem would
tunbalance the edueati system
already top hea

THE CURSE OF WEALTH

Professor William F. Ogburn of Columbia univer-
sity, who has just completed a study of the effect of
business conditions in the United States, declares that
“Jeath follows in the ‘trail of prosperity.”

Professor Ogburn has come to this conchusion
only after careful study of conditions in several
states during the past 50 years and the results of his
investigations have been corroborated by a similar
study made in England by another sociologist, wha
has found the same thing to be true in the British
Isles.

The American sociologist. also finds that the
amount of crime and divorece increases with the ad-
vent of prosperity. He finds that the - increase in
death rate follows a year in the wake of wealth and
prosperity.

However startling these statemients may seem, it
ig the expression of a fact that has been proved by
years of experience. Decline ajnd death followed the
golden age of the Roman empire. It fell just as other
ancient dynasties had fallen before it.

Strange as it may seem, wealth does not bring
true happiness. There is a certain sham about it,
and superficiality always carries ruin in its wake.
The Romans had ceased to conform to the laws of
nature, and they paid the penalty.

Had they continued the course of hard work and
suffering that brought them to their high pirnacle,

they might still be leaders of the world today. Yet
they chose the path of least resistance, and following

the god of sham, they went the way of destruction.

We cannot live on superficiality. We must face
the realities of life if we expeet to keep our place in
the whirlpool. If we stop fighting, or turn back, we
are lost.—Daily Fowan. !

\GOYERNOR OFFERS
FISH REFUGE PLAN|

Substitute For Walton Plan
Will Protect State’s
Rights

Gov. Biaine, as a result of a con-
ference held with Solicitor Williams
of the U. 8. department of agricul-

‘ture and Chief Leech of the division

of fish culture, has offered in the
legislature a substitute to a wild
life and fish refuge on the upper
Mississipp: river, all of the confer-
ees having apreed to the provisions
of the substitute.

Among other things, Wisconsin’s
consent to accepting the proposal
of the government for the estab-
lishment of such refuge, is contin-
gent upon consent by Hlinois, Towa
and Minnesota, and all rights re-

‘served by these states are likewise |

reserved for Wisconsin, under the
substitute,

The substitute will further pro-
vide that acquisition of land by the
United States is to be opon the ap-
proval of the governor with the
advice of the conservation commis-
sioner. Areas contemplated in the
proposed rfuge would be limited to
the upper Mississgippi river, accord-
ing to the act of congress approved
June 7, 1924, :

Consent of Wizconsin would be
given on condition that neither con-
gress, by act, nor a government de-
partment by regulation, shall pre-
vent the state from going “upon
the navigable waters within or ad-
joining any area of land, or land or
water so acquired by the
States, for the purpose of rescuing
or obtaining fish therefrom.’

Under the substitute, the state
would reserve the right to operate

land construct fish hatcheries and

fish rescue stations
such area.

Other reservations include com-
mon highways for navigation and
portaging in the navigable waters
leading - into the Mississippi river
and carrying places between; res-
ervation of title to and the custedy
and protection of the fish in the

adjacent to

navigable waters leading inte the-

Mississippi river and adjacent wat-
ers, as vested in the state for en-

United.

ervation of jurisdiction for cl\nl

and crimiral process.

These reservations fully protect
the state, the governor says in a
letter of explanation to Fred E.
Moul, chaiman of the assembly
commlttee on fish and game. The
executive included in his letter a
hope that the legislature would ad-
here to the provisions of the pro-
