In point of speed it is one of the fastest of its kind. In printing a paper 20, 24, 28 or 32 pages
it runs at a speed of 12,500 complete papers inan hour. When printing a paper containing 10, 12,
14 or 16 pages the speed 1s doubled, and the rate is 25,000 an hour. If only 8 pages are desired
the machine can be adjusted to print 50,000 an hour. Papers come from the press perfectly folded
and arranged 1n piles of 50.
