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THE HIGH SCHOOLS BLAMED

T HE DAILY CARDINAL carried in its Tues-

day issue a report of the committee on con-
vocations relative to specified difficulties exper-
ienced by freshmen in their work at the uni-
versity. The report was the result of an inves-
tigation into the difficulties in preparing for
daily assignments and also for examinations.

There can be little question as to the accuracy
of the report. Each student in the classes in
freshman English wrote a theme describing his
or her own particular trouble in this regard.
The admissions of the students were then tab-
ulated and the result is a distressing exposure
of the high schools and prep schools from which
our students come.

Just what is the trouble with our high
schools? That there is something radically
wrong in their methods, course of instruetion, or
instructional staff is plainly evident when the
committee’s report is analyzed. .

Over 28 per cent of the freshmen claimed lack
of preparation. Part of this number had re-
ceived poor preparation in English grammer,
part of them lacked a foreign language, and the
other causes were mainly poor habits of study
and limit2od vocabulary.

If vocabulary is limited, if poor habits of
study have been acquired, where but on the high
schools and prep schools can the blame be
placed * i :

Careful perusal of the tabulated results of
the renort will show that the high schools are
the prolable cause of other difficulties than
those lListed under poor preparation. Lack of
ability to concentrate, poor memory, inability
to correlate, and inability to apply are all dif-
ficulties that should be overcome before the high
school days are past. Proper training in these

schools could and should largely overcome all
these difficulties.

There is a distressing lack somewhere in the
high school system of education. To this source
can be traced the greater part of all the short-

comings of the freshmen. University standards
are not too high; prep school standards are too
low.

It would appear that what the high schools
most lack is a definite idea of what is required

during the first year in the university, what the
university standard really is, and a standard

system of education throughout the state, so
that all students coming to the university will
have the same groundwork. This will give every
student an equal chance and will permit a more

certain selection of those who are capable and
diligent.

Must freshmen continue to labor under the
handicap of poor prep training? Must the uni-
versity be glutted with students who should
have been weeded out before they come to the
higher institutions of learning? What is going
to be done with the problem ?

* % %

A FAIR EXPLANATION

ONSIDERABLE criticism has been directed
toward the athletic department for send-
ing the football team to Evanston on the morn-
ing of the same day they were scheduled to play
Northwestern at that place. It was felt by
many that the team should have been sent a
day earlier in order that the players could se-

cure a rest before the game.

It seems entirely reasonable that this action
should have called forth some protest of a
constructive and kindly nature. The critics in
this case were actuated solely by a desire to see
that the team was given every chance to be in
proper condition. Intense loyalty to the team,
rather than any other motive doubtless prompt-
ed the eriticism.

In simple justice to the athletic department
and those responsible for the late sending of the
team, it is right that the reasons for so doing be
made known.

The custom in other years has been to send
the team at least a day early so that they could
rest up from the trip and be in good condition
for a strenuous game. It has been found, how-
ever, that this custom has its disadvantages.
It was not always possible to secure the best
accommodations and even when the team was
especially fortunate in this respect many of the
players did not rest as well as they would have
in the surroundings where they were more acc
customed.

The departure from custom this year was
done for the purpose of permitting the players
to have the night’s sleep in their own rooms,
where, it was felt, there would be considerably
less noise and confusion than at a hotel.

The experiment may not prove successful, but

it was at least a reasonable one to try. Rather|

than adverse criticism, the athletic department
deserves credit for trying it out.

THE COLLEGE STUDENTS® ALLOWANCE
T is doubtless true that too much spending
monzy while in school is more of a handicap

to a college student than not epough. The boy
who has at his disposal a high-powered car, a
generous allowance, and who is more disposed
to play than to work, more often than not works
harm to himself as well as to his “pals,” and if
he fails to pull through with a clean record it is
not surprising—nor is it if he fails to pull
through at all.

On the other hand, the boy who has to earn
part or all of his way in order to secure a college
education almost without exception makes a
creditable showing, and he learns the great les-
son of what a dollar costs in toil. But of neces-
sity he misses much of value in college life, so
is not without his handicaps, too.

A recent report from the Iowa Agricultural
College states that “approximately 20 per cent
of the total enrollment this fall are earning all
or part of their way through college.—The Chi-
cago Daily Drover’s Journal . ssiw
