Members of the Student Senate
and the revived Student Court will
be elected from the Colleges of Let-
ters and Science, Agriculture, and
Engineering, the Law school, the
Course in Commerce, and the School
of Medicine, according to the pro-
posed measures to be submitted on
November 11. This will not effect
the position of freghman president,
the Graduate schcﬁ[ representative,
or the board representatives.

Only qualified male voters of the
senior, junior, and sophomore
classes, and of the Graduate school
will be permitted to vote in the ref-
erendum.

. LET'THE LAW TAKE ITS COURSE
HILE it is yet early in the season a defi-
nite stand ought to be taken on a gues-
tion that assumed serious proportions last year.
That is the question of personal and business
dishonesty on the part of students.

Last year the merchants of Madison lost
around $1,000 in forged checks alone, the for-
geries being committed by university students.
Petty larceny also was much too common. This
is an appalling record. It constitutes a problem
which any self-respecting university must meet.

It is not enough for the faculty to take action.
Forging checks and petty larceny are viclations
of the law of the land as well as violations of the
the standards of probity demanded by the uni-
versity officials.

There seems to have been an impression in
some quarters that students caught in such vio-
lations of the law should be dealt with more
gently than their erring brothers outside the
pale of college life. This is an unsound doctrine
in principle and it works a positive injustice to
the 99 per cent of students who suffer when the

few bring shame upon the university.

There is some justification for gpecial clem-
ency in cases where harmless .oollege pranks
lead students into minor trespasses. But the

college student and the ordinary sitizen stand
on the same ground when it comes to a case of
forging checks and shoftlifting. Equality be-
for e the law cannot be abrogated in favor of one
or the other.

The only way to prevent a recurrence of last
year’s record is for student opinion to support
the vigorous and fearless prosecution to the
limit of every student who acts in violation of
the Iaw. The authorities may rest assured that
the great mass of students are for justice in
such cases, let it lead where it will.
