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How lowa County (Wis.) puts 19 mph speed
into dozing, scraper and snow-plow work

lowa County Highway Commission,

Dodgeville, Wisconsin, uses their 19
mph Tournatractor for all kinds of
scattered dozing and pulling tasks.
Among the major jobs handled by this
rubber-tired tractor-dozer in 1 season
were grading of a school athletic field
at Hollandale, widening and relocat-
ing of County Trunk Q, stumping,
grubbing trees, snow-plowing, build-
ing culverts, and repairing roads over
the entire county system.

Handles entire road-building job

— A typical task for the Tournatrac-
tor was the building of a 1/-mile farm
road near Dodgeville. The terrain was
extremely hilly, with grades up to
109, and with trees, brush, boulders
and sandstone outcroppings to be
cleared. Rig leveled roadbed and
spread layer of clay over the sand.
One man and 1 machine completed
entire job in less than 3 days.

— On scraper work, Tournatractor
proved equally fast. Operator Bertyn
Davis says he self-loads a 10-yd. pan
in second gear (3.7 mph). I checked
the Tournatractor against a crawler
(and 10-yd. scoop) on about a half-
mile haul, and I was on the 3rd trip
while he was still on his 1st,”” he says.
“On another scraper job, I had to go
down extremely steep banks. With any
other rig, you'd get hung up at the
bottom because the blade would dig
in.

— “This rig has proved to be very
valuable,” says Highway Commission-
er Paul Graber. “We like its maneu-
verability, power and speed on snow
plowing. We also find it very valu-
able for dozing and scraper work.” In
4 years of operation, unit has been
95%, mechanically efficient. Down-
time has totaled about 40 hours in the
last 1,450 hours of operation. “We
haven’t had much trouble with our
Tournatractor,” adds Shop Foreman
Russell James. “We like the electrical
system very much.”

Lifting and pushing simultaneously, Tournatrac-
tor roots out 20" white oak. Time to grub out
and knock over tree was exactly 6 minutes, Re-
moval of a larger oak (30 to 36” diameter) took
16 minutes, "Tournatractor's fine for this work,"
says Operator Davis. "l did 12 acres of grub-
bing and stumping recently in about 18 hours.”

: The actual blacktopping opera-
tions will entail the pouring of
three layers of blacktop prepara-
tion and three layers of crushed
rock chips.

The first layer of blacktopping
was started last Wednesday and
was a primer coat to be followed
with a layer of rock chips.

This will be rolled and a layer
of NC-4, a tar base blacktop
Preparation, will be added. An-
other layer of rock chips will be
applied and rolled and the third
layer of NC-4 poured on this
surface. The final layer of crush-
ed rock chips will complete the
h}acktopping operation, and the
highway will be opened for traf-
fic sometime after the first of
October.

| Baster Suriday is early this year|:
—Apr. - 1--but ‘it has been, and
will ha earlier.

In 1913, for instance, it was on
Mar. 23, the earliest in the 20th
century. The next time it will fall
that early is the year 2008, if you
leare to make a note of it.

Unlike Christmas, which al-
ways falls on Dec. 25, Easter is a
movable religious feast day that
can occur on any date between
Mar, 22 and Apr. 25.

The date changes because it is
tied into the timetable of the lu-
nar year and the vernal equinox,
the official first day of spring.
The method of choosing it was
worked out in the early days of
Christianity so that pilgrim’s
bound for religious shrines would
have the aid of moonlight on
their travels.

The last time Easter fell on its
earliest date, Mar. 22, was in 1818.
It will be on that date next in
2285.

The last time it occurred on its
latest possible date, Apr. 25, was
in 1943, It will return to that date
for the first time in 2038.

Some early Easters to come in-
|clude Mar. 26 in 1967, 1978, and
1989; Mar, 29 in 1959, 1964, and
1970, and Mar. 30 in 1975, 1986,
and 1997,

Some late ones aré Apr. 21 in‘
1957; Apr. 22 in 1962, 1973, and
1984, and Apr. 23 in 2000.

Attempts have been made to
stabilize Easter on a certain date
or to reduce the range of its
movability from the present 35
days’ span. But little progress has
been achieved for lack of agree-
ment among peoples and nations.

In the United States the mova-
bility of Easter is of concern to
merchandisers. When the holiday
is early the weather frequently is
unsuited to bright Easter fashions.
When it is late, stocks of Easter
apparel are on the racks when
dealers are moying in their sum-
mer wear.

The majority of Americans,
however, seem to take Easter
when it comes—with' a minimum
of concern about its commercial
aspects and a maximum of recog-
nition of its religious significance.

SPRING GREEN — Dismantling
work on the old bridge over the
Wisconsin river near Spring Green
has been started by the state high-
way commission.

Bell Telephone Co. maintenance
crews have removed the trunk
lines from the poles which used
to carry the wires over the bridge,
and have placed cables under the
river.

New Bridge Open

The bridge was put out of com-
mission when a new steel strie-
ture was constructed and opened
to traffic late last summer, abcut
12 miles up river from the old
bridge. :

The old highswvay bridge, built 4i
vears ago, collapsed in its middle
Span over a year ago. A Sparta
Woman was drowned when the ecar

A temporary army Bailey bridge
was thrown over the broken span
to keep traffic across the river
on Highways 23 and 14, which
join at that point.

Highway 23, from
Dodgeville, now follows the old
route of 14 to the new bridge, mak-
ing a distance of about 3 - miles
further that residents in the vicin-
ity of the old bridge have to travel
to get to Spring Green.

