The paper employed in tne making of our Drug Labels we import direct, and it is the best that 100 years
experience can produce. We conscientiously assure you that the non- curling gummed paper we now employ in the
making of our Drug Labels is unsurpassed in finish and general good working qualities.

We do not and can not guarantee gummed labels against sticking. Contact with moisture will cause any
gummed label to stick, as the gum is there for that express purpose. Our paper is well seasoned, being from four
to ten months old before being used. We buy the best even though forced to go to foreign markets to get it, and
after using every reasonable precaution in wrapping and shipping, our responsibility ceases. We advise the prompt
unpacking of all shipments containing labels; to keep labels off of shelving near the floor. We now pack all of our
Drug Labels in neat lifting-cover folding boxes, 1,000 to each box and thereby dispense with rubber bands. There
is a tendency for all gummed labels to absorb moisture of the atmosphers during humid and damp days, and by
placing the labels loose in the paper boxes, all possibility of the labels being stuck through being pressed together
by the constant pressure of bands is thereby removed.

In order to execute Label Orders at a profit at current prices, it is absolutely necessary to run them in forms.
In other words, each label is run in a large sheet with other work of like stock, ink, etc. Were the labels to be run
alone or separately, the item of press work alone would in a great majority of cases exceed the selling price of the
label, leaving items of stock, composition (or engraving), cutting, assembling, shipping, etc., unaccounted for.
There'ore, it is at once apparent that unusual colors of ink or stock colored other than white or orange (which are
the staple colors of paper required by the drug trade), may be held a time seemingly unreasonable to the buyer.
Such orders with their frequent delays are disappointing to all parties concerned, and we, therefore, bring this to
the attention of prospective purchasers of such unusual combinations. For your guidance we run white forms
regularly, either print or lithograph, in black, blue, green, red, red and black, red bronze and black, and red and
green. Orange paper forms are run regularly in black ink only.

Shop Labels, (sometimes called usual or general labels), are as the names indicate, labels for the usual or
general small sales, and upon comparison will be found quoted at a less price than any other label of similar size
and style. The reason for this is two-fold. These labels must be produced at small expense as they are largely
used on small sales. Otherwise, it would be more economical to use blank shop labels and write in the name of the
article sold. If produced at a low price, the druggist has inducement to use the complete line, otherwise he would
do without them, These labels are valuable to us, for without them it would be impossible to arrange and run our
forms with the proper degree of regularity.
