PAN AMERICAN BOOK EXPOSITION 
As a good-will gesture to our neighbors to the south and to show Latin 

Americans what children in the United States are reading, the Children’s 
Book Council exhibited a collection of over 500 children’s books at the 
Pan American Book Exposition in Mexico City in early June. Especially 
selected by The New York Public Library, the books are now being shown 
by the United States Information Service in other areas in Mexico, and 
later the collection will tour Latin America. 

Aurora Labastida, co-author with Marie Ets of the Caldecott Award 
book, NINE DAys TO CHRISTMAS, and Children’s Librarian at the Ben- 
jamin Franklin Library in Mexico City, aided Mary Childs, Executive 
Secretary of the CBC, at the Exposition.



AFRICA—AND BOOKS 
Many African children were exposed to the American way of life for 

the first time earlier this year when the 3,000 books from the 1963 
Washington Post Book Fair for Boys and Girls were exhibited in three 
African countries under the auspices of the United States Information 
Agency. 

Pictured on the front cover are some of the children who attended the 
exhibit in the city of Accra in Ghana. Calendar readers will be interested 
to note that traditional Ghanaian stools supplemented sitting on the floor 
for the children who came to look and stayed to read. An estimated 
4,500 persons—mainly school children, teachers, and parents—visited 
the fair during the two-week showing. 

So that American children may be introduced to African children, his- 
tory, and culture, especially in the newly-independent countries so much 
in the news these days, here are some of the most recent books for chil- 
dren about Africa.