IRY RETURS

MURDER VERDICT
- THURSDAY NOON

Finds Hendrickson Sane
When He Killed Chas.
Exby, Jan. 12

A jury in ecircuit court, which
had heard evidence in the trial
of Charles Hendrickson, 29,
charged with the fatal shooting
of Charles Exby, night eclerk in
the Hotel Higbee on the morning
of Jan. 12, returned to the court
room at 11:50 a.m. last Thursday
with a verdict of “Guilty of mur-
der in the second degree.”  The.
jury had been out since 2:45 the
previous afternoon and had twice
returned to the court room for
more instructions from Judge
Herbert J. Steffes.

Foreman Fred Klusendorf hand-
ed the written verdict to Bailiff

' M. S. Price, who in turn gave it

to Judge Steffes. After reading
the verdict aloud he asked, “Was
this and is  this now your ver-
dict?” ‘to which they answered
“yes.”  Atty. Darrell McIntyre
then asked that the jurors be
polled and the court put the same
questions to each of the 12 and
in each instance the answer was
“yes.”

Judge Steffes, who 'has won the
admiration of all in the manner
in which he condueted the trial,
then turned to the jury and com-
mended them - highly for their
services. He said they had acted
as good citizens. :

Charles Henderson was then
called before the judge and asked
if he had anything to say why
sentence should not be passed
upon to which he answered “No’.
Throughout the entire trial the

defendant - had exhibited no
emotion,

Atty. McIntyre, who had vig-
orously defended Hendrickson

then started an oration about the
verdict being contrary to law and
evidence. He charged Aftty. Rich-
ard Barrett with sabotage of ex-
pert witness either through ignor-
ance or malice. Here he was
halted by the court, and the other
defense Attorney C. H. Knudson
then asked for a week’s stay in
pronouncing sentence and re-
ferred to the past good reeord of
the ~defendant. ' The court then
asked Dist. Attorney Wilson Brue
if he had any comment to which
he replied, “no comment your
honor.”

Judge Steffes then stated that
the verdict was justified and most
fair to the defendant. There was
no legal error or prejudice in the
conduct of the trial. He then
commented on the liberality of
the Wisconsin parole laws and
said “The evidence might have
supported a verdict of murder in
the first degree.”

Judge Steffes then Ppronounced
the following: “The order of this
court is that you be séntenced
to hard labor in state’s prison at
Waupun for not less than 14
years or more than 25 years.’»

The jury’s decision was prac-
tically unanimous with that of the
man on the street and the widow
of the victim, Charles Exby,
breathed a sigh of relief and
stated that- she thought justice
had been done. She regretted
that her dead husband and Wesley
Peterson had been subjected to
such abuse as the defenge at-

DE AS FLANES
DESTROY HOME

Anna Johnson and Lena
Olsen Perish In
Flames at Hyde

After a lifetime of kindness and
service to others, Annie Johnson,
82, and Lena Olson, 79, met a
cruel death early Friday morn-
ing when flamss destroyed their
home in the little community of
Hyde, seven miles north of
Ridgeway. The +two, aunt and
niece, operated a tiny rural store
where they handled staple gro-
ceries and a few dry goods items.
In the same yard, shaded in sum-
mer by a huge soft maple and
brightened with flowers, stood
their modest home in which was
located the rural telephoneswitch-
board. It was never left unattend-
ed and calls were answered day
or night. They went to bed up-
stairs as usual Thursday night.

A few rods away in another
home owned by them, lives the
Rev. Raymond Bawden and fam-
ily. Shortly before three o'clock
Friday morning, their 16-year-old
daughter, Mary, who sleeps in a
bedroom facing the victims’ home,
was awakened by the crackling
of flames. She gave the alarm and
Rev. Bawden hurried to the house
which was a mass of flames. He
pounded on a door in the living
room, but got no response. He
next mounted the porch with a
ladder and broke a bedroom win-
dow. His calls brought no reply
and as the flames belched in his
face he beat a hasty retreat.

The telephone excnange was in
the flaming building so he drove
to the farm home of his brother,
George, several miles way, from
where a phone call for help was
sent out. The Arena and Ridge-
way fire departments answered.
Neighbors who had gathered
used buckets of water to prevent
the roof of the store from catch-
ing on fire. It was several hours
pefore a search for the bodies
could be made. =

Both the Misses Johnson and
Olson had apparently been arous-
ed by the flames which appeared
to have started in the back of
the house. Both had reached the
ground floor parlor in a south-
east corner of the house where the

' front door was seldom used. Ome
‘had collapsed at the foot of the

stairs and the other near the door.
Little was left of the bodies ex-
cept charred flesh and a few
bones which were taken to the
Roberts funeral parlors at Arena.

Hyde community was saddened
by the tragedy. Miss Olson had
operated the store for well over
half a century and Miss Johnson
with her most of that time. Their
home was always open to callers
who were urged to enjoy a cup of
coffee. The tiny store with its
false front, a replica of the
eighties, has the original high
counter along the south side. A
wood burning heater warms it in
winter.. The proprietors shared
the joys and sorrows of the whole
community and despite their ad-
vanced age they enjoyed render-
ing service to others. Until re-
cently Miss Olson was organist
in the Hyde church and she often
plaved upon the piano in the
home.

The Misses Olson and Johnson
will be a cherished memory for
everyone who knew them.

Johnson and Olson were h2ld Sun-
day afternoon in the Hyde Con-
gregational church with the Rev.
